PATENT ACT-APPLICATIONS COVERING PATENTED DRUGS

Question No. 41-Mr. Salisman:

1. What applications have been received under the revised
Patent Act for licences from the Patent Commissioner to manu-
facture or import and sell patented drugs, up to October 1, 1970?

2. What applications have been approved or refused by the
Patent Commissioner?

3. What reasons were given for those drug patent applications
that have been rejected?

Hon. Ron Basford (Minister of Consumer and Corpo-
rate Affairs): 1. Up to October 1, 1970 the Commissioner
of Patents has received 85 applications for licences under
Section 41(4) of the revised Patent Act, of which five are
applications to manufacture and sell, 52 are applications
to import and sell, and 28 are applications to both manu-
facture and import and sell patented drugs. These appli-
cations are for licences under 120 patents covering 33
drugs.

2. The Commissioner has approved and issued licences
on 44 applications, to the following companies: S & U
Chemicals Limited, Toronto, Ontario, 21 licences; Novo-
pharm Limited, Scarborough, Ontario, nine licences;
Sterilab Corporation Limited, Rexdale, Ontario, four
licences; Micro Chemicals Limited, Toronto, Ontario, two
licences; Mowatt & Moore Ltd., Pointe Claire, Quebec,
two licences; Neo Drug Company, Montreal, Quebec, two
licences; Frank W. Horner Limited, Montreal, Quebec,
one licence; Laboratoire Medic Ltée, Ville de Laval,
Quebec, one licence; Compagnie, Pharmaceutique Vita
Ltée, St. Romuald, Quebec, one licence; Trans-Canada
Dermapeutics Ltd., Montreal, Quebec, one licence.

3. The Commissioner, on December 10, 1969, refused to
grant to Sterilab Corporation Limited of Rexdale, On-
tario, a licence to import and sell the drug Hydrocorti-
sone Sodium Succinate under a patent owned by the
Upjohn Company, for the reason that the application
failed to meet the statutory requirements. Sterilab later
filed a new, corrected application, which was accepted,
and a licence was issued to them on April 24, 1970.

REGULATIONS COVERING STORAGE AND LABELLING
OF FOOD

Question No. 565-Mr. Mather:
Is consideration being given to the request of the Consumers'

Association of Canada to establish bacteriological standards and
to implement regulations regarding the storage of meat, fish,
poultry and their products and to develop a system of labelling
to provide consumers, at the point of purchase, information as
to whether the product has been previously frozen?

Mr. J. A. Jerome (Parliamentary Secretary to Presi-
dent of the Privy Council): I am informed by the De-

partment of National Health and Welfare and the De-
partment of Consumer and Corporate Affairs as follows:
Regulations under the Food and Drugs Act have been
enacted which govern the bacteriological quality of cer-
tain dairy, fish, meat and egg products. Steps now are
being taken to extend these regulations to cover addi-
tional foods, including frozen foods. Yes. A labelling sys-
tem which would advise consumers at the point of sale
that thawed foods had been previously frozen is under
consideration, but there are difficult technical problems
to be overcome.
