have a question for the Prime Minister in the same general
area arising from the assurance which he has seen fit to

give in respect of a subsidy on milk for consumers. Is the
Prime Minister prepared to guarantee to the House that
this milk subsidy will be passed on to the milk consumers?

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister): Mr.
Speaker, that is the intention in the statement I made
yesterday. The federal government is prepared to pay a
five-cent subsidy per quart on milk, provided the prov-
inces give the assurance that was mentioned in my state-
ment that they will either contain or roll back the prices.
