up*in Bruce or in Huron district, where the
youuger portion of the tribe could *go and
settie. There was w-ater there and hunting
facilities conducive to the comfort of the
Indian tribe. 1 do flot know whether the
tribe In other portions of the Dominion in-
creases as they have been doing on the
Mlohawk reserve. That reserve la settled
l)y Indians who are educated men, occupy-
ing very prominent positions, but they ad-
here wlth a tenaclty that la truly wonderful
to their tribal rigbts and the lands which
beloug'to, them. And It was only on co)ndi-
tion that the proceeds of the sale of land
should be lnvested in lands up oni Lake
Huron and Lake Superior for the younger
portion of the tribe th -at they would consent
to sell at ail. If that were done in dealing
with the reserve in the w-est it would pre-
serve the righits of the Indian tribes. The
only fear I have Is that the fifty per cent of
the money given to, the tribe wili be squan-
dered.

Hon. Mr. RILEY-I do not tblnk It la
the intention of the department to give 50
per cent of the moneF derived from the sale
of the lands ini cash ln ail cases. It might
be weil to do that where Indians are well
civiiized. but where they -are not civillzed
thèy shouid not get the money. The Indians
of the west only get the treaty money, $5
a head. It la intended to furnisb those agen-
dies wlth stock, implements, etc.

Hon. Sir 31ACKENZIE BOWEL-If
those tribes to w-hom the money le to be
givea are flot civilized and do not know how
to use it, that la the strongest possible argu-
ment that they should flot be allowed to
hiave it.

Hon. Mr. RILEY-They would flot give
the 50 per cent to any but civilized trîbes.

Hon. Mr. WATSON-I think the power
taken under this Bill la that they may use lt
to get the Indians to relinquish the land.
The management of the Indians of Canada
ln the past. under aIl goveraments, bas been
such that tbey ean. be trusted to, look care-
fully affer. the lnterests of the Indians lu
the future. They ask for power under this
Bill to gîve the Indians the immediate use.
of 5K0 per cent of the money derived froma
the sale of their lands. The land I speak of
w-us sold at $15 an acre. The Indians who
held that land, as a matter of fact, lived
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aivay back on atiother reserve 15 miles froum
the place. I k-now the agent had a great
deal of difficulty to get the Indians to, relin-
quish the land, because they wanted to get
a steam threshing machine, and some wind
milîs. I know the agent made some arrange-
ment with them by getting some advance
from the departmeat, to, assiat in getting
those things before they would relînqulali
the land. The interesta of the Indians will
be perfectly safe ln the banda of the Indian
Department.

Hon. Mr. SCOTT-I see the minlater
stated in another place that the 'lands heid
by Indians ia the Territories of Saskatche-
w-an and Alberta, are 2,171,114 acres over
and above the 160 acres granted to, encli
family of live.

Hon. Mr. MACDONALD (B.C.)-They re-
quire room for hunting,

Hon. Mr. JONES. There la this danger
to be considered: any land sold hereafter
will bring Iacreased values. 1 ahould think
that 35 per cent or 40 per cent la the propor-
tion of the money received f rom the sale of
the lande that will be paid to the Indians
under this Bill. Though the department
take power to give 50 per cent they wlll flot
exercise that power except under excep-
tionai~ zonditiona. I ahouht thl.nk beyond ail
question that the amount lef t a.fter paying
50 per cent to the IndianS wOUl. leave a far
larger suzm ln the banda -of the government
than at the tnie of the passmng of the
Bill we are proposing to amnend would have
been. lef t, on the basis. of paylng the Indians
evea 10 per cent. The lande have grown la
value, the aum that wiii be given to the Ia-
diane wlll be helpful if It la reasonably well
used, and I -suppose lt la reasonable to expect
that It wlll be more appropriately used than
it was in earlier years. The sum left In the
bande of the goverament would, Ia my opi-
nion, be mucb larger than lu the enrler years
la the history of the country, There are
bardahipa to the settlers that live la the
vicinlty of reservea which also sbould be
considered, In the matter of taxation, the
making of roada, the building of echools,
&c. The settlera will be materiaiiy helped
li certain directions if the law la, as
It bas been so far as I know-and 1 heard
no complaints-intelligentiy administered
so that new conditions having arisen it is nW-
