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In conclusion, my opinion is that Jaramillo’s speech, while 

temperate, was indiscreet. He should not have taken advantage oi the 

Club in that way. He was somewhat unfair to Peru insofar as Peru’s 

grievance was not even stated. From the speech it could only be gatheied 

that Colombia had certain Treaty rights which Peru had violated.
