The Grand Trunk Railway, an inter­
national line, has made heroic sacrifices 

. Y'to induce through and accommodate 
v- local traffic, but has not escaped the 

results of the late commercial depres­
sion which directly or indirectly af­
fected both sources of revenue. It is 
only natural that shareholders, some of 
whom cannot understand the present po­
sition, should fed dissatisfaction ; but 
singularly it appears to have resulted 
in its expression in a quarrel with the 
company’s accounts. At the last half- 
yearly meeting, Mr. Joseph Price, who 
was, it will be remembered, the General 
Manager of the Grant Western Railway 
Company of Canada», seems to have dis­
placed Mr. Household, hitherto one of 
the most turbulent of the dissentients, 
and to have made a severe attack upon 
these accounts in their details. Now, 
the Grand Trunk paid all its prepre- 
ferenee liabilities up to the end of June, 
1893, and during the current half year 
appease to be in a comparatively fair 
state of prosperity, with increasing 
traffic returns, largely diminished work­
ing expenses, and an assured financial 
position for a long time ahead. 
The accounts of the company, 
so far as we have been able 
to study them, are as clear as those of 
any railway company on the continent ; 
everything is intelligible about them, but 
dissentients led by Mr. Household, super­
ceded by Mr. Price, called for an inquiry 
into them, and that inquiry has been 
left to a citizen of Hamilton, Mr. Samuel 
Barker, who doubtless will find ready 
explanations at Montreal. Mr. Price 
has been through like periods of commer­
cial depression and has had sad experi­
ences. When he was General Manager of 
the Great Western, a Committee of In­
vestigation was appointed, who re­
ported in a sense very hostile t<* th • 
existing manage ment ou both sides of 
the Atlantic. It was stated, amongst 
other things, that tne working expenses 
of the line for the year ended December 

; 1873, amounted to 101.88 jmt cent.: the 
revenue was largely short of paying in­
terest ou any portion of the bonded debt; 
the Home Board room was stated to be 
a resort for stock brokers ; private code 
books were in use between the two man­
agements, in which were phrases suit­
able only for stock jobbing purposes, 
and a reprehensible practice existed oi 
exchanging telegrams between officials 
and individual members of the board : 
but Mr. Price's trials as General Man­
ager for that period did not terminate 
with the report of tie- committee of 
1874. Mr. Childers, who subsequently 
became President of the Great Western 
Railway, addressed to Mr. Seymour (lark, 
the Vice-President, a communication, 
pointing to great extravagance both as 
to the excessive number of superior of­
ficers nud in other ranks, want of offi­
cial control and discipline, and ques­
tionable arrangements as to purchase of 
stores. Enormous stocks of wood and 
coal appear to have been laid in be­
yond the requirements of the com­
pany, and a general tone of extrava­
gance prevailed throughout this de­
partment ; accounts remained unaudited 
for years ; whole districts were entirely 
neglected from u traffic point of view, 
and, continued--Mr. Childers :

"It ,was soon evident t<? me that it 
Would be impossible to leave the man­
agement of the Company on the name 
footing as I found it. The Canada 
Board had been virtually abolished after 
the report of the lute Committee of In­
vestigation. Mr. McMaster alone re­
mained, stipulating that he should be 
allowed to retire soon after my arrival 
in Canada. 1 was satisfied that Mr. 
Price, who hud been recently promot­
ed from the post of Treasurer and Sec­
retary to that of General Manager,- had 
not the necessary qualifications (nor in­
deed physical strength) for the efficient 
discharge of the duties of the latter of­
fice, unaided and uncontrolled by a lo­
cal Board, although he appeared to me

^L’hat it will come satisfactorily out of 
any enquiry that may be made there 
can be no dpnbt ; meanwhile the pro­
prietors of the company must exercise 
more patience, much oa they have al­
ready exercised, and must await that 
period which appears to be dawning, 
when prosperity will again attend the 
operations of the company. Fortunately 
the recent action of the House of Re­
presentatives at Washington, and the al­
most certainty that the Semite will con­
cur, will remove one of the great impedi­
ments to this desirable period, namely, 
the inhibition which had hitherto ex­
isted against dividing traffic instead of 
quarrelling over it. What is termed 
“ itooling,” or the division of traffic, 
will be recognized, and it is. acknowledg­
ed that the principle, which is of -Eng­
lish Yirigiti, and lias been sanctioned in 
certain eases by Parliament with excel­
lent results, is the very best solution 
of the difficult railway problem which 
has so long exercised the ingenuity of 
railway experts. Canada is a compara­
tively new country : it possesses un­
bounded wealth, it has become an Imper­
ial highway, and the time cannot be 
far distant when, with brighter com­
mercial prospects, the -English railway 

- shareholder will be rewarded for his pro­
tracted disappointments.

A PRACTICAL TEST.
À water pressure gauge which usually 

shows 45 pounds to the square inch in­
dicated only 20 to 25 pounds yesterday. 
The reason for this was that all the 
water consumed in the city was coining 
through the 20-inch main, a blown joint 
necessitating repairs in the 18-inch 
main. This incident ought to convince 
the Spectator that the pressure is af­
fected by the increase or decrease of 
the main carrying capacity. here is 
greater pressure when the two existing 
mains are in use than when only one 
of them is in use, and the addition «>f 
a third main would add to the pressure. 
Mr. Robert Howe in his report re­
commends additional hydrants and con­
stant pumping over the standpipe. 1 he 
latter would be quite handy of accom­
plishment if the city was divided into 
two districts, as the Times has so often 
advised the low-level district to be 
supplied at reservoir pressure by a new 
main not connected with the standpipe, 
and the high-level district t*» get the 
water by direct pumping at standpipe 
pressure. The overflow of the stand- 
pijH’ would run into the reservoir, 
whence, it would run out by the new 
main to the low levels of the city. The 
carrying cajmcity of the two old mains 
would be ample for the supply of the 
high level district south of Cannon 
street. The only capital expenditure to 
effect this improvement would be the 
cost of the new main from the eastern 
end of the reservoir to Queen street.

The London Free Press discusses at 
some length the low prices of grain and 
the growing competition of South Amer­
ican and Russian countries, sagely re­
marking : “ However, it may be seen
that the bottom has been reached, and 
it is some comfort to know the worst 
of any evil.”
