We promise to hold comnumion
together in the worship of God, and in the ordinances and
discipline of His church, according as we are or shall be guided
by the Spirit of God in Ilis word-—expecting that He will yet
further and more gloriously open His word and the mysteries
of His kingdom

; applying to the blood ^ the everlasting
covenant for the pardon of our many errors, and praying that
the Lord would prepare and strengthen us for every good^work
to do His will, working in us that which is well i)leas'ing in His
sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom bo glory for ever and
ever.
