“Progress cannot be stemmed,”
stated W. E. Turley, provincial sec-
retary of the G.W.V.A. for Ontario, last
night to The World, “and you may be
quite correct in assuming that the
next Dominion convention of our asso-
ciation may see fit to launch the G.W.
V.A. into the arena of politics, But
it would be unwise to make such an
attempt until the majority of t sol-
diers overseas have returned tb their
Canadian homes. It would be but idle
politics for the handful of us who or-
ganized the association to drag it into
the political arena without the sanc-
tion of those who have seen such a
long asession of fighting at the front
or in Britain. Those are the men who
should decide as to the best course
to pursue, and when they cceme back
it will be time to consider this phase
of our progress. When the next con-
vention meets large numbers of Cana-
dJdian soldiers will have returned to
their hearths and will perhaps dictate
the policy of our organization. Our
provincial -convention will be held
either the end of April or the begin-
ning of May, and the Dominion con-
vention will be held at Vancouver in
June.”

“There is no doubt that the present
system does not fill the needs of our
association.” said W. E. Turley, pro-
vincial secretary of the G.W.V.A. in
Ontario, last night, referring to the
need of an organizing secretary for
the Toronto district. “We Jdo need an
organizing secretary to place the ob-
Jects of our aasociation concisely be-
