A VERITABLE SKY-SCRAPER.

New York co;\urn Proplrinslto Erect
Tallest Buﬂding in the World.

. New York, Feb. 22.—The Times says
the Singer Manufacturing Company
filed plans yesterday for a structure
which will be higher than all existing
sky-sorapers by from 200 to 300 feet,
and will be about 40 feet higher than
the Washington monument.

The tower will be 65 feet square for
36 storjes and will be surmounted by
a dome containing four - additional
gtories, above which will be a cupola

a flagstaff.. The facades of the
tower will be of ornamental brick and
limestone, with four rows of windows
on each side. It will contain more
than 150;000 square feet of floor space
and will be fitted. with a group of four
elevators. The total cost of the im-
‘provements, including the tower, as
estimuted by the Singer Cémpany’s
‘architect, 8 $1,600,000. With the ex-
ception.of the Eiffe]l tower, the Singer
building will be the loftiest structure
in the world. .
