WARNING TO POSTMASTERS.

Postmasters

A large amount
had been sold at cost, and considerable
more even at a loss. The canners
therefore would like to realize substan-
tial profits from what they still have
to sell. The fact that several of the
leading lines, such as tomatoes, have
taken an unexpected advance in price
in the United States leads them to
hope that the price will go up here,
and also that they will be better able
to compete in the markets of Great
Britain.

Miss Craw-
ford left a note addresged to her par-
ents. in which she said that it was
evident that they could not agree, and
that she had determined to end her
life. Coroner Flock decided that no
inquest was necessary, and that the
affair was the outcome of girlish wil-
fulness and an impulse: formed prob-
ably in the heat of a passionate mo-
ment. The very character of the act
displayed an unusual amount of de-
termination.

WAS GUILTY OF SEDUCTION

and His Escapes From Justice.

His Brutal Treatinent of the Daughter of
Mis Protector, Mr. Palmer--With Difi-
culty the Girl Vietim Was Induced to
Appear as a Witness- A Belle! That the

Criminal Hiypnotized the Young
* L ]
Weman.

New Haven, Conn., Oct. 28.—The jury in
the case of thg notorious Dr. John Edward
Lee,charged with seducing Miss Bird Made-
line Palmer, a young artist, and attempting
to perform an operation, returned a verdict
of gulity last evening. Dr. Lee was at once
sentenced by Judge Thayer to five years in
the State Prison. Attorney Chase asked
for a stay of judgment, but the Judge re-
fused, and Dr.” Lee was taken back to jail.

Lee came to New Haven from Listowel,
Canada, four years ago. He was Dbarely
30 years old then, He left a wife and
two children with his father in Listowel
and began practice here.

WAS SOON ARRESTED.

In less than a {enr he was arrested for
cousing the death of Maggle Schloss, a
pretty girl of Ansonia, who was barely 18

ears old. After a long trial Lee and James
%:. Whitten, who, it was charged,
in the operation, were discharged.

Lee stayed in Néw Haven, lived well and
drove good horses. The while the police
| watched him closely. He was arrested in
a year for causing the death of Mrs. Mar-
garet Miller of Grand-avenue, by an oper-
ation. Mrs. Milier confessed on her death-
bed that Lee was guilty, but no ante-mor-
tem statement was taken. In the Superior
Court Lee was tried before a jury, which
disagreed, and Lee was discharged. A few
days afterward the late Tilton E. Doolittle,
then State Attorney, had Lee re-arrested
on charges in both the Schloss and Miller
cases. e plea was made that Lee’s life
could not twice be placed in jeopardy, but
this was overruled. - Mr. Dolittle died while
preparing the case. His successor, State
Attorney Willlams, knew little or nothin
of the facts which Mr, Dolittle possessed.
The jury in the Schloss case disagreed, the
Miller case was dropped and Lee escaped
the fourth time. This was last spring.

MRS. PALMER HIS ONLY FRIEND.

During the trials and his imprisonment
Lee had only one friend. She was Mrs,
Palmer, the wife of E. M. Palmer of Wha!-
ley-avenue. She had known Lee as a bo,
and had taught him in Sunday School. She
befriended him all through the trials, and
when he was released took himn into her
house because he was penuniless. She guve
him her parior for an office, and helped him
to get another start. While she was’ doing
this -Lee ace Jished the ruin of Mrs.
Palmer's only child,

Miss Palmer received a letter purporting
to come from relatives in Sheffield, Mass.,
early last September, enclosing money and
asking her to come to visit them. She left
home, and Lee joined her. For two weeks
they lived in hotels between here and Shef-

fleld.
A BOGUS RRIAGE.

Lee had a bogus ma e performed, and
presented the girl as wife. She was
about to become a meother. Lee, while they
were driving near Great Barrington, while
intoxicated, allowed his horse to run away.
Miss Palmer was thrown out and injured.
In her testimony she sald at her
over the back with a loaded driving whip
while she was lying on the ground, and
then compelled her to walk miles.

Finally they reached the Mansion House,
in Ansonia, on Sept. 24. There, the ;ﬁrl
says, Lee tried to perform an operation. He
beat her when she pleaded for wmercy, and
her cries finally attracted the attention of
the housekeeper and the proprietor. The
proprietor knocked Lee down, and then or-
dered both him and _the girl to leave.

Lee and Miss Palmer went to the sta-
tion, and Migs Palmer there escaped and
returned to New Haven, being obliged to
go at once to the hospital.

The police with difficulty got a confession
from the girl, and arrested Lee just as he
was about to escape from New Haven.

When the cases came®up for trial yester-
day the court was crowded. Miss Palmer
was closely guarded by her pareuts, and
avolded Lee's steady gaze. She has all
along declared Lee hypnotized her, and
that she did not dare face him or testify
against him, as he had told her he would
kill her if she ever bétrayed him.

THE GIRL'S TERRIBLE STORY.

When she was called to the witness stand
she told a pathetic and horrible story, She
told in detall how ILee struck her, threw
her against the wall and dragged her by
the hair and pounded her. °

Lee had no defence, and did' even take
the witness stand. He /A3Edigand has

began her testimony to-flay
for the first time, looked
came nervous.

It took the jury only a féw minutes to
decide on a verdict of guilt. \l.ee was fol-
lowed to jail by a great crowd.

It was with the greatest difficulty that
the state got Miss Palmer)| to testify
against Lee, I learned this evéning: While
the jury were out she becamemervous, and
asked City Attorney Matthewman if he
thought Lee would be convicted. When
Matthewman told her there was no douby
of conviction, Miss Palmer sald she regret-
ted that her story had been the cause of it.

The Melancholy Fate of an
Owen Sound. Man.

HE WENT HARE-HUNTING

And His Lifeless Body Was Found by
His Comrades.

fie Had Evidently Fallen While Pursuing
Game and Was Terribly Shot im the

Abdomen by the Discharge of His Own
Weapon-A HMan Well Known and

Bighly Respected, Prominent in Orange
and Other Socicties.

Owen Sound, Oct. 29.—(Special.)—A
hunting party, consisting of George In-
glis, local registrar of the high court
of justice; William Masson, postmas-
ter; W. A, Inglis, Jack Inglis, miller;
Robert Edgar, town tax collector, and
John Fox, liveryman, left here early
yesterday morning on a hare hunting
excursion to Elliott’s swamp, near
Hall’'s settlement, in the Township of
Derby. .about six miles from Owen

Sound. The party put in the day in
the swamp, running hare, without
anything out of the usual occurring.
Along about 5 o’clock in the evening,
however, Mr. Edgar separated froiu
the rest of the party and went back
alone into the swamp after a harc
which the dogs had just raised. Dark-
ness coming on shortly afterwards
and he not having returned his com-
rades began to become somewhat
anxious about him and returned 1o
the swamp in the direction in which
he was going when last seen, to en-
deavor to bring him out. The swamp
is not a large one, being but a narrow
strip- covering some fifteen acres, but
after searching for a couple of hours
as thoroughly as could be done in the
semi-darkness they were forced to
abandon the search and come to town
for lanterns and further assistance to
continue the search. On reaching
here a large searching party was hur-
riedly organized and equipped with the
necessary lanterns, etc., and a return
was made to the swamp, where, after
a search of an hour or so, the party
came upon the lifeless body of Mr.
Edgar lying upon the ground face
downwards, with his gun uncder him,
and himself terribly shot in the ab-
domen, Death must have been in-
stantaneous. In making his way
through the swamp he must have, by
falling or Iin some other way, accl-
dentally discharged his gun with the
above sad result. The body was
brought in to Owen Sound at 1 o’'clock
this morning by the sorrowful party
and taken to his home.

The accident is undoubtedly a very
by the whole community. Mr.
gar was one of Owen Bound’s oldest
residents, having come in the early
days of the town. He was for many
years bailiff of the first Division Court
of Grey, giving up the position a year
or two ago. He has been town tax
collector for the past ten years and
upwards, as well'as being at the same
time collector of water rates, The de-
ceased wasg one of the best known men
in the county, was a prominent
Orangeman and a staunch and ener-
getic Conservative, besides being con-
nected with many of the different
fraternal societies.

A THREATENED DISASTER.

Montreal is threatened with a disase
ter even worse than that of Johns-
town, owing to the present comdition
of the city reservoirs on Mount Royal
overlooking the city. The two bi
basins have been leaking for years, an
the leakages have been increasing ra~
pidly, as the repairs have been de=
layed. The superintendents of the
water works, as the responsible heads
of the departments, have become more
and more alarmed, and have so report~
ed. The authorities of McGill Univere
sity, which is situated just below the
reservoirs, have also been alarmed, and
have frequently written the city, pro-
testing against the leaky state of the
reservoirs. e I have in-
creased so as to thoroughly saturate the
university grounds, and threaten to un-
dermine the foundations of the big
building. The leakages have been left
to grow from bad to worse until the
condition of the reservoir has become
such as to threaten an appalling dis-
aster.
