The first Indi­
cation of the trouble which the neighbors 
received was the sound of the revolver 
shots. Mrs. Herman Lautcrbach, whese 
husband is the proprietor of a saloon next 
door, was in a rear room when the sounds 
of the shots reached her. At the same mo­
ment she heard tne screams of women, and 
opened a rear door, Just as Miles Alice 
loomey came running to her.

The woman was bleeding :rom a wound 
in the neck on the left side, and blood had 
saturated her clothing In the vicinity of 
her heetrr. A second later Mrs. Adelie .Lath- 
well came running out of tile rear of tne 
barber shop, exclaiming, “My God, 1 am 
snot!”

The two wounded women ran into La ate r- 
bach’s saloon, and Mu#» loomey fell to the 
floor. Mrs.' Lathwell sank Into u ennir, and, 
clasping her hands to her left side, begun 
groaning piteously. Both of the women 

e badly frightened. After they had 
rhed a place of safety in the saloon an­

other shot was heard in the living apart­
ments above the barber shop, and. several 
me*! who had been attracted by the sound 
of the shots rushed, upstairs.

A horrible sight met tttf.it ffafce. They 
found Lathwell. lying on the boor in the 
front room in a pool of blood. He was 
nearly unconscious, and a large clot of 
blood over his left urease showed where the 
bullet had taken elf ecu Tne smoking re­
volver was still clasped In his right hand.

Everything about ibs room was disorder­
ly, and the walls and bed clothing were 
spattered with blood. Several bullet holes 
l*i the wall tohl too plainly the story 
of the affair anti now the two women had 
escaped down the stairway.

Lath weal lay in the centre of the floor of 
the sleeping room partly dressed. Un the 
bureau there were blood stains, and the 
chairs and other articles of furniture were 
throw-n about promiscuously.

Lord Salisbury, The Tribune to-day says;

“The announcement of Lord Salis­
bury's illness will cause world-wide -ecu- 
cern. His commanding personality, his 
distinguished career, his vast power in 
the present critical state of internation­
al affairs in four continents, all invest 
him with greater interest than almost 
any other contemporary statesman. As 
a man all the world sympathizes with 
him, and hopes for his speedy restora­
tion to health. As the executive head 
of the Government of the greatest em­
pire on the globe, he is, of course, vari­
ously regarded, according to the friendli- 

hostility of other nations to that 
British policy of which he is the chi *f 

'"exponent. But even his strongest di­
plomatic opponents would probably view 
with regret and apprehension his with­
drawal from office, knowing well that 
they could hope tq have in his place no 
move honorable and manly antagonist 
than he.

"Lord Salisbury is a statesman upon 
whom, i^ his official capacity, this na­
tion may well look with kindly and ad­
miring eyes.

Some of the Delegates In New York Want­

Buffalo, March 16.—A special despatch 
from New York this afternoon states 
that the representatives of the principal 
railway lines in the east and west, in­
cluding the transcontinental systems, 
have unanimously decided to come to an 
agreement with the Canadian Pacific so 
as to settle the war in fares to North 
Pacific Coast points. The meeting, 
which began Tuesday, was not altogether 
harmonious, and many of those present 
were in favor of fighting the C.P.R. to 
the bitter end. But wiser counsels pre­
vailed, and the committee appointed to 
consider the whole matter came to a 
suitable agreement.

It was decided to abolish the prevail­
ing cut rates and to restore the old- 
time tariff.

differentials to Pacific Coast points will 
be modified.

John did equally good work, but was not 
able to mane more than one trip, as the 
tire swept througa Unit portion of the 
building, before it attacked the front. In 
less than 10 minutes after the explosion 
that started the fire, all escapes for the 
inmates by the stairs and elevators were 
cut off. There remained only the windows 
and the single lire escape, a narrow iron 
structure, not over 18 inches from side to 
side. This was speedily covered with a 
string of people, some on one side, some on 
the other. Many of those who could not 
reach the fire escape made their way to the 
front windows, and it was out of these that 
Clark, Smith and Blnz hurled t/.emselves 
to death. Clark was first seen at one of 
the seventh storey windows, and a. few 
minutes after appeared again at a window 
of the sixth floor. The fire was close upon 
him the floors and walls behind him were 
crashing down, and it was certain dvath tv 
remain where he was. There was no possi­
bility of help, and he took Ms only chance. 
Three seconds later he was dead on the 
pavement below.

Miles Miillh Also Leaped
Miles A. Smith, a salesman for the Olm­

stead Scientific Company, also leaped from 
a window in the sixth storey. He was in­
ti tant ly killed, Ms body being horribly indu­
ced. Edward Binz, the cashier of Sweet, 
Wallace & Co., on the sixth floor, fell a 
victim to his desire to save others and to 
protect his books from harm. Upon hear­
ing the alarm he ran to the rear of the 
store to warn the employes to run for 
their lives. He then nwbed hack to his 
desk, gathered his books and jammed them 
’nto the vault. Then he started for the 
stairway, but the flames were f.hcad of him 
and he turned back. There, was nothing but 
the window and t<> this be went. . 
clambered on. tlic sill and stood there in 
view of the crowd below. Clark and Smith 
lmd alreadv bedaubed the pavement with 
tlielr life blood and the crowd knew there 
was no more chance for Binz than for 
them Thev watched him in silent horror 
ne he' stood deliberating. The building 
a roaring mass of flames, and Binz’s face 
and handsw re badly burned before he 
jumped He* pondered the matter OJt a 
few seconds, then his form <?bot- downward 
through a cloud of flame and smoke, and 
in the drawing of a breath he was as life­
less ns the stones over which bis blood 
was spattered.
