hanus of tne board yesterday after­
noon, but it was laid over until to-day. 
In tne meantime theie is a lot of un­
used desk room in the Assessment De­
partment. It is understood on the. in­
side that all the temporary clerks who 
were dismissed will be reinstated in 
the very 'near future. The condition 
of affairs in the Assessment Depart­
ment is causing a lot of anxiety in the 
Engineer's Department, as a number 
of works are already being delayed as 
a result of the situation, which is prac­
tically a deadlock.

Gratham to the Rescue.
It is said that to relieve the situa­

tion and enable departments dependent 
upon the Assessment Department to 
carry on their work, Controller Graham 
will move in the Board of Control that 
the Assessment Department be grant­
ed $2000, or a sufficient appropriation 
to enable, them to reinstate the dismiss­
ed clerks and get the necessary work 
done to get out the tax papers*

The trouble is causing a lot of com­
ment around the hall, and the sym­
pathy seems to be with the employes 
who were summarily put out of.em­
ployment last Saturday.

History of the Matter.
That the Assessment Commissioner 

was too strict and that the Board of 
Control was too strict is a popular 
agreement, and the opinion is that there 
might have been some middle course. 
The Commissioner, in explaining his 
action, says he received a communica­
tion from the Board of Control, dated 
Jan. 15, stating to the heads of de­
partments that interim appropriations 
must not in any event exceed the scale 
fixed by the estimates of 1901, and, 
further, that it be an absolute direction 
that the estimates for the current year 
must not on any account be- exceeded 
without the consent and authority of 
the Council being first obtained.

In reply to this Commissioner Flem­
ing forwarded a letter to the board, 
stating that under its conditions it was 
impossible for him to continue the 
work of his department on the terms 
imposed and that if the order of the 
board had to be complied with he had 
no alternative but to lay off men and 
discontinue some of the work, 
pointed out in detail what such an 
action on his part would mean and the 
effect it would have in preparing this 
year’s estimates.

On Feb. 11 the Board of Control re­
plied to the Commissioner’s letter, re­
iterating its intention to abide by its 
order regarding the estimates.

In the meantime some of the men 
who were discharged are daily among 
the visitors around the hall.
