Lodger Who Helped Landlady Escapes
$81 Rent Bill.

! Logansport, Ind.,, Oct. 20.—That a
lodger who uses his own blankets, runs
errands for his landlady, and makes his
own bed Is entitled to compensation
offsetting a portion of his room rent
was established in Justice Reed’s court
today when T. M. Keyes was given
judgment for $81 to offset a demand
| made by Mrs. Elizabeth Wild, his land-

locked and the clocks wound helped his
case.

The court allowed him 10 cents for
300 errands, 10 cents for each time he
made his own bed on 166 mornings
when the landiady was otherwise en-
gaged, and admitted the fairness of his
charge of 7 cents as nightly rental for
the blankets he owned and which he
used on his own couch.

The court further held that Mrs.
| Wild's charge of 50 cents for welding

They
further contend that the United States
is abstracting from the lakes water
which belongs to Canada. f

The United States contention is that
whatever merit there may have been,
and they do not admit there was any,
in the Canadian contention, had it
been raised before the canal was con-
structed, the Government of Canada is
barred by its own laches from raising
it now. Having by its inaction in 1892
allowed a vested interest to be created
in the waters of the lakes as a feeder
to the drainage canal, it is too late,
they say, for objections either to the
original proposition, or to the neces-
sary enlargement, with its consequent
increased draft upon the great lakes for
the water necessary to carry the un-
dertaking to its legitimate conclusion.
