McKnight rati to ring in an alarm, 
only to find the alarm box broken open 
and the key missing.

In the meantime the Are had spread 
to Dillon's Hotel, three stores, and 
several barns and outbuildings. The

] effort was made to check the flames. 
After a stiff fight they were subdued, 
but not before they baud done immense 
damage, for a large area in the vil­
lage. The buildings were for the most 
part wooden structures and bruned 
like tinder."

“By extending its boundaries right 

out to the Humber, Toronto would be 
able to lay the foundation of a. system 
of parks worthy of a city of Its size. 
The lake shore drive could be extend­
ed up this side of the Humber to 
Bloor-street, and then into High Park, 
making a splendid driveway. High 
Park could be extended west to take 
In both sides of Grenadier Pond, and, 
perhaps, right out to the Humber.

“At present West Toronto Is tied up 
as regards local Improvements. By 
coming Into the city Improvements 
could be made on the local Improve­
ment plan, a privilege which would be 
of great benefit to the community.

“West Toronto is now a favorite 
place for factories. Some of Toronto’s 
largest Industries are located there 
now. There are the Canada Cycle and 
Motor Co-, Helntzman & Co., Gunn’s, 
Limited, the Dodge Pulley Co., the 
Comfort Soap Co., the WilkinSon Plow 
Works, part of the Gurney plant and 
part of the Canada Foundry. The rail­
ways running up thru these provide 
excellent facilities for sidings, such as 
all great Industries require.

“I feel satisfied that West Toronto 
can make a satisfactory settlement, 
showing that the finances are In a good 
healthy condition and that from that 
point of view this is the time to bring 
about annexation.

“West Toronto would be satisfied, I 

am sure, to be made Ward VII. of the 
City of Toronto. This would give it 
special representation to look after Its 
Interests, which Is all West Toronto 
would ask.

Senator McMullen Would Remove It 
From the Commiaalom.

OTTAWA, July 7.—(Special.)—The 
railway bill was reported by the sen­
ate committee of the whole to-day.

Senator McMullen declared that the 
Intercolonial should be placed under 
the Jurisdiction of the railway commis­
sion. He strongly favored putting gov­
ernment railways under an Independ­
ent commission of management, and 
the next best thing to this would be 
to place the road under the Jurisdic­
tion of the railway commission.

Senctor Ellis agreed with this. How­
ever, whether this was done or not, 
there seemed to be no good reason why 
corporation owned railroads should be 
under the jurisdiction of the railroad 
commission : and government owned 
railroads exempted from that control.

Hon. Mr. Scott accepted an amend­
ment by Senator Ferguson, extending 
to the officers of the board the provision 
for applying to the commissioners that 
they shall not own railway stock in 
companies connected with railroads.

“West Toronto wants to come In be­

cause of the water supply. Its present 
water supply is inadequate. With the 
extensions now being made Toronto 
could well take care of the demands 
out there, and why, therefore, should 
West Toronto saddle Itself with a debt 
of five to seven hundred thousand dol­
lars so unnecessarily?

“Then there Is the question of sew­
erage. West Toronto has now a popu­
lation of 12,000, and within the ne*t 
five years will have 15,000.
