E\(idence Preser;tec! on Behalf
of Several of Hunger
- Strikers.

Oork, Sept. 13.—(By the A.P)—A
special court of inquiry was held here
today to hear evidence in behalf of ;
the hunger strikers now in Cork jail,
which Hareold Barry, former high
sheriff of Cork, had advised Premier
Lloyd George he could introduce to
prove ‘the innocence of at least two,
of the men—Sean Hennessy' and!
Jos. Murphy. .

President Nolan, of Ballingarry
col'lege, where Hennessy was a stu-
dent, .is expected here to testify for
Hennessy. Evidence was given tend-
ing to contradict the governmernt's
dacetsation that Murphy had in his
posgession a live bomb when he was
arrested on July 15, but the lawyey
for the defence said that, he had not
had sufficient time to ‘secure wit-
nesses to contravert the additional
charge that Murphy also had in his
possession geditious documents, The
‘elder Murphy, however, dénied that
his son had any such docduments
when searched by the military.

The inauiry was adjourned after a
two hours’' sitting to await the arri-
val in.Cork of various witnesses.

Callaghan O'Herlihy, a student, tes-
ti'fled in behalf of Hennessy, but a
promised affidavit from another stu-
dent witness, a friend of Hennessy,
whs not available, as he refused to go
on with it when he learntd that Barry
intended to present it to the commis-
sion.

On behalf of Murphy, his father tes-
tifled that the bomb in question had
been given to his son at. the Aghada
airdrome, and that he had brought it
hofne as a souvenir.

Frank Merritt, a demobilized British
soldier, testified that it was he who
gave Murphy the practice shell, minus
the detonator, which Murphy had pick-
ed up at, the Aghada airdrome in 1916.

A bomb introduced by the court-
martial prosecutor as the one found
in Murphy's possession was deoclared
by both Merritt anfd the elder Murphy
not to be the s enir bomb given to
Joseph by Merritt and taken by the
military in the raid on the Murphy
house. !

Secret of Laboer's Power.

‘“The consistency of purpése with
which organized labor has adhered to
almost all these subjects is one of the
secrets of its power. When Samuel
Gompers was first elected president
of the A.F. of L. in 1886, that body
had about 150,000 members.. He is
president still and its membership is
over 3,000,000. q

“To put the central purpgses of
these organizations ih a word, it is
this—to raise the status of the work-
ers. That the status of the worker
has been i *tliese yedrs improved is,
I think, no doutt. hi§ means of edu-
cation, his chance of recreation, the
‘safety Bf hig craft, the regularity. ot
his employment, the geneéral standard
of his living, all these things are bet-
ter, tho thére is much yet to be donhe.
In this work, sthe labor organizations
of the world have undoubtediy played
their part.
