ter of Mr. and Mrs. Charles T. Kelly, of 
53 Billings road, who died last May. The 
child a short time before her death, J^*d 
been fed with a milk preparation which 
had been prescribed by a physician. This 
preparation contained, among other ingre­
dients, sugar of milk.

Another child had been sent to a drug 
store to get the sugar of milk, and the 
white powder brought back from the drug 
store was mixed with the milk on the sup­
position that it was sugar of milk, 
dered by the physician. A short while af­
ter the child drank its milk mixture it 
became sick and died. An autopsy show­
ed that the child had been fed boracic 
acid, and an examination, of the supposed 
sugar of milk bought it the drug store 
showed, it is claimed by the medical ex­
aminer* that it wa§ half sugar of milk arid 
half boracic acid.

An inquest was held last June and was 
continued from that time until last week, 
owing to the fact .that the child’s mother 
was in the hospital at the time of the first 
inquest. At the conclusion of the inquest 
last week the witnesses were held to ap­
pear before the grand jury at Dedham, 
and Mr. Brown’s arraignment followed to­
day, it being claimed by the government 
that Mr. Brown was the man who sold the 
sugar of milk.

The case will undoubtedly be of great 
interest to the medical and pharmaceutical 
world, as up to the present time, it is 
said, there has not been a well authenti- 
cal case of boracic acid poisoning on re­
cord. People are eating boracic acid more 
or less every day of their lives, according 
to physicians, as it is used as a preserva­
tive in nearly all canned and bottled food­
stuffs. How much boracic acid it would [ 
be necessary to kill is a question that will 
fWhbably be fought out by the experts

HAVE SOLD 800 AEROPLANES.

500,000 — Industry Develops 
Rapidly

Paris, Aug. 26—The aeroplane industry 
has developed dn France with as much-s» 
pidity as did the manufacture of automo­
biles in the infancy of the land machine, 
and now there are in France a number 
of well equipped aeroplane factories, turn­
ing out machines to their full capacity.

A little over a year ago there were less 
than 100 aeroplanes in all Europe, print 
cipally in France, but statistics of con­
structors show that since the first cross 
channel flight, Blériot has built 250 dupli­
cates of the monoplane with which 1m 
crossed from Calais to Dover, and Fais 
man has manufactured at his works over 
a hundred biplanes. Other types bring the 
French production up to about 800, which 
have sold for something over $2,500,000

The small Blériot sold at first for $2,000, 
but after its success in crossing the chan­
nel the price was raised and the latest 
type now cost from $3100 to $5,100. Tha 
catalogue prices of other important makes 
are: For the Farman $5600, for the Voi­
sin $4600. for the Antoinette, $5,000 for 
the Wright, which is manufactured here 
under an arrangement with the inventor, 
$5.000; and for the Sommer machine $5.- 
000.
