The late Samuel Morley was the young-
est of these and was born in 1809. By
that time the fimm had an established
reputation, and the Morleys were con-
spicuous figures in ILondon Nonconform-
ity.

In fullness of time, Samuel Morley be-
came the head of the firm, and in 1841
married Miss Rebecca Hope, daughter of
a Liverpool banker, who brought him a
considerable increase of fortune.
