E&WASHINGTON, Dec. 29—Astrono­
mers are now Journeying thousands of 
miles to be prepared for a three-minute 
eclipse of a total eclipse of t'.ie sun in 
Sumatra at 2.25 the afternoon of Jan- 

^ uary It, says a statement of American 
^"S'ature Association issued here today.

Americans will miss the eclipse, but 
the January skies wUl Be (tiled with 
recompenses for the star gazers, the 
Association points out. On January 2, 
for example, Venus wiU he at her best 
end may even be seen by daylight with 
the naked eye.

Two expeditions from the United 
States will attempt to make observa­
tions of this eclipse. One of these is 
from the United States Naval Observa­
tory and includes Prof. Peters and 
Prof. Littcil, who observed the eclipse 
last January from the Sproul Observa­
tory of the Swarthmore College. The 
town of Benkolen near which most of 
the scientific observers will be located, 
lies in the middle of the path.
