Winnipeg, Man., July 14.—For the 

first time in the history of the Orange 
Order, the Imperial Grand Orange 
Council of the World will hold its ses­
sions this year west of the Great Lakes 
opening in Winnipeg, Friday, July 
Nearly every section of the British 
Empire will be represented by dele­
gates, who have traveled from far­
away Australia and New Zealand, Eng­
land, Scotland Ireland and South 
Africa.

On five previous occasions the im­
perial Council has met on this contin­
ent, each time in Canada, with the ex­
ception of the 1900 convention held in 
New York.

“I would ask the nurse assigned to 
the case how she would handle it. The 
nurse, thinking I was merely testing 
her knowledge, would go into details.

I had watch­
ed surgeons work in the operating 
room and I saw the procedure was al­

If rain does not fall soon, crop ex­

perts Say that great damage is likely 
to result. Dry conditions are pretty 
general to the whole country. Here 
In New England, where there has not 
been any general rainfall since before 
the Fourth of July, less harm has re­
sulted than in many sections, because 
the dryness is mostly of the surface, 
and the deep rooted crops have not yet 
suffered much.

The present excellent drying wea­
ther, which is putting the haying ahead 
will soon cause evaporation of the soil 
moisture to a considerable depth, and 
according to Dr. Arthur W. Gilbert, 
state commissioner of agriculture, po­
tatoes will be affected. The critical 
time for them is now coming on. The 
period for the tubers to “set” is from 
mid-July to mid-August. If there is 
not enough moisture then they will 
not set, and if it is excessively wet 
they are likely to rot in the ground.

The potato acreage in Maine, the 
chief potato growing state bf New 
England, has fallen off this year about 
8 per cent, from last year, when it 
totalled 135,000 acres.
