Weaver was on 
the ground at the time and rushed to the 
door. His body was found half in the 
doorway and he was gasping slightly 
when assistance arrived, but difcd almost 
immediately.
Weaver’s fellow workmen, had 
out of the door before the dead man and 
had also received a severe shock, which 
rendered him unconscious, but he was 
later revived. This fact led the witness 
to believe that Weaver’s heart was weak 
and that this condition led to his death.
