The space not occupied by
baggage, freight and barking d.og_s was
filled with passengers,  the” majority of
whom were bound for the Yukon gold
fields. Several boarded the steamer
here, among them being a party of
French Canadians who arrived here
from Quebec a few days ago. The re-
markable exodus to Alaska has’ created
a boom in passenger traffic, and Seattle
scalpers areplyinga lucrati? business.
They invade the ticket offices and under
fictitious names buy. a large number of
tickets for Alaska. When the time of
sailing arrives the agents are f_orced to
confess that the accommodation has
been sold out. Then the scalper ap-
pears and the enthusiastic prospector is
always willing to pay .bim a prenfium
for a ticket. It is said that many of the
tickets sold for steamers sailing during
the mext two months have been secured
by scalpers. * s

As the first of March, the date when
T. P. Whitelaw, the wrecker, promised
to be here to begin the work of remov-
ing the San Pedro, has come and gone
and he is not here and has not sent
word as to when he intends coming,
Collector of Customs Milne wrote to him
to-day asking when he intended begin-
ping operations. Whitelaw sent some
of his appliances here about a month
ago and they have lain at the wharf
ever since. It is reported that he is
having trouble with some of his work-
men at San Francisce, one of whom is
suing him for wages, not a large sum,
however, and has libelled the steamer
Whitelaw in consequence.

The steamship Aorangi, which' is to
Tun in conmectiqn with the Miowera and
Warrimoo, of the Canadian-Amnstralian
line between Victoria and the Antipodes;
was scheduled to sail from Londomn to-
day. The steamer will call at Teneriffe,
Cape Town, Melbourne and Sydney, at
the last mentioned port taking her. place
in the regular service, sailing from ‘there
on May 10th, via Awuckland, Suva and
Honol1lu, and arriving here during the
first week in June. The Aorangi is a
fine bark-rigged ship of over 4,000 tons
register. She was built at Glasgow in
1884, but since has been thoroughly
overhauled and, equipped with engines of
5,000 horse power.

Messrs. R. P. Rithet & Co., local
agents for the Pacific Coast Steamship
Co., received a telegram from the Seat-
tle agent which stated that all berths
on the Mexico had been taken for her
trip to Alaska, sailing Mareh 25. The
telegram stated further that intending
passengers chould secure a place on the
floors as early as possible, as the rush
to Alaska is unprecedented.

THE CIVIC ESTIMATES
Passed at T.ast Evenineg’s
the City Couneil.

The civic estimates of expenditure for
1897 were passed by the city council
last evening. The slight decrease in the
salaries as compared with last year’s
estimate is accoumnted for by the fact
that last year ‘the salaries were not ra
‘duced until late in the year. The cem-
etery keeper’s salary has, however, been
reduced from $065 to $60, while the as-
sistant assessor's has been increased
from $65 to $70. An assistant at §13
per month has been provided for the
home for the aged and infirm. The sev-
enteen constables on the police force are
given a umiform salary of $65.50. The
iscellaneous acceunt is reduced by $5,-
000, that amount having been expended
on Point Elliee bridge last year. For
tand concerts $500 was voted. $1,500 for
the agricultural buildings and grounds,
£1,000 in aid of the Agricultural Society
and $250 for the consolidation of the
by-laws.

Five of them, mnamely, Fred Rogers,
MecLean; Barlow, W. H..  Clarke and,
John “An<Mathews, contraeted pneu-
monia, " afd - were left! in - the wayside
inn afong the Cariboo 'read. A fele- |
_gram frof’ Quesnelle | announced that
Mathews’ illness proved fatal and that
he was huried there by the Masonic
order on~ Smnday last. - ..

John A. Mathews was oneé of the best
known miners on. the coast, A native
of Whitby, Ont., bhe went. to Alabama
several ‘years ago aund associated him-
self with Capt. J. C. Anderson in iron
works in that state. Some eight or
nine years. ago he came with Captain
Anderson to the cbast. and worked -on
the C. P. R. He was a machinist and
engineer of ability. and he socouninvent-
ed and constructed a dredger for taking
gold from the bed of the Fraser river.
He was unsueccessful, ‘bowever, in se-
curing the necessary capital to operate
the dredger: and be then went with
(Captain Anderson to the west coast of
“Vancouver Island. where they devel-
oned 'some promising mining properties.
Mr. Mathews bad an _inclination for
placer. mining ‘and ‘wast therefore easily
induced to. join Capt Black’s party. Hel
was ill onlr a few davs. Decensed was
about 43 wyears of age and single.  He
was » member of Whitby lodge, A.F. &
A, M. .

As far sas can be ascertained the
others of the partv.who have contracted
pneumonia are not damgerously ill. Cap-
tnin Black aud the remaining portion of
hiz party left Quesnelle for Omineca on
Thursday last.

LLAW INTELLIGENCE.

Mr. Justice Drake this morning hand-
ed down hie judgment refusing an order
to prevent Judge Forin, of Nelson,
hearing * the information laid by G. O.
Buchanan, of Kaslo, against Police Ma-
gistrate Chipman, of Kaslo. The facts
were fully stated in the Times of Mon-
day last, and they also appear in the
judgnient, which is g follows:

Mr. Cassidy applies for a writ of pro-
hibitjon to prevent His Honor Judge
Forin, wh3 is also a stipendiary magis-
trate, from further adjudicating on the
above information.

The fae¢ts alleged are that Chipman
committed a breach of by-law of Kaslo,
No. 15. He is the police magistrate and
city clerk of Kaslo.

One Stone, -a justice of the peace for
the district of West Kootenay, residing
at Kaslo, on the information of Buchan-
an, granted a® summons returnable at
Nelson against Chipman, and on the re-
turn of the summons sundry objections
were taken to the jurisdiction. 1st. That
the summons could net issue in conse-
quence of sections 204 and 212 of tHe
Municipal Clauses Act. 2nd. That the
offence being punishabhle by a fine the
information should be'laid by an official
| of the eity.. 3rd. That the -adjudica-
| tion being for a breach of a’city by-law
should take place in the ecity.

By section 81 of the Municipal Clauses
Act fines imposed by the by-laws may
be recovered by summary conviction be-
fore any justice of the peace having
jurisdiction in the mumicipality, and no
justice is to be disqualified by the fact
the fine goes to the munmicipality or that
the adjudicating justice is 'a ratepayer or
member of the'eouncil.

Section 212 enacts that no justice of
the peace shall act in-any <¢ase for a
city where there-is a police magistrate,
except in case of illness, or ‘absence, or
at the request of the police  magistrate.
In this case -mome of “theése exceptions
are stated to have avisemy but the com-
plaint is not for or on behalf ‘af the eéity,
but on behalf of a private person.

The act authorizes the ‘enforcement -of
by-laws by a justice of The peace; the
police magistrate: cannot act ‘or appoint
a’ tribunal becauwse he is the offender
whose conduct has to be inquired into.
In my opinion section 212 does not ap-
ply to the circumstances of the present
case.

The summons by Mr. Stone, I think,
was rightly granted. The place of trial
should be within the district- where the
offence was committed. and it must be
within the territorial jurisdiction of the
‘magistrate. 'Why the trial did not take
placé at Kaslo is not explained.” In
summary cases when the hearing is fix-
ed at some place distant from the resi=
dence of the defendant it mighi result
in a denial of justice, bat if there is a
jurisdiction in the justice who tries the
case thig court will not interfere by pro-
F hibition.

Thé second ground of dbjection, ‘that
the offence was created by a by-law of
the municipal counail of Kaﬂf, and
therefore must be enforced by the cor-
poration or some officer, is nof a'valid
objection under section S, which' gives
a justice power to hear ‘a ' complaint
against a breach of a by-law; there is
nothing to limit this power to' an infor-
mation laid by or on behalf of the city.

It has to be remembered that' tha
writ of prohobition is a’ discretionary
writ only and will ot be granted ‘un-
less 'there is ‘g clear failure of jurisdic-
tion. *. I .am not prepgred tB say that

Arrangement Effected Between Atlantic
" 'and Pacific Coast Companies. »

San Francisco, March 17.—The pow-
der war d4s over. An arrangement has

| been effected between the Atlantic and

Pacific ‘coast companies, and ‘'the latter
will sign their agreement to-day if the
programime fig carried out.

One
covers thé nentral belt, and is between
the manufacturers of powder in the East
and those ‘of . California.” This territory
covers New Mexico, Colorado, Montana,
Utah and Wyoming. It is open o both

ptices from 1 cent to 135 cents on both
black ‘powder and high explosives. That
there ‘may be no’underselling,. each has
the right, through auditors, to examine
the other’s books to ascertain prices and
points of shirmeat. One will have a
direct bearigg upon the other, as the
former will depend in a large measure
on location and freight.

THE IVORY TRIAL FIZZLE."

The Tageblatt, Berlin, thinks the Eng-
lish police have been guilty of unwar-
rantable sensationalism - in their arrest
of the Irish “dynamiters,” whose trial
has ended in a fizzle by the release of
Ivory. =~ The paper says:

“Truly the ways of English justice
are fearful and wonderful, and the
story of the Irish ‘dynamiter’ proves it.
While the Czar ‘was journeying in Secot-
land the ‘careful’ English police discov-
ered a frightful plot. = Irish revolution-
ists and Russian nihilists were = com-
bined in.one grand organization to de-
stroy the autocrat of Russia and ghe op-
pressors of Ireland. All Europe was._in
a fever of excitement, and _the able
gecret police of England was praised to
the skies. Dvnamite was discovered
in a bouse at Antwerp, and the redoubt-
able No. 1 was arrested. Like other
fool mewsnapers we dished up these
horrible tales o our readers, and a
pretty penny was spent for telegrams
relatine to, thiz affair. The public want
something borrible if it is #o he got, and
here we hiad o, mos<t delightful chdhce
to gratify this. longing.

“And now the whele thing turns out
to_be a hoax, manufactured by the Brit-
ish secret police at Scotland Yard. Ty-
nan, the supposed No. 1, had to be. re-
leased by the French government be-
cause there was really npothing -that
warranted his' extradition to England.
Kearney and Haines, arrested .in Am-
sterdam to please England, were re-
leased beeause Ewngland did not even
demand their extradition. Bell, alias
Ivory, was arrested in Glasgow, kept in
jail for four months. and released be-
cause bhis accuser, Jones, did not” ap-
pear. The whole business had been in-
vented, We are centailly ‘pot inclined
“to defend dypamiters of amy courtry,
but we think Beli-Ivory was entitled to
some recompense. ‘All he got, however,
was that the judge advised him to keep
clear of bad compmanv—rather poor com-
fort for a man who has been imprisoned
four months for nothing.”

The editor, nevertheless, acknow-
ledges that the English “public does not
side with the secret police, and expects
that Scotland Yard will be held respon-
sible—Transkated for the Literary Di-
gest.

GREEK AND TURKISH FLEETS.

Greece has five vessels classed as ar--
mor-clads, ‘as  follows: The -Georgios,
1,770 ‘tons, launched in 1868, two 8%
inch gums and four 3inch preech Joad-
ers; the Olga, 2,030 tons, launched in
1869, six 6% inch guns and four rapid
fire ggns; the Spezia, 4,880 tens, launch-
ed in 1869, three 103 and five 6 inch
guns; the Hydra, 4,880 tons, launched
in 1869, three 10% inch and five 6 inch
