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MISSIONARIES IN
CITY FROM ALERT BAY

Indian Children Who Never Saw City
Life—Progress of Church Work
Among Natives.

Miss Rebe Loxton Edwards, matron
of the Girls’ Missionary Home, at Alert
Bay, and Miss L. F. Humphries, an-
other Church of England  missionary
from the same place, accompanied by
Miss M. Woollicott, and in charge of a
couple of little Indian girls who never
knew what the light of civilization was
apart from what they saw and were
taught within their own narrow confines
at home, form an interesting party of
northern visitors who are now in the
city quartered at the Dominion,

The party are here to spend a couple
of weeks, during which time the little
girls will be allowed to revel to their
hearts’ content in the many things so
entirely new to them. The little girls
are about ten and eleven, and, for native
children, are exceptionally bright. To
them nearly all kinds of conveyances
have a special interest, the street car
is a huge curiosity, while the automobile
has a marvellous interest, not to speak
of the various bicycles, locomotives, ete.
In fact the world to the children is one
of unceasing wonder.

The missionary work at Alert Bay is
accomplishing a great deal of good
among the Indians, but during the past
winter it has had influences of a most
abstracting character to contend against,
for the season has beeh one almost of
unremitting potlatching. A week prior
to the arrival of the party mentioned,
the Indians 'had just finished what is
known as “the grease potlateh,” so
named from the vast amount of fish oil
and fat consumed. Upwards of one
thousand natives participated in this
celebration, and greatly to the detriment
of cannery interests, Indians remained
at this function when they should have
been employed elsewhere. Indeed ecan-
nerymen had to await the pleasure of the
Indians, as they could not be induced to
break away from their potlatch until it
was over.

Miss Edwards says that the uncivilized
Indian does not want to see his children
educated, for when the child grows up
he generally breaks away from old asso-
ciations, and does not pursue the primi-
tive customs of his ancestry. But while
this is the case with boys it is a still
more difficult matter with the girls. On
these the parents always retain a more
firm hold. - Even after marriage some-
times, the parents exert certain powers,
and a girl who has been sold is often
taken away from her buyer and resold
for a larger sum.

Speaking of her knowledge of the In-*

dians, Miss Edwards says that no
amount of eloquence in the way of ora-
tory ever makes an impression on an In-
dian. Only actions appeal to him. Hence
a man who is deft of hand is more ad-
mired than he who is possessed of the
greatest literary talents,

Miss Edwards is a most interesting
conversationalist, and has devoted cou-
siderable attention to literary work, be-
ing now in the act of compiling a boox
oa Indian legends.

RAIDED A TOWN.

Daring Attempt to Sack Rosario by Big
Force of Ladrones,

Recent mail advices by steamer from
the Orient tell of a most. daring
slaught by armed ladrones on the town
of Rosario in the Cavite province, Phil-
ippine islands, on the 4th of last month.
The raid netted the raiders fully 25,000
pesos, ten or twelve horses, and a large
quantity of goods that were carried
away bodily from stores and markets
that were broken open. The robbers
worked without interruption for four
hours and then, alarmed at the approact
of an American, who, with a couple of
companions, opened fire with a shotgun
and revolvers, fled from the town. The
raiders- entered the town about 11
o’clock. Ten or twelve of them had
rifles, while about half of them seemed
to liave revolvers. The others were
armed with knives, boloes and clubs.
They first disarmed the municipal police,
taking their revolvers from them and
thus augmenting their arms. They then
stationed patrols in the streets and out-
posts in the suburbs to prevent surprise,
and began work. They went from house
to house and store to store, forcing their
way in and demanding money and pro-
perty under threat of death. The stores
and markets suffered most, although
nearly every householder was ‘‘stood
up.” In sacking the stores’and markets
great damage was done to property, for
in every place there was an anxious
quest for money, and goods were thrown
down and fixtures destroyed. The band-
its paid three visits to the house of the
American school teacher, and threatened
him with force if he did not reveal the
hiding place of his money. As a matter
of fact they got everything he had on
their first visit, and it is probable that
he would have been tortured if the
thieves had not become alarmed.

A Pekin dispateh says: “The Russian
authorities have refused to transfer the
administration of Yinkow to '‘China un-
less the medical inspection be entrusted
to Russia. The real motive of Russia’s
desire to take charge of the medical
inspection is to monopolize the Yinkow
trade, by placing a restraint on foreign
trade through an abusive exercise of
authority.”

In reference to the recurrence of the
plague in Yokohama, the Yokohama
.municipal aldermen’s council has decid-
ed to destroy by fire six houses in To-
becho and another 26 houses in Nishi-
tobe, it having been found that the na-
ture of these buildings does not admit of
a thorough disinfection beipg effected.
The destruction will probably be carried
out in the course of a few days.

A Tientsin special reports that Russia
has a scheme for conducting great
manoeuvres in Lianyang shortly and
about 7,000 troops are being concen-
trated in that province, It is reported
that Russia also contemplates holding
manoeuvres in Harbin. This is certain-
ly a demonstration in connection with the
Manchuria problem.

A batch of eight Japanese girls and a
man were charged at Hongkong recent-
Iy, at the instance of Capt. ¥. L. Pyne,
of *he N. Y. K. steamer Kinshiu Maru,
with stowing themselves away on board
the ship while on a voyage from Moji,
with intent to defraud the owners. The
stowaways were discovered in the hold
the day after the ship’s departure from
Moji. On being questioned through an
interpreter, the women agreed to return
to Japan, but the man refused.

TO DESTROY CUTWORMS.

Deputy Minister of Agriculture Gives
Timely Warning on Subject.

Reports having reached the depart-
ment of agriculture of the observation
of an increased number of the moth
(Peridroma Saucia) of the cutworm,
which did much injury to the crops in
1901, the deputy minister of agriculture
is of opinion that although there is noth-
ing of an alarming character in the re-
ports so far received it nevertheless is
expedient that measures should be taken
to prevent as far as possible a recur-
rence of the plague. To this end he re-
commends that the following remedy
which has proved so effective in the past
be adopted so that not only the cutworms
mentioned above, but all other cutworms
(and their name is legion), may be de-
stroyed:

“Thoroughly mix together in a dry
state 50 pounds of bran and 1 pound of
Paris green, then add -water a little
sweetened with sugar until the whole is
thoroughly wet, but not sloppy.”

Dr. Fletcher says: “I find that the
best way to prepare this is to wet the
bran with water sligntly sweetened,
then dry this by mixing in more bran
until the whole is apparently dry again,
but, as a matter of fact, there will be
sufficient imperceptible moisture to make
the poison adhere.”

Place a small quantity of this mixture
along the rows or at the base of the
plants likely to be attacked. It takes
about 10 pounds to an acre of potatoes
as ordinarily planted. The above is
taken from bulletin No. 9, which was
published in 1901, copies of which may
be had on application to the department
of agriculture, Victoria.

To avoid disappointment, make sure
that pure Paris green is used, not green
coloring such as is often sold as Paris
green. It should be obtained from reli-
able chemists or druggists who can guar-
antee its purity.

EXTENSION STRIKE
15 DECLARED Orf

THE MINERS RESUMED
WORK THIS MORNING

Colliery Company Will Give Employment
to About Five Hundred Men
at Present,

The strike at the Extension mines has
now been settled, and work has com-
menced. The proposal made by Jas.
Dunsmuir in answer to the request of
the miners wias considered on Thursday,
and a warm discussion ensued. The con-
ditions are practically the same as those
in force at the time the mine closed. By
a vote of 168 to 117 it was decided in
favor of accepting the terms offered, and
Mr. Dunsmuir was accordingly com-
municated with.

With the exception of the section who
have all along contended for fighting to
the end all classes. are without doubt
highly pleased to begin work again after
four months’ idleness.

This morning the first train left Lady-
smith with about one hundred and fifty
miners on board. These will do the ne-
cessary work preparatory to beginning
the actual mining operations. The forced
will be increased as rapidly as possible.
As quickly as the places are got in shape
men will be put to work so that before
very many days Mr. Dunsmuir expects
to have at least 500 men working.

Any further increase in the number of
miners will depend altogether upon the
demand for coal. The long cessation of
mining operations has had the effect of
cutting off the market, and it is, there-
fore, a matter of some little time per-
haps before this is regained. The
superior quality of the Vancouver
Island ceal over that mined in the United
States will work advantageously in re-
eovering the market.

The mines at Extension will
with two shifts a day.

The settlement of the difficulty at
Ladysmith will undoubtedly lead to an
adjustment of the troubles at Cumber-
land also, where the strike was taken
only im sympathy with the workers at
Ladysmith.

A Nanaimo dispatch to-day says:

“Last night's decision was hastened
by the fact that a number of Chinese
had been put in No. 1 mine, and that a
second shift was to be put on to-day in
the event of no settlement being reach-
ed, and also by the fact that Represen-
tative Moor when asked what the Feder-
ation would do in the way of financial
support could only advise an appeal to
Vancouver and other unions,

“The 20 per cent. increase asked for
by the Nanaimo miners while on strike
last February, which was held over till
July 1st for settlement, has been satis-
factorily adjusted, and assurances given
that work will be continued uninterrupt-
edly here for some time. It is under-
stood that the men have decided not to
press their demand.”

At Nanaimo preparations are being
made to pump out Harewood mine,
which has been closed down since the
New Vancouver Coal Company ceased
operations there last year. In an inter-
view President Howard, of the Western
Fuel Company, said that when the old
company stopped work faults had been
reached. These faults were: within a
short distance of bore holes which indi-
cated coal. The mine, however, was a
complete mine, as it had not been dis-
mantled and the equipment, was all
there. They proposed to pump it out
and drive through the faults to the coal,
which would at first be worked expen-
mentally. If they found they could pro-
duce it at a profit operations would be
continued. If not the mine was to be
closed down fimally and everything in the
way of machinery taken out. Discussing
the state of the coal market, President
Howard said he thought the corner had
been turned in fighting fuel oil. The lat-
ter had nearly, he was of the opinion,
reached the limit of its field. Had it
been employed at sea as universally as
on land it would have been crippling to
the coal industry, but while those who
had resorted to the use of oil would cer-
tainly not resort to coal, it was not likely
that there would be many more substitu-
tions of oil for coal where the new fuel
had not as yet been tried. The value of
oil, too, was rising, and this improved,
although very slightly, the position of
the coal market,
