Pacific Record More - Satisfactory Than
That of Atlantic During Past Year,

A Montreal dispatch says: “Arthur W.
Piers, general manager of the (. P. R.
steamship lines, speaking of the result of
the past season’s business, said:

** ‘At the close of the present season, the
first ‘during which the Canadian Facitic

) railway - has operated steamship lines on

both the Pacific and Atlantic, 1 would say
that both fleets here had a satisfactory
year. Perhaps that on the Pacific, owing
to favorable conditions, was more satisfac-
tory than that on the Atlantic. During
the year the stcamers have handled the
greater portion of the tea and silk trades.
‘While right along there was a good deal of
competition, freight rates were not A&af-
fected to anything like the same extent as
they were on the Atlantic. This naturally
tended to allow a better showing being
made, but then the conditions on the Paci-
fic are such as will not permit of a direct
comparison with conditions on the Atlantie,
* *Regarding our Atlantic trade, we have
not been complaining. The entire fleet
carried a much greater amount of tonnage
than ‘they ever did when controlled by the
Hider-Dempster Company. Besides, tnis
line made new records for cattle shipments,
and prices for these up to near the end of
navigation were fair. Our passenger busi-
ness was heavy, and showed excellent re-
turns. It must be mentioned that the
business on this line was affected to a
certain extent by the strike that occurred
at the opening of the season, and the fact
that new large sheds had to be constructed.
Now that nearly all the preliminary work
has been attended to, the showing that
the fleet should make next year should be
much ahea@t of this year's. The increased
tonnage was undoubtedly due to the steam-
ship line counnection with the railway.’”

RECEIVES QUIETUS

& W. Wilson for six mionths on- trial.”

CORNER’S INQUEST.

Jury Call Attention to the Need of
Effectually Covering Holes.

The inquest into the circumstances con-
nected with the death of John Kentfield
was held on Saturday -afternoon. “The
coroner’s jury brought in a wverdict that
the boy had come to his death in an ae-
cidental manner by falling. into a hole
dug for a telephone pole. It was also
added to the verdict that inithe opinien
of the jury the holes, in one of which the
boy had come to his}death, were not
properly covered, and recommended that
these'should be covered by pieces of tim-
ber not less than ten inches thick, twelve
inches wide end eight feet long.

The evidence went to show that the
boy had been sent to Saunders’s grocery
about 2.15 in the afternoon of Thursday.
Upon his not returning his. stepmother
became alarmed, and a search was made
about 5.30 for the boy. The father of
the boy had searched all night for the
missing lad, and only on the following
morning had he found the boy’s body in
the hole. the feet sticking out.

Dr. Fraser = had performed a post-
mortem examination. The hole was five
feet three and a half inches deep, twenty-
six inches across, and had three feet and
one and a half inches of water in it.
There were ten other holes in the neigh-
borhood, all covered, but not very well.
A child could fall threugh into some of
them.

Employees of the Telephone Company
testified that they had covered the holes,
including this one, when they were c¢m-
pleted.

The jury brought in a verdict as given
above.

across the bow. One old native landed
0 fish one morning, his canoe being
loaded down, He did not have any rod
or reel, an outfit which he looks on with
contempt. These fish are sometimes
confounded with the cohoes, on account
of them taking the spoon. But seeing
both together the difference is apparent.

t The silver side hds a very bright skeen

of the scales. It is also deeper on the
sides. The ‘flesh is redder and it has no
spots on the tail like the cohoe.

Early in the season two natives left
their ranch one morning about 4 o’clock
(their usual. time in the summer)
to fish halibut. Off Entrance island they
ran into a shoal of silver salmon. One
of the natives having a spoon bait stop-
ped and trolled for salmon, while the
other went on for the halibut, about four
miles off shore.  The one remaining
canght 42 salmon and his companion 21
halibut, and they were both back in there
houses by .2 o’clock in the afternoon.
This being the first-catch of salmon all
turned out next morning and caught
from 10 to 40 to the canoe.

'R. IRVINE FOUND DEAD
IN THE BURNES BLOCK

]

A Young Buy Loses His Life by Falﬂng
Into a Post Hole in Victoria
West.

Two fatalities occurred . Thursday
afternoon. Robt, Irvine was found dead
at the foot of the stairs in the Burnes
hcuse, presumably through injuries re-
ceived as a result of a fall from the first
story to the ground floor, and John Kent-
field, an 11-year-old boy, fell into a hole
evidently dug for a telephone or tele-
graph post on Esquimalt streef, and was
unable to lift himself out. There was
about three feet of rain water at the bet-
tom, and ‘he was found this morning ‘st
about 9 o’clock by his father quite dead.
Death had resulted from drowning, - his
Iread having been immersad in the water,

Little is known of the circumstances
surrounding the death of Robt. Irvine.
Yesterday afternoon at 2 o’clock he was
in good health, having called at Good-
acre’s store, Government street, where
he was employed whenever an extra
‘hand was required. From here ‘it ap-
pears he went to the Burnes house, where
he and Mrs. Irvine roomed. and went
bed. The next that was heard of him
was at about 3.40 o’clock when he was
seen to come from his room evidently
with the intention of leaving the house.
At about 4 o'clock Mrs. J. Sterling, the
proprietress, noticed him lying at the
foot of the stairease, She did not think
it was anything unusual, and called for
help to tarry him to his room. In at-
tempting to lift him it was noticed that
he appeared very ill. Dr. Hart was,
therefore, immediately summoned. Upem

man dead, and
morgue.

‘Whether Irvine fell over the banis-
ters to the bottom floor or died frome
natural causes is as ‘yet a matter. for
conjecture. Those who were in the house
at the time claim that there was ne
noise as would be made by a man falling
from the stairs. His position yhen
found, however, leads to the belief that
it was a fall which caused death. This,
however, will be decided at the inquest,
which is being held this afternoon.

Deceased was about 32 years of age.
He leaves a widow and child to mourm
*his loss, and has also living in Victorie
two brothers and six sisters. His mother
also resides here. The funeral.is arranged
to take place on Sunday afternoon at
2.30 o’clock from the parlors of the B. C.

Found Drowned.

The boy, Jehn Kentfield, was sent

The hole into which he
fell is about 20 feet from the sidewalk
and 100 yards from Esquimalt road. ¥t
was just wide enough to admit him, and
once in he apparently was unable to do
anything to save himself. When found
his hands were at his side,
