Some months ago we directed alteution 
to the fact that the old Tabusintac Gully 
had become almost useless owing to the 
action of the tide having forced 
passage through the beach some two miles 
away and made a new and much "better 
Gaily in which there is 
eight feet of water at low tide. The old 
Gully was a difficult one to enter, while 
the new one is the reverse, the passage 
leading square off from the shore. The 
beacons on the old Gully, which is report­
ed to be filling up,are misleading,as owing 
to the channel being shoaler than before 
and having shifted, they serve only to 
boats and vessels ashore instead of being 

guide to them. It is to be hoped that 
the Government will pay immediate atten­
tion to the matter and cause the beacon 
to be moved from the old to the new Gully 
and a Lighthouse to be erected on the 
Gully.
