Siegrist, it was learned, has been
practicing the double back somersault
for some time, but never made a com-
piete success of the feat. He used a
net to land on, and not until a couple
of days ago was he able to make the
two complete turns and land on his
et .

£iage at Kansas City Convention Hall,
he announced to other performers that
he was going to turn the double back-
spring, before the audience. The other
gymnasts were just as much interest- |
ed_in, his act as was the audience.
Siegrist went through the rest of his
act without innovatioris, and at the
end, while-the ‘applavse for another
feai was . still. sounding through the
. houge, he walked to the centre of the
stage, and after a second’s wait to get
liis  balance, suddenly threw himself
backward and made the double turn
before his feet touched the floor again.
When Mr. BEugene J. Giannini, ath-
wetic. dirsctor of the New York Ath-
leti¢ Club, who was himself one of the
foremost amateur tumblers in his day,

was_told of the double somersault of
Blegrist, he said: "
*1f this man can really perform that
feat with any degree of surety he is
indeed a marvel in the acrobatic world.
To my knowledge there has never been
¢ny one who could do it to a certainty. :
‘We once had a professional acrobat as |
instruetor in the gymnasium here who |
- could make it once in a.great many at-
tempts, but even then he just managed
to- get his-feet under him when he was
ready to land. He never tried it with-
out 'a couple of assistants hoiding the
mat off the ground to ' prevent his
breaking his neck in case he failed to |
get his head far enough around.”
