He was
born in Montreal Dec. 2, 1861, and was
educated at the high school there,
graduating in 1380 with the Murray
medal for proficiency and the governor
general’s medal for literature and his-
tory. He matriculated in McGill Uni-
versity in 1800, graduating B. A., 1885,
with first class honors in English liter-
ature and history, and the Shakespears
gold medal. Mr, Colquhoun joined the
Montreal Herald Star éditorial staff in
1881, becoming editor of the Weekly
Star, '1883. " He was also editor of the
McGill University Gazette. In 1886 he
was appointed editor of the Ottawa
Journal, dnd remained with the paper
till December, 1887, when he was called
to Toronto as assistant editor of the
Empire, and became chief editorial
writer of that paper, then the prineipal
organ of the conservative party in the
province of Ontario, in 1891. He edited
“Memolr of Benator Gowan, C. M. G,”
1894. He was appointed editor of Pvlng—
er and Publisher and the Dry Goods
Review in 1895. He was chairman of
the press committee of the British As-
sociation meeting held in Toronto in
1897, and organized the McGill Gradu-
ates’ Society in Toronto in 1805. He
has advocated in magazine and news-
par articles the cause of imperial unity.

Out in Force Tuesday at the Tariff Enquirj--i
Groater Gonsideration Should Be Given

Agricultural

OTTAWA, Feb., 8—The ministerial
tariff committes put in a busy day.
Mr, Metcalfe, representing the Inter-

national Harvester Co., advocated uni-
form duties on all classes of imple-
ments, articles entering into their con-
struction to be admitted free, He
thought cream separators should be
dutiable. ,

Robert Hobson, on behalf of the!
Hamiiton Iron & Steel Co., wanted a |
bounty of $2.50 per net ton on pig iron
to June 30th, 1909, and an increased |
duty on pig from two to three dollars. |

A. O. Hurst, manufacturer of play-
ing cards, asked for a specific duty of |
4 cents per pack on English made cards
and 8 cents on foreign made.

J. G. Hayden, of Cobourg, wanted
increased protection for cocoa miatting.

A deputation of paint manufacturers
asked for a specific duty on linseed 'oil,
raw and boiled. One of the delegates
was Livingstone, ex-M. P., who sald as
2 liberal he was not a high protection-
ist, but he added we must have some
protection,

An important memorial was present-
ed by C. C. Ballantyne, president, on
behalf of the Cunadian Manufag¢turers’
Assoclation. . It said they spoke for a
membership of nearly 2,000, représent-
ing as many factories throughout the
Dominion and invested capital exceed-
ing 400 million dollars,

Thir memorial stated that conditions
existing in the Canadian manufactur-
ing industry at the present time were
number of iIndustries were suffering
uniequal competition from foreign man-
ufacturers, some not making headway
in the new lines of manufacturing,
while -others were depressed pwing to
competition with British firms under
preferential  tariff; but génerally
speaking, Canadian . industries were
thriving and expanding. The associa-
tion called attention to the increasing
amount of Canada's importations, In
1895, the wvalue of importations was
$105,000,090; im 1905 this had grown to
$262,000,000.

The same period, exorts increased
from $114,000,000 to -$308,000,000. These
figures were explained in part by Can-
ada’s proximity to the States, whose
manufacturers compete with Cana-
dians  on unequal terms, and from
whose great consuming markets Can-
adians are practically shut out. The
memorialists stated that they wished
always to be on friendly terms with
the States, but they objected to the un-
fairness of these one-sided trade rela-
tions, not only on behalf of manufac-
turers, but also on behalf of farmers,
workingmen and every other class of
producer. Unquestionably the me-
morial continued, publie opinion in
Canada today, firrespective of politics,
demands a policy which will defend us
from foreign competition, and at the
same time encourage growth and ex-
pansion of industries within our bor-
ders.

Recognizing that agriculture is the
first and most important of all Can-
Adlan industries, the association urged
that most careful consideration should
be given to the great agricultural in-
terests of the ‘dominion. In this con-
nection it was pointed out that some of
the most urgent requests for increased
protection had come from deputations
of farmers. The home market for farm
products was of immense value, and
those farmers who had appeared be-
fore the commission to ask for higher
protection were speaking more truly in
the interest of the farming community
as a whole than were those who asked
for the abolition or reduction of duties
on both farm products and manufac-
tured goods. Instances were given to
show that while under the protective
policy adopted in 1879 the farmer gets
more for what he sells, he pays less
for what he buys. Proceeding, the
memorial pointed out that im any re-
adjustment of the tariff the interests
of the farmer should be protected
equally with those of all other indus-
tries. The policy of the government
‘should be to increase the number of

Inferests,

' existed against all foreign- countries.

‘While not favoring any diserimination
against the United States as compared
with other foreign countries, yet the
proximity of the great republic with:
its gigantic combinations, its ecapital,
its keen business men and its con-
stant surplus production subjected the
manufacturers of the @ominion to a
competition which unless properly
safeguarded meant certain ruin,
Proceeding ' the association said, we
desire reasonable competition with in-
dustries of QGreat Britain and other
portions of the empire, that {s we de-
sire a tariff against the countries which
will equalize for the Canadian manu-
facturer disadvantages under which
he works in the higher cost of labor,
capital, machinery, ete, a tariff which
will enable him to at least compete
on ‘equal terms in his home market
with the manufacturers of Britain.
We favor the offer of a substantial pre-
ference to other portions of the empire,
but are strongly opposed to any policy
which will prevent or limit the de-
velopment of our own resources,

. With regard to the proposed policy
of a maximum, minimum and preferen-
tial tariff, we have only to say that so
long as it encourages Canadian enter-
prise to make everything we can at
home, and buy our surplus require-
ments far as possible from British
sources, we believe it to be in the best
interests of the Canadian people, If,
however, such a policy should ulti-
mately result in extending the mini-
mum tariff to the United States, we
are absolutely opposed to it. Pro-
ceeding, the memorial said that com-
bines which undualy: “enhanice““prices
were an evil and ehould not be toler-
ated in Canada. In conclusfon the as-
sociation "expressed unbounded nfi-
dence in the future of the dominion-
and determination so far as lay in its
power-to advance the interests of Can-
ada at home and abroad, and the earn-
est deeire to have such readjustment of
the tariff as would benefit every citizen
of the dominfon and form a milestone

on the road to the consolidation of our .

great empire. 2

The association
further represented that the last twen-
ty years’ progress made by manufac-
tures in Canada had been remarkable,

while further encouragement would
bring even more wonderful results, :

In most lines of manufacturing in
the dominjon the cost of labor had in-
creased in the past twenty years about
fifty per cent,, and there also has been
a substantial advance in the price of
raw materials. But notwithstanding
these facts the prices in many lines of
goods af ordinary use has materially
reduced. To the encouragement given
to industries of Canada was also due
the investment of outside capital in
the great manufacturing industries.
Within the past few years more than a
hundred leading United Stattu firms
have established branches Inthe do-
minion. Hape was expressed that - the
manufacturers of Great Britain would
not allow themselves to be outdone in
this respect. The government was
commended for adopting anti-dumping
regulations in order to protest Can-
adian manufacturers from unfair com-
petition and the hope was expressed
that these regulations would be con-
tinued.

On the subject of revisions, the asso-
clation said what it desired was that
everything should be made in Canada
which eopld reasonably be manufac-
tured here, and that the surplus re-
quirements should as far as was rea-
sonable to do so be bBought from Brit-
igh sources, To this end the memorial-
