The Aquitania Will Have Ac-|
commodation For 4,000

new steamer Aquitania, which the
Cunard Company is building at Clyde
Bank, have been modified to make the
vessel the largest in the world.

Mr. Asquith’s Speech,

Mr. Asquith tonight issued to the
newspapers a summary of the speech
he was prevented from delivering.
In the speech he contended that the
principles of the machinery of the
bill had been before the people at two
elections.
