companies would be augmented by 
Ilf,.000,000.

The government is considering the 
views presented by the directors and 
by the national committee of the men.

The railroad workers have sent a 
circular to all the trades unions with 
a view to ascertaining whether they 
desire the declaration of a general 
strike, at the same time advising them 
against such a movement.

Half a dozen trains manned by sol­
diers constitute about the only traffic 
running on the Catalonian lines. The 
dockers of Barcelona this afternoon 
determined to strike if any attempt 
to relieve the tie-up on the railroads

Investigations were held, 
and in nearly every case the charges 
made were found to be correct. Steps 
were taken to cause importations of 
such goods to be appraised in accord­
ance with the law.”

Ottawa, Sept. 26.—The constitu­

tionality of the Industrial Disputes 
and Investigations Act of 1907 in its 
application to the settlement of strikes 
in street railways Is again brought 
to the public attention by the appoint­
ment yesterday by the Minister of 
Labor of a board In Quebec city to 
arbitrate on differences that exist 
there between the company and Its em­
ployes.

While the potht to be decided in the 
Quebec city affair is of minor import­
ance, the department here expects 
that the same action may be taken by 
the company as was done in the Mont­
real Street Railway differences, in 
June, 1911. which led to the appoint­
ment of a board the following Aug­
ust. The Montreal Street Railway ap­
plied to the courts for an interlocu­
tory order restraining the board from 
sitting, on the ground that the In­
dustrial Disputes Act did not apply 
to the street railway difficulties, as 
the matters at issue Were wholly pro­
vincial and the Federal law did not 
apply as no inter-provincial Interests 
were affected thereby.

The constitutionality of the act was 
to have been argued in Montreal last 
June, but was postponed until this 
month. The Department of Justice re­
presented by F. J. Dlsaillon, K. C., 
Montreal, holds to the constitutional­
ity of the act, and the decision, of 
immense importance to every street 
railway company in Canada, la await­
ed with interest by the Labor Depart­
ment here. *

’ The Minister of Labor has been In 
receipt since the Montreal action was 
taken of applications from Toronto 
and other places that similar boards 
be held up, but he did not Vet on that 
basis and his appointing of the Que­
bec board yesterday may give rise to 
similar Injunction proceedings from 
the Quebec company.

Fall River, Mass., Sept. 26.—Gov­
ernor Woodrow Wilson found the peo­
ple of Massachusetts who greeted him 
today as enthusiastic and demonstra­
tive es any he has met since he be­
gan campaigning for the presidency. 
Great crowds turned out at Spring- 
field, Baire and Fall River, where the 
governor made scheduled speeches, 
but along the way his reception was 
practically continuous. People came 
crowding, crushing and pressing to 
the. rear of the train and stretched 
their hands upward to him. wishing 
him. success. Cries for buttons wjere 
Insistent and the governor himself 
helped to toss them from the train.

The nominee covered a variety of 
topics In his speeches. Including the 
tariff, the questions affecting monop­
oly and governmental assistance to 
farmers. Governor Foes, of Massa­
chusetts. Mayor FitzGerald, of Boston, 
and National Commltteman Fred 
Coughlin, appeared with Governor 
Wllsbn at the committee fair at 
Bol re where big crowds gathered.

The presidential candidate made a 
brief speech, alloting most of his time 
there to shaking hands with a long 
line of people. He said tonight he 
felt deeply pleased at the friendship 
he had struck up with the people.

Tokio, Japan, Sept. 26.—Damage 
exceeding $20,000,000 was caused by 
the typhoon which swept Japan from 
end to end on Sunday, while the loss 
of human life was very heavy, and 
tens of thousands are homeless.

The storm was the worst that has 
occurred here for over a half a cen­
tury, according to reports which have 
Just reached the capital which has 
practically been cut off from the rest 
of the country for days/

Crops suffered severely every­
where. but the greatest damage was 
done In the neighborhood of the cities 
of Nagoya, Nara and Osaka, on the 
island of Hondu and in Gifu.

At Nagoya every house was dam­
aged and a great tidal wave de­
molished the harbor and sank three 
steamers, while several others went 
ashore.

At Gifu 262 people were killed and 
283 Injured.

The Kioko Marti foundered off 
Enshu and the whole of her crew and 
passengers were lost. At 
20,000 houses were ruined and all the 
breakwaters and the harbor piers 
were washed away.

At Nara the thousand year old 
Kaluga Shrine collapsed Into a heap 
of ruins.

"No trade in the world." said Mr 

Long, "be it In corn or cattle, steel 
oi Iron, can be developed without the 
all essential supply of money."

What he asked would be the finan­
cial position of each Individual farm 
er in the great European war should 
Great Britain not have sufficient pow­
er of self-defence? From the selfish 
point alone each member of the 
British Empire must needs have the 
naval question at heart.

Moving the vote of thanks to Mr. 
Long. Sir George Ross, former Lib­
eral Premier of Ontario, said that he 
particularly appreciated Mr. Long's 
address, because he spoke to Cana 
dians from the Canadian, not the 
English, viewpoint.

"We all agre with Mr. Long." he 
said, "as to matters of self defence. 
We have no cowards in Canada, and 
we are prepared to play our part In 
the defence of the Empire."

Nelson's signal at Trafalgar was 
still flying in Canada, and her people 
were prepared for any emergency. 
The naval question was not one of 
co; t. for he could assure Mr. Long 
that Canada "had the men, had the 
guns, and had the money, too.”

"We should not be at all adverse 
to receiving a trade preference from 
Great Britain." said Sir George, "but 
we. too. believe that to be a portion 
of the British Empire is Canada's 
highest future.”

Ottawa, Sept. 26.—There Is every 

prospect that the National Transcon­
tinental and Temlskamlng and North­
ern Ontario railways will carry west­
ern wheat this fall.

CONFERENCE TOWinnipeg, Sept. 26.—Preaching on 
behalf of the Anglican Mission of

Halifax, Sept. 26.—Lord Milner ad­

dressed the Canadian Club tonight 
and the audience that heard him was 
the largest in the history of the or­
ganization. No subject was announc­
ed in advance as his ttiple, but what 
l.ord Milner really contended for was 
the absolute divorcement of imperial 
from local issues.

Any contribution Canada might 
make to the navy would be made, he 
said, not to England, but to the Em­
pire. Lord Milner pleaded for the con­
sideration of Imperial matters on 
their merits and altogether apart from 
local matters. This could be done by 
the education of public opinion and 
would become a fact when public sen­
timent shows the politicians that mere 
factious opposition to imperial mea­
sures would not be tolerated. Lord 
Milner hoped that such a non-partizan 
sentiment would be brought about in 
Canada. In England matters of for 
eign policy had been during the past 
ten years withdrawn from partisan 
strife and he hoped for the time when 
throughout the Empire the same thing 
would happen as to Imperial ques-

Cobalt, Ont., Sept. 26.—After «hoot­
ing three times at George Wilkes, pro­
prietor of the Ottawa House. J. K. 
(Curley) McDonald, a young American 
from the Adlrondacks. stepped outside 
and shot himself through the brain, 
dying instantly. Wilkes had garnish­
ed McDonald’s wages at the Niplsslng 
mines, and McDonald’s anger took a 
murderous trend, 
barely missed Wilkes, one bullet strik­
ing the hotel keeper's pipe. When 
the third shot was fired Wilkes had 
presence of mind enough to fall to the 
V A>r, exclaiming "I'm gone." Mc­
Donald thought he killed Wilkes and 
his suicide followed. On first coming 
to Cobalt McDonald called himself H. 
C. McCarthy, telling his Intimates that 
he had adopted the alias because of a 
crime he had committed. He was well 
educated but acted strangely at times 
and constant reading of dime novels 
gave him the habit of talking and 
thinking of gun plays and desperadoes.
