Hazen Wants Dominion System Adopled
For Provincial Elections,

Shaw Intimates McKeown Cberced Voters Last
Rlection—This Is Indignantly Denied.

F¥repEricTON, April 20-—-Mr. Venoit,
from the standing rules committee, and
My, M:Keown, from the maunicipslities
eommittees, gabmitted reportr.

The bridge was under co:-
struction, and it was mnot desirable
that the contractors should know
what the goverument’s estimate o!

the weight of the span wa'. There
could be mno obj:ction to giving
the information when the bridge

was completed. The contract for

und. Anyone desirious of getting &

* fairly correct estimate of the seight of
7 each span might figure it out fromt e

‘plans and epecifications they could aleo
work out the straine, but it wae not de-
girable that the estimate of the goverr-
ment engineer should be known to the
contractors before the work was com-
pleted.

. Mr, Hazin ssid he failed to appreciate
the position taken by the leader of the
government. His (Emmerson’s) state-
mens that the weights conld be fignred
out from the plans and epecifications
answered his declaraticn that it was not
in the public interest that the contrac-
tors a-onld know the weighte.

Secret Ballot Resolution.

Mr, Hezen, seconded by Mr. Milin-
gon, moved his secret baliot resolutior.
Mr. Hezan eaid he thooght it waa de-
girakl: to have a eecret baliot for prc-
vincial elections, eimilar to that now
used in dominion ¢1:ctions. There was
no secrecy about the present system,
which had originated 40 years ago,when
conditions were different. Today there
were so many large corporations, factor-
jes and railway com-anies that there
was not the same freedom of choice as
formerly. In nearly every civilized
oomuntry the secret bailot has been
adopted. He thcught the prineizls was
one that must commend ifscif to the
Jouge, especia’ly to Libersl members,as
the secret ballot was an essential plank
of Libersliem everywhere. it was a
we!l known fact that wunder the
present provincial law employers were
nct able to vote at a 1 times according to
the dictates of their own comscience,
an it would mean the loss of their em-
ployment, He believed the resclution
was one that founi favor every where in
the province. He desired the mntion to
be treated entirely irrespective of party
politics. If carried by the house he
would notregard it as s party trimmpk.

Hon. Mr. White.

Hon, Mr. White said the Liberal party
‘wag eometimes accused, since its acces
gion fo power of borrowing the policy of
the Conservativee. The resolution of the
honoyable member indicated thathe had
beeome & convert to Liberal modes of
thinking, The present dominion ballot
bscame law under 8 Liberal govern-
ment. He (White) did not wish
to be underatood as favorirg the repesl
of the present dominion baliot. It was
somejimes the case that sn existing law
shou¥! not be repealed, though if it were
not in existence it ought not, perhape, to
be enacted. If it was propoeed to repeal
the present 1ical ballot system some
seribus and substantial arguments that
would overbalance the expense and in-
convenience of the change should be
shown. The honorable member was
taking & great risk in laying down ae
the foundation stone of his proposed law
that the voter should be enabled to ex:
ercige hie franchise in frand and deceit.
(Applsunse.) Would the honoratls mem-
ber’a regolution, if carried into law, die-
penge with employers geeking to use
their inflaepce? Notate.l Its avowed
purposs wotll be to ensble the employe
to voteone way altermaking his employer
beliava he was going to vote another,

Buch a Law Wculd Be Unwise,
almost 1mmora!. The honorable member
had int'mated shat laboring men were

. lgss free inthe exercise of their franchise

than they wers 40 yeara ago. There
never weas & time in tne history of the
provincs, he ciaimed, when the laboring
man wae a8 free and independent a8 he
was todey. This wae & day when laboi-
ing men b-und themeeives together and
were & power in the land. Forty years
ago the voter went to the ballot box and
operly and above board declared for
whora he voted. There was no gecrecy
aboutit. 1t was not with & view to
greater secrecy bat for greater exped:-
tion and convenieace that the present
system was adopted, which is a sscret
system if the voter wishes that it should
be sc. Was there any less intimidation
now than 40 years ago? Under the cli
Dballot corruption was almost unknown.
Mr. Hazen—You had s very different
elactorate them.
Hon, Mr, White—I! the el:cforate is
ot a8 good as it was then it it becamae
our present system has degraded it.
How oan you expect 8 man to exercise
his franchiee in an independent, maLly
fashion when the law encourages

him to vote in fraud and deception?
‘Would any one venture to say that, un-
der the present dominion eecref

eleciione are less corrupt than under the

looal system? The very reverze is the
case. There may be other arguments
.hat cotll be advanced in favor of &
hange, bat the honorable member’s ar-
gument was not sufficient. It did not
require 8 great deel of penetration to
discern why the honorat1; member ir-
trodaced this motion at the present time.
The effsct of this passage would be s
declaration or admiesion on the part of
the house that they were returned at an
election where the voters were intimi-
dated. He could quite well understand
that the honorabie member and his
party might not be eatisfied with the
present 14w nor any other law under
which they :

Recelved So Disastrous & Defeat.

(Applauss.) He could well under-
stand why the honorable member wieh-
ed 1o creata the impreesion that the
system was radicslly wrong. Bat il the
honorable member, in the exercise of

his new born zeel, was  sin-
cerely desirons to  effect this
sapposed reform he sehotli have

chosen a time to introduce it when it
wounld be free from any such imputation
and counld be considered on its mezits.
Although he (White) would not sek the
house to vote againet the resolntion he
felt that it was 8 matter requiring very
carefvl consideration. The matter of
expense alone was one that shoul i make
the honse hesitate, He w uld there-
fore move, seconded by Mr. Farris, that
fart 1er debate and consideration of the
resolution be adjourned until tbis day
three monthe.

Mr. McKeown said he thought when
this motion was pregented thatsome
good reasons would be urged for the
adopt on of eo vital a change. The hon-
orable leader of the opposition could not
divest tae motion from a certain suapi-
cion of pnlitical ixflaence. It was all
very well to allege high ideals and to
cover up pclitical designs with & closk
of patriotiem, The house was not
unaware that subsequent to the
recent  election the oppoeition
supporters and the press had made ce:-
tain grave and startling charges, He
had hoped the honorable mamber would
have ventilated thote charges today so
that they could either be substantiated
or disproved. Agreat deal of lattitude
is customarily sliowed defeated parties
in explaining their defeat, but there
should be some limit to the gravity and

frequency of Such Oharges.

He would like to ask the homorable
member (Hazen) whether or not any
alleged circamstances that took jice cn
¢lsction day in B8t. John bad moved
him to introduce thie resolntion? No man
was inn-cent or silly enough to say that
the honorable mamber had moved this
resolation from motives of abstract
idealiem in politice. Political perties
do mot move along those liner.
When they introduce reforms they are
rather influenced by & desire to farther
their political fortuzes., It wae difficcls
for him (McKeown) to believe thatencn
intimidation prevailed as the honorable
member had indicated, and he was here
to say distinctly and positively, and fo
challenge contradiction from apy qusr-
ter, that there were not any grounds
conne:ted with the slection in the city
of 8t. John that wovld juetify a motion
of this kind. (Applamse) The remark
had been well made that it was impos-
sible to coruer human ingenuity. There
were st 1. 1 ngering in the air tbe echoes
o! fraud in connection with other ballots.
He did not think the house had alto-
gether forgotten the scandsl that took
place in the county of Queens under the
ballct system the honorable gentleman
now wished thia province to adopt.

(Applanse.) Had the history of
our provincial affaira ever been
disgraced by euch & transaction

ag thai? It was incumbent upon the
honorable member to show that there
was some preponderating advantagze of
the dominion ballot over the present
local ballot before he coull ask the
honee to make thig change. From his
(McKeown’s) experience it had never
eeemed to him that the secrecy of the
ballot was observed any better under
the dominion act than undsr the provir-
cisl act. The attorney general wae
quite right in saying that the four-
dation of the ballot system should pot
be laid in the quicksands of fraud, The
preient system had worked well for 40
years, Why change it nos? The pas-
eage of this resolution, the honoratl:
member well koew, wotll be a practi-
cal admission of guilt on tne part of the
honorable members’ return at the last
electior. He was prepared to meet at
sny time and place any statement of
misdoings or of fraud in connection with
the recent election in 8t. Jobn go far a8
he was himseltconcerned. (Applaunse.)

Mr. Osman.

Mr. Oyman esid it was not & pleasant
thing for the hoaorable mémbers to tarn
around and apbuse the kridge that had
carried them salely into the h-use. In
his own county he had never heard any
objection to the present law. Infact, he
had most emphatic evidence in his
posgession that the present system was
gatisfactory. The evidence he was going
to produce wss & letter he had raceived
from & very c11 and valued friend, who
was g0 hearty in his approvel of the
elaction $hat he commences by thank-
ing God:

“Dear ME. OsvaN,—How thankfal we
all are to God for the great victory

gained over our political foes. Youn laid
Trites and Napoleon Peck prostrate on
the fleld of battlee They met

Foster,
Hasep, Btockton snd Compamy have

b 'en ewept from toe eartn by the storm
of pablic opinion and they are.sunk
deaper than the buried citiea of Her-
culaneom and Pompeii, 8nd bnried be-
neath the sshes of 8 New Brunewick
Vesuviar. They sleep their 1ist 113ep.
Tney have foaght ther 1ist battls, and
po earthly trump cen wake them again
to glory. They have fallen like the
leaves to rige no more. 8o be it and o
iti*. Amen.,” (Greaslaughter and ap-
plause.)

) Mr. Ehaw.

Mr. Shaw #aid he had been consider-
lbl{ eurprised to hear the attor ey gen-
eral argue that it wounld be a fraud and
deception on the part of the voter it he
voted sccording to the dictates of hia own
cooscience instesd of that of his em-
ployer.
his employe to vote against his wishes,
deserved to be deceived.
toe principal resson why t e govern-
ment wes un ~illiog to have the resolt-
tion carried, was that it would operate
a’ an admission that the recent election
was largely carried by bribery, intimi-
dation and fraud. A gu lty conscience
needs no accuser. His honorable friend
(McKeown) had denied most emphatic-
slly that be used improper infioence in
the 8t. John election. He (8haw) wae
not prepared to say that he had, but he
would eay that it the honorable msi-
ber’s statement was corract, he was the
most be lied man in 8t Jobn today.

Mr. McKeown—1I think I am.

Mr. Shaw—I never heard so much
gaid about a candid -te using threats and
intimidation of all kinds as was used
about my honorable friend. I think he
ought to move for & committee of in-
qu'ry. (Lenghter). I was told thatin
a speech delivered at a ward meeting in
@ building owned by Mr. Marphy, the
honorable member stated distine 1y that
any man who voted sgainet the govern-
ment candidates would be diemissed.

Mr. McKeown—What is that man’s
peame?

Mr. Shaw—I will tell you privatcly. I
do not care to name him puolicly wit®-
out authoritr. _

Mr. McKsown—Whoever it wag made
a most falee etatemoant,

Mr, Shaw—Hoe said that you gaid you
wanted it distinctly understood that if
any man voted againet the government
ticket his name wonld be handed to the
minister of railwsys and his dismissal
recommended.

Mr. McKeown—I think if the house
gets the benefit of his atatement it ought
to get tne benefit of his name.

Mr. ‘haw—[ waes not authorized fo
give his name. I will tell yon bat I want
bis consent firet.

; Mr, McKeown—Ha was pulling your

eg.

Mr. Shaw—I think not. I¢li:0 heard
thet the honorable member was exceed-
ingly active in inflaencing goveroment
employes how to vote, I think he nad
some slight altercation with Dr. Btockton
on that account, daring ¢1:ction day. It
wag generally reported that he used a
great deel of intimidatior. I can clearly
goe that the government is unwill ng to
adopt the sscret ballot, because it would
not be to their sdvantage.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said the opposition
always seemed to think it necessary to
impute unworthy or improper motiver.
What necessity had the honorable mem-
ber shown for th's change? -Had-he
sh won that sny more secrecy would be
attained by adopting the dominion bal-
12t? Had he shown any irjury had been
done to any person? He eimply thinks
something should be donme because his
party was defeated. There wae today
mora secrecy under the election system
of N w Brunawick than any other
system, becamse, while under the dc-
minion system the voter hae to mark
bis ballot in & particular room, and the
ballot is afterwards handled by an offic-
ial, under the provincial syestem he can
mark or write his ballot at home, fold
it and place it in his poket and
nobody ean interfere with him when
he deposits it. AJl this talk in
the press was simply to mislead
the people—idle falk and windy sent -
ment. He woald 1:ke to know how auny
employer of labor or minister of the
crown would make & voter show his ba!-
Iot unless he wished fc. Because some
other province wsed some other system,
was no reason why New Brunswick
should adopt it. Some honorable genr-
tlemen seemed to think that we shovli
look to Australis, Cape Colonyor On-
tario for legislative autnority—that noth-
ing couli be produced in New Brung.
wick that was sany good. We should
rather

Stand by Our Own Institutions

and uphold our own laws, because they
are baged dpon intelligence. Talk about
the poor man being intimid.ted. He
was the most independent man in the
country. He wae not intimidated. He
was able to hold his own at public meet-
inge and in every way. .

M-, Bhaw—If yoa give him $5 he
won’t,

Hon., Mr.” Tweedie— Well, you wonld
giva him $10 if you had it. The honor
orable gentlemen knew perfactly well
how elections were run snd that there
was more bribery in dominion elestions
then in provincial electionr. He re-
gretted fo learn that Bt. John was a very
corrupt constituency and that the limit
tnere was high. There was no county
in the vrovince where so little bribery
was employed 88 in Northumberland.
The candidates run their elections there
on their shapes, (Launghte’.) It candi-
dates wished to runa pure electionin any
county, they conld do sounder the hallot
syetem of New Bruneswick, sa will as
under any other eystem. If & voter
wished to keep his ballot secret, he cat 11
do g0 88 we 1 nuder the New Brunewick
law a8 any other. He bad yet to learn
that many voters were intimicated.
Certai: 17, as far as hia experiencs went,
civil gervants were not interfered with
unless they took an active part. Hehad
yet to find that either government—
whether Liberal or Conservative—inter-
ferred with one man who excrcised the
right to vote and nothing more.

Mr. Robinson.

Mr. Robinson eaid the county of West-
morlund had received undeserved notos
riety by reasov of the misleading re-
ports publi:hed in the Montresal Btar, It
was stated ip that pacer by Mr. Sumnes
that he (Robinson) bad pereonally intim-
idated men in the city of Moncton—that
he personally took the ballot out of the
hand of a voter and compelled him to
vote in opposition to hie withee. He
(Robineop) wished to take this oppor-
tunity of denying that statement. He
wish to state that be did not, in that
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election nor inany election, take a ballot
out of any voter’s hand in Westmorland
nor any other county, and to state far-
ther that he had offered a ballot to av
elector who had none and it was taken
out of his hand by the other party, and
that was done in the case of sever:il
votere. In the election which be had
run in 1896, with the whole power of the
dominion government sgainst bim, em-
playees of the L C. R. came to him and
said that the suthorities were after
them and were going to send them to
Campbellton, and they did not know
what to do, and he had told-them to go
ou’ on their ‘raine, that he could efford
to lose their vaotes better than
they could aflord to loze their positionr.
(Applause.) He did mot equeal after
that election nor accaee his opponent of
intimidatior. It was we¢ll known that
in that election the employes of the J.
C. R. had been sent away by ecores
and kept walking the etreets at Camp-
bellton all day, «nd by that means he
lost hin electior. 1t reemed to bim that
at the pregent time when this power ol
abuse was taken out of tte handas of
the Congerv.tive party, it ill bscame
them to whine. Everybody in Monc-
ton 8% liast know _about the
list merked ‘O” and “X” that was
handed in to the train despatcher, and
how Liberal voters werze sent out of fown
and Conservative voter brought in. He
could recite a list of such transactions as
longas his srm. The Liberal party in
Westmorland did not equeal but took its
medicine. In tbe recent election moth-
ing of that kind was done, but the rail-
way men in Moncton were allowed to
vote as they pleased, and he wished to
say that when any newspaper said
that the emjpliyes of the I. C. R.
in Moncton were men that couli
be coerced, they were ineunlting
manhood an intelligence. In 1898, with
ail the power of the dominion goverr-
ment sgesingt him, he had got
a majuity - of the votes of
theee men He knew them sgl!
personally and'he wanted to say that
there was not & better (1188 of peoyls to
be found in Canade. They counld not be
ccerced by any governmen . Let the
attempt be made, and it would be found
that they had too much man-
hood and bardihood to be co-
erced. He (Ribinson) thought the
present provincial ballot system was far
superfor in point of secrecy to the’
dominion ballot system. He kuew that
from actnal observatior. Under the
dominion 13w, & partizan returning offi-
cer can ges how every man votes. Uc-
der the provincial system, the voter can
write his ballot at home and no one can
tell how he cast it. The amendment
should receive the sapport of the house
for that very reason. His honorable
friend (Melaneon) the other day epocke
of eeeing vieione. Now, he held ia his
bend ® li tle piece 1 paper marked
“gconfidential” but which he would read
to the hoase. It contained the minutes
of & meeting held on June 25th, 1890, of
the supoorters of the iocal government
inthe W. C.T. U. hall, Monctor. At
that meeting the foliowing resolution
was pasged:—

“Resolved, That this convention of
supporters of the present locel admin-
istration of New Bruoswick desire to
place on record its appreciation of the
government’s course in the general man-
asgement of the affairs of thie province,
and pledges iteelf to extend to the gov
ernment its hearty sapport.”

By whom was that motion made? By
Mr. Melapson, who spoke in favor of it,
gseconded by Mr. Killim. (Lsughter
and apjlinee.) He thought somebody
else muet have, about that tim9, seen &
vision, for within & very few daye after
the paseing of that reeclation,the honor-
able gentleman v a8 opposed to the gov-
ernment. (Laughter and applause.)

Other Speakers.

The debate was continmed by Messre.
Melanson, Veniot, Barch 1, Carvili, Gib-
son, Hamphrey, Wells and Forter; and
Mr, Hazen closed the discussion in a
lengthy spesch. The amendment was

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CANADIAN LEPERS.

There Are 21 Patients in the Tra.
cadie, N. B, Lazaretto — Some
Interesting Observations by the
Physician in Charge of Them.

The annual blus book, ieeued by the
department of sgriculture, deals with
the 1izarettoat Tracadie, where & num-
ber of lepers are confined. O!f them, Dz,
A. C. Smith,'the inspector and pbysician,
writes as fc lowg:—

¢[pcluding the three Iec13ndic patients
there are today 21 irmates of the 1.zar-
etto, 15 males and six f males, repr:=
eenting ail stagen of leproesy. Ulassify-
ing them fcr convenience w8 may
repregent the numberin the first etage
to be five, in the second 11,and in tne
third, 'or final, stage five. The ages
vary from 11 to 62 yearr.

During the yesr there were two desths,
snd three new cages w-re admi:ted.
The gener:1 health of the inmates ia at
prezent good. Medical aid coneists in
treating eymptome, meeting emergen-
cies, prolonging life and meakirg 1t more
bearzl1: Iu cases outside the province
supposed to have been associated with
syphilis I found iodide of potash very
peeful in determining and separating the
complications I received a consignment
of Carraequi 1v’s anti-'eprous eerem, and
made use of it in the bospital but with
negative resalte,

“Uader the ordinary precauntions our
lepera are free to receive ‘the visits of
triends and ministers of religion and are
attended by a chaplair, When admit-
ted to the inatitution our lepers were,
with one or two eéxceptions, unatl) to
read, They have no employment, and
pags the the time in in.dcor gsmes, and
out-door walks in suitable weather. They
ard seemingly bhappy; bumt, amo:g the
men, the nnocoupied inteliest, at times,
finds an inclination to give annoyance
which evsn the gen 1:inflaeace of the
religious ladies -in charse can hardly
preven’. The lazirefto is an asvium,
based on the highest humanitarian
plane. Comfort, and al]l tbat can con-
dace to the amelioration of the unfiz-
tunate inmates is considered, oven the
secular education of the younger patients
being attended to.

“3ince the establishment of a leza-
retto in 1844 leprosy nas been more or
less kept in check in this provinece; and
during the past few years a more carefal
segregation has 13d to a notable diminu-
tior. Iam fally convinced that when
those aflacted with the disease sre mot
early removed to the hospital, but re-
main at home, unsegregate’, other
members of the fam 1y begome I 3prour.
When, on the other hand, patents are
removed early, orsecurely isolated, tbere
ia no spread of the malady. The chtefin-
flaence in cawsing the decreage oil prosy
would appear to be the exclusive dealing
with the ind vidual leper a8 himeael! the
source of ill to otherr. Ouar experience
in this maiter agrees with that of others
in foreigu countrier, It may be of in-
terest to add thatin the case of a pa-
tient bronght by me from another pro-
vince last yesr, there was exemplified
the occasion: 1 long period of incubation
of leprosy, nearly 30 yeers hav ng elags-
ed giace this patient had been exposed
to the contagivn of the dis:ase. Daring
the year, a8 in former times, I have been
¢ led on to examine persons fals ly,
sometimes mslicfousely, reported Isprous
and to give the necessary certiticater.
Vaocinet'on for sm:l.pox is now be-
lieved by many to be a patent agency in
the diffusion of leprosy. Im Mexico,
and in the Sandwich Islsnde, after a
general vaccination nomeroua leper cen
tres devil)ped in various paris where
the disease had previously been un
known. As very few, if any, ofour resi-
dents in leprous dietricts have yet been
vaccinated this subject in worthy of cox-
gideration.

“Another matter to which I am direc!-
ing attentionis the disposal of onr lep
rous dead now being baried ia the een-
tre of this village. Bacta-iologiste have
shown tbat the bacilli of 1.-prosy, unlike
many others, resist putrefaction — at
present it i® not known haw Jong, I be
lieve that the sl ia dangerou: 1+ poisoned
for many yeare by the bacilli of anthrax.

“The probatls emigration from, &3
well a8 iocreared immigratien to the
newly acquired Hawaiian territory with
1ts larger leper eolonies ie causing ol -
easiness in the United States, and meas
ares are already beinog taken to prevent
toe intreduction of leprosy inta C:l for-
nis. The conditions do no exiss to cause
or permit the general spread of toe dit-
eage in Canads, but we should not ne-
giect every pafeguard againss i, for ib i
an ineidious disease, and may gain 8
1.othold in communities without sttract-
ing attention. Toe great majority of
