Sir,—The resignation of th Hon. A. G.
Blair from the cabinet bhas created more
than a nine days’ wonderment throughout
the province of New Brunswick, where
he has been so long supreme, that it seems
hardly possible to either political friend
or opponent that he no longer dominatea
the fortunes of NewBrunswick. Yet Mr.
Blair’s hold on New Brunswick is mot to
be so lightly shaken off as some of the
wiseacres seem; tq- think, eegpecmlly with
the strong ground that he has taken upon
which to base his resigmation.

“F is, of vourse, difficult to say ofi-hand
what public opinion really is in eo large
a district as New Brunswick conceraing
the rproposed  railway, which is expected
to traverse the:centre of the province. The
I, .C..R. seetion of the provinee, which in-
ciudes all the counties from St. John to
Restigonche, are almost unanimous in
their opposition to the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific scheme; the only exception of which
T am aware; is the county of Westmorland,
in which Moncton, the headquarters of the
I. C. R., is at present situated. The r«a-

the people of Moncton and the county of
Westmorland generally expect that the
Grand Trunk Pacific from Quebec to
Moncton will make that city a railway
‘centre of some considcrable proportion,
and outside of the I. C. R. employes, are
apparently willing that the interests of the
1. O. R. should be sacrificed for that pur-
pose. Among the railway men there is
only one opinion, and that ig that the ex-
Minister of Railways is entirely correct
in his statement that the building of a
new line means the destruction of the I
C. R- The people of the Upper Provinces
 do ot quite understand the I. C. R. ques-
' tion as the people of New Brunawick:see
it. : '

The Profitable Business. .

The proﬁtalb]e’bueiues: of the I. C: R.
6o far as ite Maritime Province field is
concerned, originates at points south and
east of Moncton. Any railway; therefore,
| which runs between Quebec and Moncton
taps at the latter point the conjunction of
the two profitable ends of the L. B R
namely, the branch from Moncton to Bt.
John and the main line from Moncton to
Halifax and Sydney, and if the completed
 line should be able to capture at Mone-
ton any large proportion of the St. John,
Halifax and Sydney business the I. C. R.

That
would probably bring the road down
through the Temiscowata and St. John
Rivers’ valleys; and while such a railway
would mot eerve the eastern portion of
New Brimswick the people would be will-
ing to ‘support it as the people in this
s;ction are already served by the I. C.
