It is not 
wise for laymen to rash hurriedly to 
elusions regarding the schools, or to quar­
rel too readily.with any decision that may 
be arrived at by the.; educational authori­
ties. For, after all,_ it must be obvious 
that in their own 'field these people have 
a grasp of the aituatiop-skhich the average 
onlooker ia bound to ’lack. On all sides 
we find citizens insisting that the schools 
shall do more tr better work and produce 
more finished graduates, while, at the 
time, some are demanding fewer studies, 
some more numerous stüdies, some long­
er terms, some shorter terms, some fewer 
holidays, and some more holidays. Ae- a 
matter of fact, the best teachers already 
find it almost impossible to crowd into 
the time at their disposal effective instruc­
tion in the subjects already on the ljàt, 
and jn a great many cases, both in the 
city and hi the -country districts, most 
teachers have classes so large that they 
cannot give the amount of individual at­
tention to each pupil that is indispensable 
if the desired amount if progress is to 
bë recorded.

It is b matter fee ningratulation that so 
many teachers have come to the city on 
the present occasion,’ and thus shows an 
active and intelligent interest, in the work 
they have to do, and it must be said that 
in the papers read and in the addressee 
given there has been an uncommon de^ 
grec of excellence.

AN EDITOR’S DOWNFALL According to “Ups and Down?.” the 
official organ of the Dr. Barnardo's Homes 
for Destitute Children, Lord Strathcona 
has given $300,000 in all to the support of 
these excellent institutions. The interest 
on this sum, which amounts to a consider­
able figure annually, is to be spent in iky­
ing expenses of bringing children to Can­
ada where they are provided with homes. 
Lord Strathcona is a man of immense 
■wealth—and he knows what to do with it.

Loyal British Columbia bae reached out 
its long arm and smitten a local ^ditor 
whose conduct wm considered worthy of 
condemnation.

So, tbe Hon. W. J. Bowser, Attor­
ney General of British Columbia, can­
celled the editors commission as one of 
His Majesty’s justices of the peace and 
made loud announcement of his action.

The course pursued by Mr. Bowser 
seems to have been entirely proper in 
principle, though the effect might have 
been more pleasing haid the justice of the 
peace become indignant upon observing 
his own editorial shortcomings, 
himself in one capacity before himself in 
another, and fined or imprisoned himself 
as a warning that might well last him 
the rest of his days_.
