MACHINISTS.Transfusion of Blood.
Two remarkable experiments in the 

transfusion of blood have just been made 
at St. Louis in the Hospital. The pa­
tients were both Germans, and each 
abobt forty years of age. One was suf­
fering with abdominal dropsy, and the 
other with Bright’s disease of the kid­
neys, accompanied by dropsy of the legs. 
Neither had a drop of healthy blood in 
his veins. The blood to be transfused 
was to be taken from the veins of a sheep, 
and the operation was just about to 
commence when tlie wife of one of the 
patients arrived from the country. She 
was a large, robust, and healthy woman, 
and her appearance Indicated a change 
in the programme. As soon as the wife 
learned tlie state of the case she Imme­
diately offered her own blood for the 
operation, and the physicians were only 
too glad to accept the offer. The opera­
tion then proceeded. The patient’s 
pulse was found to beat 100 strokes to 
the minute and very feebly. A vein was 
opened in his right arm, and in his wife's 
left arm, and the connection with the cir­
culating system of the two was establish­
ed by means of an Instrument named a 
hematophorns. The right arm of the 
patient was used on account of the 
superior development in it or the circu­
lating system, and the couseqnentspeedi 
ness with which the blood would reacii 
the heart. The left arm of the wife was 
nsed for convenience of position. The 
union of circulation having been estab­
lished, an ouuce of the wife’s blood was 
thrown Into the husband's veins, and the 
effect watched with the most anxious 
care. The pulse immediately fell about 
four beats in a minute, but shortly came 
back to its original condition, and in a 
minute or two rose to 102. On being 
questioned as to bis sensation, the patient 
replied that he lelt first rate, and ex­
perienced a kind of warm thrill. The 
operation lasted about three minutes. 
Alter an interval of five minutes another 
ounce of blood was allowed to flow in 
when the pulse behaved in the same man 
ncr as at first, falling a few beats, then 
rising higher than before and then drop­
ping back to 160, but fuller and stronger. 
The other patient was then treated in 
like manner, the noble-mi tided wife of 
the first man—although with some appa­
rent reluctance—offering her arm for the 
operation. This patient’s poise was 
very strong, beating ninety-eight. 
Two ounces of blood were slowly and 
watchfully tr n fused. Tlie pulse oscil­
lated as iu the other ease, aud the patient 
expressed himself in like manner as feel­
ing well, but experienced no thrill. The 
operators then went into another room 
and performed an operation of a different 
kind on another patient, being goue 
about au hour. Ou returning they found 
both patients doing well, their pulses 
beating with a sort of thrill or rebound 
that indicated a stimulated action of the 
heart. The patients are still at the hos­
pital and daily improving.
