
The militia bill has been printed. It con- 
tains all the cocommendations of the Com- 

missioners’ report, with some exceptions 
in regard to the management of the volun- 
teer force. The following is a summary of 
its provisions :—I

“It provides that the militia be divided 
into two classes, the "Active Militia" and 
the “Sedentary Militis,” The former to be 
sub-divided into three classes —the Volun­
teer Force, the Regular Force, and the 
Reserve Force — the latter to consist of the 
Service Sedentary Eorce and the Retired 
Sedentary Force. Provision is made for 
superannuation. No person shall beP 
pointed to any rank below that of Field 
Officer, nor shall any officer be promoted 
until he shall have passed a practical exam­
ination before a board of officers. No lim­
it will be placed on the Active V olunteer 
Force in the cities of the Province; the Bill 
provides that the Commander-In-Chief (the 
Governor pro tem.) shall h: 70 discretion in 
the matter, to accept, we should say, all who 
may of er for 8 vice as volunteers. It also 
provides that “ — volunteer corps may en­
ter into any articles of engagement and reg­
ulations not inconsistent with this Act and 
previously approved by the Commander-in- 
Chief." The men in the volunteer force 
will serve five years and none shall leave 
without giving six month’s notice in writing. 
Any corps reported incomplete, and unable 
to make up its members, will be disbanded. 
The permanent staff officers and non-com­
missioned officers will be appointed for five 
years only, at the end of which period they 
will bo liable to removal to another military 
district or battallion The Militia Corps now 
oiganized and existing may continue as 
such. The Regular Force will be raised 
by voluntary enlistment, by ballot, and will 
serve three years. Persons drafted may be 
exempted for that period by paying a fine of 
$30. At the expiration of their service the 
me . in this class shall pass into the Reserve 
Force, and continue there a further period 
of three years. A gratuity of $40 may be 
paid to any sergeant of the Regular or Vol­
unteer Force who, at the expiration of his 
first term, will re-engage. The Regular 
Force shall be called out for drill twenty 
eight days a year ; but this period may be 
reduced to fourteen at the discretion of the 
Commander-in-Chief. The V olunteer Force 
shall drill for not more than twenty eight or 
less than fourteen days. The Reserve 
Force may be called out for six days’ drill a 
year, if the Commander-in-Chief deem it 
requisite. In lien of clothing the Volun 
teer Militia will receive an allowance of $10 
a year ; the Regular Militia will be provid­
ed with clothing during the time they are at 
-ill. The other lection provide that the 
list of persons liable to serve shall be taken 
by the municipal assessors, and apply the 
general provision low holding in relation to 
billeting, &c., to the proposed forcc."

Nothing of very serious import has occur- 
red in the war since the battle of Pittsburgh 
Landing ; and both parties it wooms continue 
to claim the victory.

any reliance on such cowardly troops, and 
such poltroons of officers. General Shorman 
writes as follows:—

“After a recoonnoissance, I ordered the 
two advance companies of the Ohio Seventy­
seventh, Colonel Hildebrand, to deploy as 
skirmishers, and the regiment itself to move 
forward into line within intervals of one 
hundred yards. I advanced cautiously un­
til the skirmishers were engaged. Taking 
it for granted that this disposition would 
clear the camp, I held Colonel Dickney’s 
Fourteenth Illinois cavalry ready to charge. 
The enemy's cavalry came down boldly to 
the charge, breaking through the line of 
skirmishers, when the regiment of infantry, 
without cause, broke, threw away their guns, 
and fled. The ground was admirably adapt­
ed to a defence of infantry against cavalry, 
it being miry and covered with fallen tim- 
ber." _____ ....

The newspapers are engaged in discussing 
the intrigues, or the suspicion of intrigue, 
said to be carried on in Washington, with 
the view of deposing General McClellan. Sec­
retary Stanton is charged by McClellan’s 
friends with weakening the forces under his 
command and disarranging the plans of the 
"Young Napoleon.” This charge assumes a 
very serious aspect, when it is made to bear 
upon the fortunes of the siege of Yorktown. 
Secretary Stanton’s friends are ready in 
denying the truth of these statements; but 
the impression made by them is a very un 
fortunate one. It is mentioned in this con­
nection that Mr. Stanton is likely to resign 
his position in the Cabinet as Secretary at 
War.

service of the Confederates in destroying
Northern commerce on the Atlantic. The
Ovicto was built at Liverpool ostensibly for 
the Italian Government, and is consequently 
adapted for warlike purposes. She measures 
750 tons ; is capable of carrying several guns 
of the largest calibre on a draught of about 
twelve feet, and is represented as one of the 
finest and fastest vessels of her class afloat. 
The vessel was regularly cleared at Liver- 
pool for Palmero in ballast, and had a crew 
of about fifty men on board. Very contra­
dictory statements were current as to the 
real destination of the vessel, her armament, 
&c., &c. According to some reports the ves­
sel had arms and ammunition on board when 
she left the Mersey, but this is positively 
denied, and the denial is accompanied by 
the assertion that she had not an ounce of 
powder nor a single gun on board, and that 
her lona fide destination was Palermo. 
Other reports are that the vessel will doubt­
less go to Palermo, and that she will thence 
proceed to Ben da, where she will take on 
board the armament and ammunition specially- 
sent there for her. She is then (says rumor) 
to take the sea either as a privateer or as a 
war vessel commissioned by the Confedera­
tes. The Ovicto left Liverpool under sealed 
orders.

Rumors have been current that the packet 
ship Yorktown had been captured by the 
Confederates, but the story was soon proved 
to be untrue.

Gibraltar advices of the 3rd inst., state 
that the Sumpter was still at that port and 
the federal sloop Tuscarora remained at 
Algesiras. The sloop Kearsage crossed 
over to Gibraltar on the 30th of March and 
remained there two days, when she proceed­
ed to Alg • as and sailed for the West.

The schooner Sophia, Captain Stephen- 
sen, had arrived at Liverpool, from Char­
leston, which port she left in company with 
sundry other vessels on 2nd of March. 
Her cargo consisted of 912 bales of cotton, 
108 boxes and 92 kegs of tobacco and 222 
barrels of rosin.

Statements and counter statements had 
been made relative to Gen. Goyan's recall 
from Rome, but according to the latest 
rumors lie was not to be disturbed.

A proposition of the Archbishop of 
Toulouse to celebrate as a glorious event a 
massacre of Protestants three centuries ago 
is severely condemned by the principal French 
journals.

The Paris papers publish a telegram from 
Athens, of the 15th inst., stating that the 
insurgents at Nauplia demanded a liberal 
amnesty, and a change of the Ministry. A 
decree for the amnesty had been published, 
excepting nineteen of the chiefs of the in­
surrection. The same telegrams assert that 
the English and French squadrons before 
Nauplia are stationed there under pretence 
of protecting their respective consuls, but in 
reality for the purpose of advising the in 
surgeants to submit, and offering an asylum 
to those persons not included in the amnesty. 
The result is expected to transpire in the 
course of a week.

Rumors were current that Austria intend­
ed to incorporate with the army the best 
troops of the ex-Duke of Mondena, sending 
the remainder to infest the Neapolitan pro- 
vinces. Discontent prevailed upon this 
account among the Modenese troops.

Washington, April 23.
An officer of artillery in town to-night 

from near Warrenton Junction reports the 
rebels in strong force on the south bank of 
the Rappahannock, in the direction of Gor- 
donsville. Gen. Errell is said to be at the 
crossing of the river where the railroad 
bridge was burned with 8,000 men. Gen. 
G. W. Smith is at Gordonsville, strongly in­
trenched with 30,000 men ; and Gen. Jack- 
son is coming over from Shenandoah valley 
to unite 8,000 more to the force, making a 
total column of 46,000 men if the figures 
are reliable. We are in sufficient force in 
front of Manassas to man age this rebel army.

Capt. Catting of Gen. Burnside 8 
staff arrived here to day with despatches 
for the government. He stated that Gen. 
Reno commanded the national forces at the 
late reconnoissance to Elizabeth City. Capt. 
Catting saw Gen. Reno just before I aving 
the Sound, and learnt from him the follow- 
ing particulars of the affair —On the 17th 
inst. Gen. Reno left Newbern and proceed­
ed to Roanoke Island, from which place he 
took about 2000 men and proceeded to Eliz­
abeth City, where a strong rebel force was 
reported to be intrenching themselves. On 
Saturday an advance was made upon the 
rebels. The enemy opened fire with their ar­
tillery as soon as our troops made their ap­
pearance, and from all appearances thought 
they had us in a trap of our making. Our 
troops immediately formed in line of battle & 
charged on the enemy who ran at the first 
fire. Our troops then immediately . took 
possession of the town, and after remaining 
there a few hours retired to the main army. 
Our force was about 2,000 strong under 
Gen. Beno, and three boat howitzers under 
CoL Howard. The force of the rebel con­
sisted a Georgia regiment numbering 1100 
men, a portion of Wright’s Wise Legion, 
and two batteries of artillery. The enemy 
was totally routed, with a loss of about fifty 
men. Our loss is about twelve killed and 
fortyeight wounded.

St. Louis, April 24.—Late advices from 
New Mexico report that Colonel Slough, 
with his command, after the battle at Apa­
ches pass, was ordered by Colonel Canby 
to fall back on Fort Union. The rebels in 
the late battle lost 100 killed, 200 wounded 
and 100 prisoners They have fallen back 
and are entrenching themselves at their 
old position at Santa Fe. Col. Canby with 
900 regular Federals left Fort Craig to join 
Colonel Slough on the 31st March. His 
force will then amount to 2,400.

Washington, April 24.—The senate to­
day, by a unanimous vote, ratified the 
Seward-Lyons treaty negociated here for the 
suppression of the African slave trade. This 
is deemed a most important treaty, and will 
probable sweep the vestige of the piratical

The report of the department of Public 
Works has been printed and laid before the 
House. We extract some items of interest: 
—In regard to the Ottawa buildings, the 
report states that a dispute arose between 
the contractors and the department about 
charges for extras. Those were paid for 
far above the contract price. Yet even 
then the contractors were dissatisfied, and 
the matter was referred to Mr. Killaly for 
settlement. That officer reported the value of 
work and materials to 1st October last, at 
one million, three hundred and sixty three 
thousand five hundred and ninety-seven dol- 
jars, ($1,363,597.) And also for heating and 
ventilating, sixty-one thousand two hundred 
and eighty five dollars, ($61,285.) The re­
port does not say whether the contractors 
were satisfied with Mr. Killaly’s decision or 
not, The payments made to them are stated 
at one million, and 88 thousand, three 
hundred and forty-four dollars, ($1,088,- 
344,) $188,344 more than the appropriation, 
of course, expended without the consent of 
Parliame nt.

The debates in the House of Commons, 
in England, as well as the principal topic of 
conversation throughout the kingdom, has 
been the substitution of iron, in place of 
wood, in the British war vessels and gun- 
boats. The immediate exciting cause of 
this agitation, has been the recent encounter 
between the “Monitor" and the “Merrimac" 
both of which are iron clad vessels, and 
showed surprising pluck and powers of en­
durance. It was thought by many, and 
with a good show of reason, that such iron 
plated vessels, calculated to glance off the 
heaviest shot from their sides, without sus­
taining the slightest injury, would prove 
more than a match for the wooden walls and 
portholes of common warfare ; and the Brit- 
ish nation was waking up to the apparent 
possibility that, after all, the navy of Great 
Britain was not invulnerable.

In a recent discussion in the House of 
Commons Lord Paget expressed his opinion 
that inventive skill would soon provide en­
gines of warfare capable of penetrating the 
armor of the strongest iron clad vessels. 
And later accounts show that the testing of 
Sir William Armstrong’s new gun has ful­
filled the prophecy of Lord Paget to the very 
letter. The reports brought by telegraph, 
which are very meagre, show that targets 
built so as to conform in section to the sides 
of the Warrior, which have hitherto resisted 
the utmost battering that could be applied 
to them, were shattered by the missiles pro­
jected from the new gun. A section of the 
Monitor’s sides and turret was quite vul­
nerable. The iron plates of the targets were 
reduced to fragments, and the wooden back­
ing was broken up into splinters. In short, 
the experiments prove that with the new 
ordnance an ironsided ship is but little more 
invulnerable than a wooden vessel. The 
revolution in naval warfare which was inaug­
urated by the introduction of iron-plated 
ships is not yet complete. The weapons of 
aggression designed by Sir William Arm­
strong have for a time obtained the mastery 
over the means of defence furnished by the 
strongest ironplated ship that has ever been 
launched. The tendency of invention for 
many years past has been to increase the 
powers of attack over the powers of resist- 
anoe. Improvements in stone forts, earth 
works, and all the advantages which the art 
of defence could confer upon a stronghold, 
have not kept pace with the improvements 
in artillery. The introduction of mail clad 
batteries was a great step made on the de­
fensive side: but this great gain has at 
length been neutralized by the progress made 
in the construction of artillery. Such an 
invention as this made by Sir William Arm­
strong is of incalculable value to Great Brit­
ain. Her magnificent wooden navy, which 
was too rashly deemed worthless after the 
duel between the ‘Merrimac’ and ‘Monitor», 
can now be made formidable even to the 
iron sided ships of foreign powers. Armed 
with the new and terrible artillery, and 
manned with brave British sailor’s, Eng­
land’s wooden navy will yet hold its proud 
historic position quite well until the iron

ed to spend thousands of pounds on other 
objects without the sanction of Parliament, 
and had afterwards asked him to vote them
