
until long-term major facilities 
are available in Ontario.

Another proposal currently 
undergoing public hearing, 
involves the conversion of the 
existing Ajax sewage treatment 
plant to process 8.8 million 
gallons of waste a year.

Last week, the U.S. Senate 
Finance Committee moved 
toward passage of a “superfund” 
designed to clean up hazardous 
waste sites. A total of $4.1 billion 
will be raised through fees 
assessed against companies that 
manufacture toxic substances is 
expected to be approved by the 
committee and sent to the Senate 
floor.

These latest American controls 
are “much more comprehensive 
than anything we have here,’’ 
according to Bill Glenn.
