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too late to be of much use to himself or his immediate
family, and this he tells you in his own way. You may
know some of the people to whom he refers, and you
may think he is not fair in some of his characterisations.
He is, however, just as fair to others as he is to himself.
Finally it may be as well to warn the Preface-

reader that this is a story without a plot and without
a hero.
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
