Cease to use those outhouses situated near wells.

Bo not allow accumulations ofhouse slops, manure,

fann reftise, &c., to remain near the house. The
air given off hy them is dangerous, and by soaking

into the gpround they poison the water you drink.

If you have water-closets inside the house, see that

they are in good order, and that the pipes do not

leak and allow poisonous gases to enter your

house. ,. .
