60 and 250 seq.) to attribute the private
opinions of his authorities to the whole
Masonic body. But his quotations are
so full and so abundant that the reader
is enabled to form his own opinions in
every case, and to accept Father
Preuss's strictures with as many grains
of salt as he may think necessary. Our
author succeeds, we think, in showing
conclusively that Freemasonry, in spite
of its disclaimer, fulfils Matthew Ar-
nold's famous definition of religion as
“morality touched by emotion,” and that
it is in point of fact accepted as a relig-
ion, or as a sufficient substitute for
religion, by many Freemasons.
