FAMOUS BUXTON SPA SECURES GREAT

With the dedication on Friday, August 11th, 
of the Canadian Red Crow Special Hospital by 
the Duchess of Devonshire, accompanied by 
General Sir Sam Hughes, there was handed over 
to tile lied Cross Society one of the most com­
plete institutions of its kind in England. On 
that date the hospital was, for the first time, 
filled to its capacity, two hundred and seventy- 
five patients being enrolled.

When, on March -Oth of the present year, the 
hospital was oiieiied, a new feature in ( a Haitian 
Red (Voss work was begun. Situate in Buxton, 
Derbyshire, the mountain spa. of England, its 
site is ideal for tile class of patients, those with 
nhcumatisrn and kindred diseases, tor which 
it was intended. To the natural thermal 
mineral baths, for which Buxton hue long been 
i aimed, have been added every modern device, 
including extensive electrical equipment, with 
a special department for X ray work and a 
competent start of masseurs.

long before the day of the official opening 
this institution had been thoroughly systenii- 
tized. Hours for baths i.nd various other treat 
meats had been regulated in such a manner that 
confusion was imjiossible, despite the large num­
ber of patients constantly arriving, and, at the 
conclusion of various periods, discharged as 
cured, l’atieuitfs arc equipped with hospiital 
clothing, assigned to their beds, and acquainted 
wfcli the routine of their new home in the 
shortest ixissibio time. And during their stay 
everything possible is done for their conveali­
enee and comfort. IVrhaps in no other simi- 
lair institution in England are more ertorts munie 
to provide suitable amusement for the patiente, 
or more pains taken for their comfort and 
health. And in these efforts the commanding 
officer, the matron and staff have been most 
generously assisted by the citizens of Buxton. 
And these efforts have always been appreciated 
by the patients.

The equipment is complete in every detail, 
consisting of the most modern kind being used 
in 11 ydro-tlicixypemtic, and Electric treatment. 
There is also a, most complote X Ray outfit.

It is the desire of the Staff to render a good 
account to the Cnmodia.ii Red Cross of the work 
they have entrusted us to do.

We will endeavour to render the best ser­
vices to relieve the sufferings of those placed 
in our cure, to restore them to health and 
strength.
