Then it 
was that he conceived the idea of the 
invasion of England, and to Nelson 
was entrusted the task of smashing 
the combined navies of France and 
Spain. On the morning of the mem­
orable 21 st of October, 1805, he saw 
the enemy in the Bay of Trafalgar 
moving to meet him in a frank fight.
