An aver-
age tree, say with a basal circumfer-
ence of 12 feet, will yield about 50
piculs of ecamphor (approximately
6,660 pounds) which, at the present
market price, is worth about $5.000,
Strictly speaking, there are no
camphor forests, as the camphor
laurel is only one of a number of
