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Fruit Dryers and “Evaporators.”

Those who have hot-bed sashes can
dry fruit by the heat of the sun in a
manner vastly superior to the ordinary
method. A box should be made like a
hot-bed frame, but with a bottom, and it
should have legs to raise it a féw inches
frcm the ground. The sashes should fit
closely to keep out dust and insects. In
the front of the box, at the bottom, make
openings under the middle of each sash,
and at the rear make simiiar openings at
the top. We do not recollect the exact
size we used, but probably twelve inches
long by three wide will answer. These
openings should be covered with wire
cloth. though in its absence mosquito
netting or a similar stuft’ will answer. The
fruit, or other article to be dried, should
be-upon trays or frames covered with
some course fabric, and raised -a
few inches from the bottom of
the box. The sash being so placed
as to-catch the full heat of the sun, the
drying will go on in a surprising manner
The air passing in at the lower openings
will become quickly heated, and going
out at the upper openings a current will
be established, carrying off the moisture
from the fruit, ctc., in the most satisfact-
ory manner. - The product will not be so
white when dried by artificial heat but
for home use just as good, and it will be
free trom dust and the soiling by insects.
We have dried the finest sweet corn im-
aginable with a contrivance like this, and
and have no doubt of it efficacy in drying
fruit.— Admerican Agriculturist.

a matter of this kind before any compe-

hand for a reference. Now it is a fact
that when Mr. Abbott of the Dominion
Bridge Company wasin the city, endeav- -
oring to secure a contract for an iron
snperstructure,he did say to the Attorney
General that the superstructure in the
proposed bridge was 186 tons to each span
of 250 feet, and that this would require
the bridge to sustain a weight per linear
foot of 1500 1bs, while all they asked their
iron bridges to sustain was 1250 lbs. This
statement we have reason to believe Mr.
Abbott repeated in St. John; and we
challenge the Sun to deny that it has
-any_other foundation ~than this for
the question which . it pul to the
Attorney General, and we very much
doubt if it even had this information
direct from Mr. Abbott himself. Itis
reasonable to suppose that Mr. Abbott’s
opinion is valuable upon a matter of this
kind; not that he gave any opinion to the
Attorney General, for he simply casually
made a statement of fact; but in the
present case he was wrong in point of
fact, as the bridge is not so heavy as he
said it was. We give elsewhere a full
statement of the weight, dimensions,
pressure and strength ol one span of the
bridge, and it will be seen- that Mr. Ab-
bott  overestimated the weight of the
span by 30 toms. If his estimate was
the result of calculations it is easy to
point out how his error might have oc-
curred. If he caleulated, as he probably
did, upon the materi of the
whole span, floor timbers, joists, floor and
braces as well as the truss being of
pitch pine,he would have by taking actual
dimensions have approximated very
nearly to the weight he gave; and if;
as is most probable, he took a rough
average of the size of the truss braces he-
would get 186 tons; but on a careful
estimate made by taking the dimensons
of each piece of timber in the structure,
and allowing to it the highest weight
given by any of the authorities, we get
the actual weight, including wood, iron
and pain}, at a little under 156 tons; for
purposes of calculation we have’ called
the weight 156 tons.

In all cases in the calculations given
elsewhere we have put the weight at the
maximum and the strength of the mater-
ial at the minimum; that is to say, we
have made every allowance against the
bridge, whicli the most exacting critic
could require, and our conclusion is that
the bridge is amply strong enough,

WasHiNGToy, D. €., Aug. 19, 1884-—The
state department to-day informed the
surgeon-general of the marine hospital
service that the United States consul at
Barbadoes had telegraphed as follows :
