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EDITORIAL NOTES.

Mr. Jamieson, M. P., lias giveu notice 
in the Dominion Parliament of a bill to 
amend certain clauses in the Canada 
Temperance Act. The hill is introduced 
at the instance of the Domini m Alliance, 
and it is anticipated if passed, that it 
will render thé Act much more efficient 
in counties where it has been adopted- 
Some of these changes are important and 
it is to be hoped that the good sense of a 
majority of the house will pass the clauses 
mentioned in (he proposed hill, and thus 
do away with many of the present un­
certainties which exist and make it in 
many cases almost an impossibility to ef­
fectively carry out the law. The fol­
lowing are quoted as the changes propos­
ed :—

The first section of the bill proposes to 
amend the law so .as to allow of the de­
posit of a petition in either registrars’ of­
fice, where there are two in a county. 
The second and third sections make the 
act applicable to British Columbia, which 
is not the case now, owing to then# being 
no county organisations theraS.—The 
fourth has in view making of application 

.to temporary judical district*. The fifm 
lection amende the act so that a repeal 
rote cannot be taken until after it has 
been in operation for two years and ten 
months. The Sixth amends the provis­
ions of the law in reference to the sale of 
liquor for medicinal purposes or for use 
in art, trade or manufactures. It pro­
vides that the druggest or vender shall 
fils certificates and make returns to the 
collector of Inland revenue. It also pro­
poses t^impoee a penalty on any medical 
man giving fraudulent or colorable cer­
tificates. The eighth section is intended 
to simplify the law in reference to the 
justice of the peace before whom prose­
cutions are brought. At present there is 
considerable trouble as to the jurisdiction 
of the police magistrate. The twelfth 
section will amend the search clause of 
the act It is proposed to give police- 
magistrates having jurisdiction under the 
act power to issue a search wsrrant in 
the first instance. Other sections will 
permit of a search warrant being issued 
at any time : at present it can only be 
issued during the day time. The last 
section provides for the application of 
penalties. It proposes that when a pro­
vincial or other public officer is prose­
cutor, *{i»‘ shall be paid to him.
In other cases half shall go to the prose­
cution and half to the treasury of the lo­
cal municipality. The merits of the bill 
will be discussed at the meeting of the 
Dominion Alliance, which will be held 
shortly. "S;

The Scott Act repeal election, which 
took place in Halton, Out., on March 
1st, resulted in the petition being car­
ried by a majority of over 200. Various 
reasons ai c given by the friends of the 
Act to accouut for their defeat, which, it 
is stated has been illegnbly obtained, and 
there is talk already of endeavoring to 
quash the proceedings on these grounds. 
In the meantime the liquor dealers and 
their friends are said to be wild over 
theh eifltxpgptcd. success, this being their 
ffrk victory of the many attempts to re­
peal the Act in various constituencies.

The resolutions of the Grit Convention 
held in Quebec in October last have been 
laid before the Ontario Legislature and 
have been severely critized by Mr. Mer­
edith. As these resolutions will be be­
fore the local lagislature of New Bruns­
wick for discussion, we may expect to 
hear more about them from our own 
members. In the meantime we publish 
the editorial comments of the Empire ol 
March 2nd, on Mr. Meredith’s speech.

“ Mr. Meredith’s speech on the Mercier reso­
lutions was .undoubtedly one of tke ablest 
ever delivered in the Legislature of Ontario. 
Mr. Meredith was in good “ form hie voice 
was clear, his matter well arranged, his choice 
of words ail that could be desired, his mental 
attitude bold, aggressive and commanding, his. 
argumenta well-knjt and conclnSye— all back­
ed by a moral power to which the justice of 
his cause and the fairness and manliness of the 
speaker’s character lent irresistible force. His 
exposure of the purely party character of the 
Grit cane as which assembled at Qnebec to 
frame amendments to the Dominion constitu­
tion, in contrast with the self-sacrificing and 
patriotic eouitnci of the Reformers end Con- 
set vatives who, hying aside all party feeling, 
met in the same city in 1664 to frame a new 
constitution for the scattered Provinces ol 
British North America, was most effective. 
His treatment of the disallowance question 
supplies one of the ablest arguments yet ad­
vanced on that subject, while his citations 
from the speeches of reformers who took part 
in framing tha constitution, from Hon. Edward 
Blake when Minister of Justice, and from all 
who, irrespective of politic», could speak with 
authority on so important a subject, left the 
Ontario Government utterly powerless to 
frame an argument in reply. Mr. Meredith’s 
exposure of Mr. G. W. Russ’s attitude in sup­
port of disallowance in the House of Commons, 
where that inconsistent gentleman moved a 
resolution, the effect of which was to require 
the Dominion Government to reto the educa­
tional legis’ation of New Brunswick—a subject 
which the Legislature and courts of New 
Bruaawick, the Dominion and Imperial Gov­
ernment*, and the. highest Conn, of the Em­
pire, successively maintained was within the 
exclusive jurisdiction of the province—proved 
a demoralizing blow for Mr. Ross, who, in his 
reply, danced all around the subject but was 
careful not to como to close quarters with Mr. 
Meredith's damaging expose.

“ A* the resolution moved by Mr. Ross on that 
occasion was sustained by the whole of the 
Ontario Reform party, the ground is cut clean 
from under them a* defenders of provincial 
right» and opponents of disallowance, and their 
nakedness is exposed. On the question of the 
disloyal reputation of some of the delegates 
to the Meatier Conference, Mr. Meredith was 
particularly strong, his scarification of a Min­
istry that did not hesitate to strike hands with 
xaem who wonld aot even sit at the conference 
table until an “ understanding” had been at. 
ranggd that they would still be at liberty to 
labor for the destruction of the Confederation 
by any means they pleased, was an example ol 
powerful discriminâtoin and forensic eloquence. 
Indeed, it is difficult to discover in Mr. Mer­
edith’» great effort a single weak point. He

did not waste bis strength in dealing with the 
petty details of the resolutions bnt went straight 
to the heart of the proposed amendments to 
the-constitution—the disallowance question, 
the return to “ Downing Street dictation" in 
regard to Local legislation, the proposed dee- 
traction of the Federal franchise, the “ reform' 
of the Senate, and the new financial terms—. 
handling every subject with market ability and 
cutting ont work for every Government siieak- 
er that would follow. The fairness of the 
argument added weight to the power of the 
blows dealt at the caucus resolves. The clos­
ing appeal to the Ontario opponents of Confed­
eration to abandon their unceasing and mis­
chievous agitations of twenty yean and de­
vote their time and talents to the develop­
ment of the country met with a hearty res­
ponse in every loyal breast. Altogether, the 
speech was one worthy of Mr. Meredith's high 
reputation as a legislator, an orator and a pa­
triot,’ and worthy of the legislator of the pre­
mier province of Canada.

“fWe should expect to hear that steps have 
been ta ken[ to'distribute at least one hundred 
thousand copies of this speech throughout the 
Province and the Dominion.”

Departmental Report. %

The report of the Postmaster General 
has been received. The report shows a 
large increase In numbers of post offices 
aa well as In mileage, there having been 
239 new post offices established through­
out the Deminion, Increasing the total 
number of post offices In operation to 
7,534, and that the mall service has been 
augmented by the organization of 1,920 
■lies of additional pest route, and of 
514,407 miles of additional annual mail 
travel over the various pest routes ol 
Canada.

The number af letters passing through 
the mails la estimated lo have Increased 
to a yearly total of 74,300,000, and ol 
post cards to 16,356,000.

The report also refei s to the arrange­
ments entered into for the conveyance 
of parcels through the malls between 
Canada and the United States, which 
was lo come into force on the11st of 
March, (but of which no official notice 
appears yet to have been made) the rate 
of postage to be one cent per ounce pre­
paid.

In reference te the total revenue and 
expenditure, the following figures are 
given :—Tbe Postal Revenue for the 
year was $2,603,255, and the expenditure 
included In the accounts was $8,458,100, 
showing deficit of $854,845. The de­
ficit on the accounts of the year 1886 
was $911,031, a difference in favor of 
last year of $56,186. In reference to
this fact tbe Postmaster General sayp :__
11 This reduction In the^comparatlve 
amount of deficit, or Insufficiency of the 
revenue from postal rates to meet the 
expenditure required for the due main­
tenance of tbe postal service, shows a 
tendency, for the first time since 1883. 
towards a higher comparative rate ol 
Increase in revenue than In expenditure.

“ The estimated number of registered 
Utters passing by mall In Canada during 
this year was 3,560,000. The casualties 
affecting safe carriage and delivery ap­
plied to 166 cases ont of this number, a 
result which does not vary from tbe or­
dinary average of one In every 21,400 
letters registered. In this aggregate of 
casualties are reckoied registered let­
ters lost or destroyed by fire or other 
accidents while under conveyance, as 
well as letters stolen by borglsrs or 
miscarrying from other like causes be­
yond the controlling power or Influence 
of any registration system. In 34 of 
the remaining cases Included In the 166, 
the miscarriage, or tbe responsibility for 
it, wss traced by the registration to neg­
ligence on the part of persona In tbe em- 
Bloy of the Post Office, by whom the 
amount* contained In the lost letters 
were made good.”

The total number of money orders of 
all classes issued during the year was 
574,899, an Increase over the previous 
year of 45,441, the amount foi which 
they were issued aggregating $10,328,- 
983. *

Obituary.
Mr- James Johnston, the much re­

spected Postmaster of this town, died 
at his residence in Newcastle, on Wed­
nesday afternoon, February 29th. Aoout 
2 years ago he was thrown from a cart 
while crossing the railway track and re­
ceived injuries in his head which grad­
ually led to paralysis, and for some 
months past he has been almost entirely 
unconscious, appearing to suffer very 
much. All that loving and kind atten­
tion could do for him was done, and 
after gradually becoming weaker and 
more and more helpless the end came. 
He was 58 years of age. He came to 
ibis country when about ten years o&l 
with his father and mother and a large 
family of children, in the fall of the year 
1839 or 1840, from Lockerbie, Dumfries­
shire, Scotland. They resided in Napan 
for a few years and then moved to a new 
farm on the Bartibogue where his father 
and mother yet reside, the former being 
close on to ninety years of age and the 
latter over eighty. Mr. Jas. Johnston, 
taught school in Napan and at Oak 
Point, in this county, and then came to 
Newcastle where he taught for about 
two years, when be accepted the office 
of Postmaster of the town of Newcastle 
upon the resignation of Mr. Jared Tozer, 
which office he held until his death, a 
period of about thirty years. He leaves 
a wife and family of five boys and a girl. 
Much sympathy Is felt for them In their 
affliction.

Flags at half mast were kept flying 
over the Post Office and Masonic Hall 
from the time of the death of Mr. John­
stone nnlil after the funeral on Saturday 
afternoon. On Saturday flags were also 
flying at half mast from the railway sta­
tion and at the Amerlcau Consul’s. Tbe 
deceased was for many years a member 
of Northumberland Lodge, No. 17 F. & 
A. M., and at his wish the members of 
the Lodge made the necessary prepara­
tions to inter the remains of tbeir late 
esteemed brother with Masonic funeral 
ceremonies. Shortly after 1.30 the 
members of the Lodge were called to 
order, a very large gathering being pre­
sent. St. John’s Lodge, Bathurst, was 
present in force, and in tbe large room 
adjoining the Lodge room was organized, 
in due form by its Worshipful Master, 
Mr. Stewart. Northumberland Lodge 
was organized In the Lodge Room, W. 
M. McLellan presiding and I). D. G. M., 
E. Lee Street acting as Dir. of Cer. 
There were a number of members pre­
sent from Chatham and Campbet ton. 
Shortly after two o'clock the procession 
started from tbe hall, St. John’s Ledge 
leading to the residence of the deceased, 
from thence to the churchyard, where 
prayer was offered at the grave by Rev. 
Mr. Aitkin, after which the beautiful 
and impressive Masonic services were 
proceeded with, the W. M., W. W. Me- 
Lellan conducting them. The funeral 
dirge was sung, a Masonic apron de­
posited In the grave and theh the de­
posit of sprigs of evergreen by the 
brother members of the Lodge. Then 
the grave is filled In and uothing Is left 
to bis sorrowing family and friends but 
remembrance of the past and hopes for 
a future happy greeting in the mansion 
above.

We also have to record the death of 
an old and respected resident of New­
castle, Mr. Edwin Parker, who died on 
Monday evening, F'eb. 27th, after a short 
illness. He was a kind husband and 
latber, honest In his dealings, and was a 
good type of an English gentleman.— 
His remains were interred' In S. An­
drew’s Church burial ground on Wednes­
day afternoon last.

A Well Deserved Punishment.
The .charge against the captain and 

mate of the Kancouter fur practicing or 
allowing the inhuman treatment of mem­
bers of its crew has been tried in St. 
John and resulted in the cancelling of 
the certificates cf the captain and first 
mate. They have no doubt come to the 
conclusion by this time that there is 
both law and justice for tbe British sail­
or In St. John. The following is Capt. 
Scott’s judgment :—

Wreck and Salvage Act 49 Vic., cap. 
81, section 8 : Having carefully weigh­
ed the evidence ol the officers and sea­
men who lately served on board the 
ship Vancouver, while on tke voyage 
from Liverpool lo St. John, New Bruns­
wick, I am led to the conclusion that 
the captain and the first mate were 
guilty of gross acta of misconduct and 
tyranny, and that It is the duty of this 
court to cauoel the master's certificate 
of Abner Tedford Porter, No. 1882, and 
also the mate's certificate of Ralph Her­
bert Goudey, No. 2240, late mate of that 
ship and they are cancelled accordingly.

Aa Important Notice.
A large number of New Brunswick 

teams have been engaged during the 
past winter in the lumber woods of tbe 
State of Maine and ou railway works. 
Such teams entering the United States 
were required to pay duty on the value 
ot the team. Those engaged in the 
lumber woods can be returned without 
paying the Canadian duty, but no men­
tion Is made of those engaged In railway 
work. Why allow one class the pri­
vilege and not the other. The following 
is the official order in reference thereto 
which is copied from'Saturday’s St. 
John Sun :—

Henry Webber, co:iecfor of customs, 
St. Stephen, has received the following 
telegram from the customs department : 
“ Yon may allow horses workiug in 
United States lumber woods to be re­
turned to Canada free of duty, although 
they have paid duty in the United States, 
provided you are satisfied of their iden­
tity as Canadian horses sent out for that 
work In November last or since, and 
that they have not changed owners or 
been employed otherwise than lumber­
ing."

Dear Sir,—I noticed in a recent issue 
of the “ Educational Review” an extract 
from your paper on School Savings 
Banks. I gathered from it that the ques­
tion had been discussed in your County 
and decided upon adversely by the teach­
ers. I may say, so much the worse for 
vour teacher». School Savings Banks 
like many other good things have come 
to stay. I find that your teachers settled 
the matter as they did because they 
thought th# children of poor parentage 
suffered when the children ef rich par­
ents were open to the same privileges, as 
the latter would be able to make larger 
deposits and hence would put on the airs 
of a bloated millionaire. You, Mr. Edi­
tor, struck the nail on ihc head when you 
rematked, that such an idea would possi­
bly vanish when the scheme was set in 
operation just as lota of phantoms connect 
ed with free schools have vanished. 
Such, sir, I am glad to say is the case. 
In our school system here we have a re­
gistration during the year of about 1050. 
For the present term the numlter enrol­
led is about 875 af these over 500,are in 
the School Savings Bank, the deposits to 
date eleven weeks are in "round numbers 
$5.25. The scheme works harmoniously, 
there has lieen no booming or advertis­
ing. Now as to the point at issue. I 
find that the heaviest deposits are not 
made by children of rich parents, but by 
those far from rich, a newsboy is away up, 
putting away his’weekly-savings. Not 
in a single case is a child of wealthy par­
entage a larger depositor. This can easi­
ly be explained as they may already 
have a Post Office Savings Account, or a 
Savings Bank Account. In the highest 
department children of well to do parents 
have deposited sums as small as three 
cents. In fact the criticism urged has no 
foundation whatever. Your suggestion 
to give tbe scheme a trial before Condem­
nation is worthy of the person who tvrote 
the scholarly article on the subject. Any 
scheme so highly endorsed as" this is by 
the greatest nations on earth, where a 
person who is not thrifty has no show in 
life, should be tried before being con­
demned.

In Dartmouth we have not heard a 
word against the working of the experi­
ment (fur it is an experiment in Canada,) 
Dartmouth having the high honor of be­
ing the first town in Canada to introduce 
School Savings Banks into her public 
schools.

We are fairly well assured that many 
a boy’s future will be made successful by 
the lessons on thrift and self denial in 
Small matters that will be impressed up­
on him in such a practical wav. The 
teachers lessons can be acted upon.

Many are the plans now forming of 
doing regular work for small pay, of 
working a garden plot, of many an in­
dustrious moment to be spent, that the 
little account may grow larger. Such a 
training, one of industry and self denial 
for future good is a training that will in­
jure no one, teachers not excluded.

Quite a number are saving their cents 
to purchase school books when grading 
time comes. Is not this an improvement 
upon the daily trade at the candy shops 1 
Is this a sign that they are wealthy off­
spring 'I

So well assured are we that it is a very 
valuable adjunct toour juvenile education 
that we are at on# in its praise after the 
trial we have had, I feel like urging up­
on every town in this broad Dominion, 
tbe establishment of these Banks, and if 
the towns where they are planted are 
blessed with as good, as faithful, and as 
earnest a staff of teachers as Dannouth 
has, the School Savings Bank will be a 
success that will pass all expectation.

St. John Letter. ^
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A thousand voices blended as one ! 
What a terrific din they make.. 1 heard 
that hoarse sound twice last we\k in the 
Victoria Rink and upon each occasion 
trained athletes responded to the shouls 
and redoubled their energies to get there 
first. If New Brunswick can claim the 
championship of any eport she can claim 
that of skating. From Grand Falls to 
St. John, from Moncton to St. Stephen, 
every town and village has some kind of 
a skating rink of which the champion­
ship is claimed by some one of speed and 
muscle. McCormick is the greatest 
skater I have ever seen. He stands head 
and shoulders over such men as Paulsen, 
Dowd, Whelpley and Laidlaw. Every 
move lie makes is full of grace and 
strength. His body is as supple as a 
reed and ns sinewy as a willow. When 
he is skating alone on the rink course,

bent almost double, he makes no noisç. 
Every stroke is clean and noiseless and 
in this lie gains a great advantage over 
all who oppose him. He is a credit to 
the province and worthy of his honors 
because he is an honest sportsman. No 
man can accuse him of selling a lace ; no 
one ever saw him in a contest when he 
did not do his best to win. Bkatiug is a 
grand sport in which every native takes 
the greatest pleasure. His craving for 
excitement is satisfied when, one of a 
thousand, he urges by hoarse shouls. three 
or four of lïia trained favhrites to their 
greatest speed ; and they, with every 
nmscle strained, leaning forward, heaving 
the stirring strains of music on the one 
hand and the hoarse shout of the popu­
lace on the other ciyiug “ the last lap” is 
it any wonder that power and %kill and 
muscle return and breast to breast they 
sweep as one line before the judges.

St. John mourns the loss of another 
prominent citizen in the person of Dr. 
Earle, who died suddenly last Thursday. 
At the time ot the great fire of 1877 no 
man was so popular, no man so honered 
as Dr. Earle. The citizens elected him 
as their Mayor and reposed every confi- 
derce in his honesty and judgment. 
Ever since lie came to St. John, some 24 
years ago, he has been a prominent citi 
zeu, holding some of the most responsi­
ble offices in the gift of the people and 
the government. For more than a score 
of yeârs be was sole coroner of the city 
and during that period lie investigated 
some of the darkest crimes, bringing out 
evidence that in the end convicted the 
offenders. His head was always'clear, 
his judgment could he depended upon, 
and hie legal or medical opinion was 
worth as much as that of any lawyer or 
doctor in the province. He was always 
cheerful and full of anecdotes of which 
he had an inexhaustible fund. Young 
and ok! delighted to assemble in his resi­
dence knowing always that they would 
be as welcome aa the day. Ts it mot 
strange that a man a ho has so long been 
coroner and held so many investigations 
into sudden death should himself be called 
away without a moment’s warning 1

Spring has fairly opened in town and 
our meichants aie happy. Everything 
looks bright and no person wants them 
to lose a mite of their lustre for the 
next four months at least. Then we will 
all go to the country. The schemes of 
the Trade Promoting Company arc ma­
turing slowly hut surely and if they se­
cure the necessary legislation there is no 
doubt the promoters will make a big 
“boom” in St. John. “ We have all to 
gain and nothing to lose” is the cry and 
inactive business men who have, up to 
this lime, only moved in the little circle 
of their own trade and patrons, aie peer­
ing out and around widening their com­
mercial sphere and increasing their con­
nexions. Mr. George Robertson inform­
ed me that he had received hundreds of 
inquiries from all over Canada for in­
formation concerning the Argentine Re­
public trade. A large barque will be 
"chartered and already applications for 
space are coming in so rapidly that he 
lias no doubt* ahout' getting a full cargo. 
If St. John can establish lines of packets 
between the West Indies and Soutli 
America there is little fear that the trade 
will seek another outlet.

At the present time the carpet and 
furniture dealers are doing a rushing 
city and country trade. Theirs is a 
peculiar business. Mr. A. O. Skinner, 
the well khowu carpet merchant, told 
me a few days ago that he did more busi­
ness in the three spring months than 
during the other nine. He said :— 
“ There are always lots of houses to be 
equipped and the more the better. Only 
a few months ago I carpeted the Victoria 
Hotal from top to bottom. That is an 
order not to be got every day, bnt when 
it is to be had it generally comes to th* 
best carpet establishment in town,” and 
he pointed with pardonable pride to the 
immense room, the aides of which were 
lined with large rolls of Brussels and 
Tapestry carpets of the latest designs. 
Skinnei’s carpet warerooms is a house­
hold phrase in St. John. For 20 years 
he lma had the confidence of the purchas­
ing public and the experience he has 
gained in that time stands him in good 
stead, now when competition in his, as 
well as all other lines of business, has 
grown keener. Commissions are un­
known to him and his customers reap 
the benefit of his direct cennexion with 
the manufacturais. A Montreal traveller 
said to Mr. Skinner a few days ago, 
“ Your show room ia the largest and your 
stock the largest and most complete of 
any Canadian dealer,” a compliment 
which any one can prove by visiting the 
establishment. Prices are as low as last 
season and when a housewife can see 
what she proposes to buy spread out be 
fore her in the extensive show rooms she 
is better able to come to a decision which 
will please her so long as the article 
wears, and if she wants draperies to 
match she can accommodate herself on 
the spot.

We are about to import another cleri­
cal light to illuminate our wordly path 
and keep us in it. It seems strange that 
if a prominent clergyman dies the con­
gregation loiiks upon every Canadian ap­
plicant with suspicious eyes. That is a 
kind of patriotism of which every right 
thinking Canadian must disapprove.— 
Professional positions of honor in Canada 
should be filled with Canadians instead 
of Englishmen, many of whom have nev­
er given Canada a thought beyond the 
prevailing and shivering idea that it is 
under the shadow of the North Pule. It 
takes an Englishman a year or two afier 
his arrival to get rid of his preconceived 
notions of our country. Then he begire 
to understand and appreciate us, but in 
the meantime instead of him teaching us 
he lias been the student. I heard an 
Englishman who ranks high in the New 
Brunswick Episcopal Church exclain 
oucc, I cai| always tell a New Bruns- 
wicker opt of New Brunswick by the 
way he uses his pepper box. He always 
taps it.” There’s a new national peculi­
arity for you.

Some 6f the Nova Scotia journalists 
propose to meet March 15 and form a 
press association. The suggestion has

been made that the organization should 
be Maritime and aim to regulate some 
matters which fora long time have been 
ruuuiug themselves as well as arrange for 
an annual excursion of the members.

The resolutions of the Inter-Provincial 
Conference, agreeably to one of the con­
ditions upou which the same received the 
unanimous support of the conference will 
he submitted tor your approval,
Mr. President, and Honorable Gentlemen 

of the Legislative Council,
Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House

of Assembly,
n addition to the measures I have m- 

ficated,—
A hill to make provision for the organ­

ization of the Public Departments.
A bill for the consolidation and amend­

ment of the laws relating to lauds and 
other property of the crown.

A hill, relating to mines and minerals. 
A bill for the consolidation and amend­

ment of the game laws ; and other mea­
sures of importance will he laid before 
you, and with full confidence in your 
patriotism and zeal in the publie service, 
1 leave you to your deliberations.

Mr. Phinney meved and Mr, Morrissy sec­
onded the address in reply to the speech.

Mr. Phinnby

said—relying upon the forbearance end favor 
which I am pleased to learn is usually extend­
ed by the house to'uew members who are called 
upou to discharge the duty which to-day de­
volves upon me, I desire to occupy your atten- 
tiou, sir, anil the attention of the house for a 
short time while I briefly refer to some ef the 
important subjects of legislation and of public 
interest mentioned in the speech of his honor 
and in the reply which I have had the honor 
of moving. It muet be a matter of satisfac­
tion to members of this house, sir, that not­
withstanding the st«tement that is so frequent­
ly made by chronic grumblers and pessimists 
that the previuce is not making satisfactory 
progress, that h;s honor has felt justified by 
the condition and prosperity of the country to 
make use of the expression contained in the 
first paragraph of the eddress. I feel assured, 
sir, that with the industrious, enterprising and 
patriotic people we possess, aided by proper 
legislation and good government, New Biuus- 
wick will continue to pregreas in the future as 
she has in the past. It iscertainly a matter of 
congratulation that the long standing claim for 
interest arising out of what is known as the 
Eastern Extension claim which -lias lieen so 
persistently pressed by different governments 
of the province has at length been recognized 
by tlie Dominion government. Tbe

present administration at OTTAWA 
as well aa the government of this province are 
alike to be congratulated on the result. There 
are many important subjects of legislation pro­
posed in the speech and which taken in connec­
tion with the legislation passed by this "noase 
during the past few years go far to justify the 
existence of the local legislature as an impor­
tant factor under onr own Canadian constitu­
tion and to contradict tb e statement we some­
times hear made that since the union of the 
provinces the local legislatures have sunk into 
insignificance and that the legislation with 
which they have had to deal is of very trivial 
importance. It is true tli&t since confederation 
many of the important questions which hith­
erto came before the local parliament have 
been relegated to the dominion parli-ment 
Much is still, however, reserved for the consid­
eration of/the local legislature, and it is highly 
desirable that the rights and privileges reserved 
to the province under the constitution should 
be strictly guarded and protected. In this 
view the resolutions adopted by the interpro­
vincial conference recently held at Quebec, 
and which, we are informed, will be submitted 
to the house, become of considerable impor­
tance. As they are not yet submitted to the 
house, it"will not be in order, nor will I be ex­
pected to refer to them in detail. I may be 
permitted to say, generally, that it is no reflec­
tion upon ihe statesmanship of the promiment 
Canadian statesmen who framed the B. N. A. 
Act, that,after a lapse of 2ti years important 
and serious objections should be raised to the 
working of the act in some particulars, and to 
defects which equally wise statesmanship 
should now seek to remedy. The act of con­
federation was a new departure in the govern­
ment of British colonies and it is not too much 
to say, that in some respects, especially so far 
as the rights, powers and prerogatives of the 
provinces arc concerned, it is capable of im­
provement. Ope ot the objections to the con­
stitution, and one to which the resolutions may 
be expected to refer, is extensive veto of the 
power given by the constitution to the Domi­
nion government, a power which is not limited 
or defined by any express words, and the pro­
posed exercise of which has already given 'rise 
to strong remonstrances on the part of the gov­
ernment and legislature of New Brunswick— 
I refer sir, to the remonstrances made by the 
government of this province to the proposed 
disallowance of the school law.

[Mr. P. here referred to the opinion on the 
question expressed by Mr. Justice King or Mr. 
Justice Wedderburn, then attorney general and 
provincial secretary of the province.]

I do not refer to the question for the pur­
pose of recalling any discussion on the school 
law, now so happily settled, but fer the pur­
pose of the constitutional question raised at 
that time. With tbe view then expressed by 
tho leaders of tbe local government all will 
now be disposed to agree.

There are other kindred questions dealt with 
by the resolutions which will be considered 
when they come up for discussion. They will 
1 believe, Ve found framed on a broad and lib­
eral basis, and in no way can they properly be 
construed as an attack upon the present Do­
minion government, or at all compromising 
the friends of that administration in this house. 
They will, I [rust, be considered by the house 
;n that patriotic and nonpartisan spirit in 
which all constitutional questions should be 
considered and with the sole dssire to preserve 
intact onr rights under the constitution. An­
other importent report that* w‘11, we are in­
formed, be laid before this house is tnal of tke 
law commissioners. Their labors, I am inform- 
e 1, are ndt yet completed, but it will be found 
that they have made very considerable pro­
gress. I am not prepared to indicate the ex­
act character of the changes they propose, but 
from the recognised ability and professional 
standing of the gentlgiien who constitute the 
commission, I have liWeTioubt that the recom­
mendations will have very great weight with, 
and be adopter! by the house. Witfirp the 
past few years very important changes havs 
been made in connection with the constitution 
and practice of the higher courts, and further 
amendments in the same line would be ap­
proved by the legal profession and the public 
generally. The commissioners may be expect­
ed to deal with the constitutien of the courts 
of probate and the inferior courts. The office

of J. P. ia one of the most ancient 
able known to English law. I am . 
know that the large majority of the ge 
who hold the commission of Ihepeece 
out the provinee are well qualified 
position, but it is no reflection upon 
say that they are not all qualified to 
as judges and try and determine the rights of 
suitors, and that the number of trial magie- 
trates might very properly be limited.

The important subjects of agricultire and 
the agricultural interests of the provi ice ere 
brought before cur notice in the 6th i nd 8th 
paragraphs of the address. This is on. of the 
most important subjects that can lie 1 -ought 
before this house. In all the province) of the 
Dominion and by the general governmi nt it is 
receiving year after year enlarged attention 
with a view to realizing the very best results.
In some of the provinces it is under tbe special 
contre! of the executive, and in the province 
of Ontario it is now proposed to esti bliah a 
special department of the governing jpth a 
minister of agriculture. It is a Idlestioil 
whetheria department of a somewhat similar 
character would not be advisable in tliii pro- 
vines. The board of agriculture as now con­
stituted does not give satisfaction. Its mem­
bers only meet once or twice a year and are en­
gaged chiefly in auditing the accounts of the 
local societies and very rarely criginzte any­
thing of a practical character in the mterest 
of agricultural improvement Nearly all the 
legislation that has been enacted that 4*3^" 
tion has originated with the executive of the 
province. The distribution of îl e provincial 
grants amongst the local societies abo calls 
for consideration. Under the present law only 
four societies can be establised in any county, 
whether large or small, and as the grant must 
be equally divided, great injustice is dene the 
larger-counties. The time is opportune for the 
consideration of, the whole subjectThe ad­
visability of

CONTINUING THE STOCK FARM 
is also a question for the consideration of the 
house. The results do not justify its retention.
Out of an eunnal expenditure of $3,000, only 
some $700 or $800 is realized, while only some 
17 or 18 calves are raised each year. The 
money it is thought, can be more beneficially x 
expended in the impoiting of stock and its 
distribution over the province. The importa­
tion of horses recently made, by the govern­
ment has given very great satisfaction and 
fu-thir importation of a like character would 
meet with approval. The advantages of New 
Brunswick as a sheep raising country are well 
known, and particular attention is now being 
directed to that branch of agricultural indus­
try. If a large importation oi high grade sheep 
were made and distributed tc all parts of the 
province very much better results would fol­
low from the expenditure of the provincial 
grant that now results from tlie stock fa-m.

The important subject of mines and min­
erals is also brought to our attention'and legis­
lation is promised en it. The state of onr 
legislation on this subject has never been 
creditable to the province and in this respect 
our neighboraNind sister provinces are very 
much in advance of us. Our mining interests 
are, it is true, limited, but are ho doubt 
capable of considerablÿ^xtention under proper 
legislation. All the subjects to which I have 
referred. Sir, are aa I have remarked of very 
great importance, and when supplemented, as 
I trust they will be, by a good lien law adapt­
ed to the wants and requirements of our 
mechanics and lumbermen, and a law largely 
extending the franchise—manhood suffrage if 
you will, tend very largely to improve the ma­
terial and political condition of onr people and 
make them contented with tleir lot, resolved 
to do their part in building up oni province 
and making it, as it is well calculated to be, 
one of the most important sections of onr great 
Canadian federation under the folds of that 
flag that— «

Has hrsvod a thousand years,
The battle and the breeze, 

and limited by ties of sympathy and patriotic 
love to the mother country, which, whatever 
her detractors may say to the contrary, I am 
proud to know 1» still recognized, and I trust, 
with the blessings of Providet ce, will, in the 
future, continue to he recognized as the first 
nation in the world, in ail that constitutes 
true national greatness.

MR. MORRISSEY,
in seconding the address, said Mr. Phinney, by 
his able speech, had left him little to say. He 
was glad to hear that the Dominion govern­
ment was about settling the eastern extension 
claim. He was glad for several reasons. One 
was that he bad always beeii a staunch sup­
porter of the present Dominion Government, 
and another was that he believed the leader of 
that government always worked in the beat in­
terests of the people. He lvas glad to see a 
reform promised in reference to agricultural 
matters and thought the prop; sals of the gov­
ernment wonld meet with the approval of all 
having the interests of the province at heart,
