nesting of the Oxford Union So- 
The question of colonial relations 

has beyond doubt gained very much in 
interest fear the British public these fow 
years past, and the number of public 
men who study it is increasing. What 
has chiefly drawn renewed attention to it 
in recent years appears to have been, 
first, the really striking and important 
event of the Confederation of tile Domin­
ion ; and, next, the growth of A sus­
picion in the public mind that the 
Gladstone Government w* paving the 
way for the abandonment of the Colonies 
altogether. The ri* of the New Domi­
nion of Canada drew public attention to 
thevMt possibilities of its development aa 
a “ new nationality,” while the raine and 
extent of the Colonial Empire * a whole 
loomed up before the public eye, when 
probabilities of its being allowed to slip 
from Britain’s grasp were hinted at. And 
the subject, we may be sure, will lose 

of its . interest at a time when a 
je of Government in England, be­

lieved to carry with it an important change, 
in Colonial policy, has taken place. 
Rightly or wrongly, the belief very gene­
rally prevails that with the exit of the 
late Imperial Government a certain danger 
to the continuation of Home and Colonial 
connection was removed, and that with, 
the advent of the present Government 
this connection has been made safe, or 
wiB be, shortly. The knowledge that men 
with whom party tradition and personal 
conviction are altogether in favour of 
retaining the Colonial Empire are now a* 
the head of affairs in England emboldens 
many a one to speak out " who might 
otherwise keep silenAhrough fear of V* 
speaking being all in vain. Keeping e’j 
them considerations in view, we may *
reaeon for believing that we are *y< but
on the threshold of discussion of r ges­
tion of vast importance to the British 
Empire-** upon the patrie* 1C settle­
ment of which the prosperity and dura­
tion of the Empire largely depend.

There is one probable effect of the 
abundant discussion of question now 
evidently at hand whx^ lt may be worth 
whik to pome oe^ the more so * it is 
one that may easi>y escape general obser­
vation. It * th;^ that such full and 
abundant dra^aMon will be likely so 
largely to influence executive action as to 
anticipate r uany important effects that it 
"“gbt be sought to accomplish directly 
by legisl ation, in &n probability long 
before any formal plan for Federation 
of th-j Empire shall have been committed 
to »>per and debated upon and adopted 

Parliament, such Federation will have 
'teen brought about in practice through 
judicious executive adaptation of existing 

| legislation or custom1 to the views of a 
new time. Instead of being legislated 
for in one single comprehensive Act of 
Parliament, Federation of the Empire may 
gradually grow np, and, by the time that 
we or our descendants are ready to pass 
such an Act, may be found to have been 
already established without any legisla­
tive act at all In France constitutional 
changes are elaborately mapped out on. 
paper, and are formally voted upon by a 
constituent Assembly ; in England they, 
to a large extent, grow np through cus­
tom, and the establishment of executive 
«id judicial precedents. Merely for the 
purpose of bringing the two methods: 
more sharply into contrast, and showing, 
the distinguishing characteristic of the* 
English method, we have given an exag­
gerated view of the probable extent to 
which it may be carried. What ia most 
likely to happen is that with some new 
legislation, perhaps with very little of it, 
great and important changes in colonial 
relations will be brought about. These 
changea will probably have this general 
character, that they will tend to realize 
the idea of a parent State, with 

it and powerful colonies, 
grand alliance, satisfactory 

alike to loyal and patriotic sentiment and. 
to the common interest of the Empire- 
Looking * ti* rapid growth of the princi­
pal Colonies in wealth and population, as

The great distinguishing merit of the 
British constitution is its capability of 
adaptation to new conditions.

And in accordance with this grand 
end characteristic distinction, the import­
ance of which we would press upon all 
who take colonial relations for a theme, 
we may expect that executive action and 
the growth of custom and precedent will 
do perhaps even more than actual new 
legislation to rattle what the* relations 
are to be. Of this we feel tolerably cer­
tain, that the former will in point of 
time be considerably in advance of the 
latter, and will have effected much before 
•ny legislation for Federation of the Em­
pire has been adopted. Meantime advo­
cates of the various schemes of Imperial 
Federation may find comfort in the 
knowledge that the important diacus- 
sions in which they are taking dot. are 
gradually and surely having their in­
fluence in hastening the reality and sub- 
■tan* of what they are seeking to bring 
about, though, not as yet precisely in any 
one of the rations ways recommended.
