The answer was that $5,000 would
not buy him. This is probably the only horse
that has had all his legs broken and lived
through it.”

strictly forbiddén in the manufactories of
that country. These colours were formerly
made of extracts from harmless plants, but
these have recently given place to anilines,
whiclff when made properly, are not poison-
ous. Anilines are poisonous only when the
arsenic used as a function in their manunfac-
ture has not been all eliminated. Every shade
of the rainbow may be produced from
anilines, but the average cost is $5 per
pound.

The Germans have invented » new game
somewhat like chess for the use and training
of military men. It is called the *‘game of
war.” The board; instead of being cutup
into squares, is a miniature map, with hills,
valleys, rivers, etc., and a plain for the
battle-field, all represeuted in geographical
order. The figures are madé of wood or tin,
and are of varied importance, according to
their size and form. Each adversary tries to
make the most of his position by placing the
figures according to the rules of the art of
strategy, the arraugement being made to
satisfy his own judgment, though opponents
are mnot allowed to se¢ each otiers strategic
movements till all are finished. " 'T'he game is
then conducted in strict observance of the
principles of military tactics, which decide
the winning or losing of the game. Any
chances of good Iuck are settled by a throwof
dice. The game has bean introduced as a
preparatory exercise for military novices in
mulitary schools, from which much practical
instruction can be obtained.
