We take a few particulars of the
life of e.ch from the Unita Catto ica:

John Baptist De Rossi was born in
Voltaggio, Liguira, Feb. 22, 1698.
e went to Rome in 1711 and studied
in the Eoman College. He received
Tonsure at 15 yvears and the priesthood
ia 1721. DbMade a vow to ask wo
benefice, and t¢ accep? none uniess oy
express coman of his-director. Was
1ttached to the Chiurch of Santa Maria
in Cosmedia and speat forty years of
the priesthood to the glory of Mary
{mmaeulate and iv assisting the ~ick
and in the couversion of sinners. lie
was an angzel of Divine Merey in the
large hospitals of the KEternal City.
He called them his ‘Indies’ as the
piace where he gathered his treasures,
Hada prudfr‘}c‘:ﬁé: for--eonsumplives .

The Romans cailed him zncther
Phillip Neri. Lived 66 years. Died
in hospital of ¢ Triaity of the Pilgrins’
May 23, 1764. ‘Vas beatified by Pias
BN b.\’"dtf(j"t‘ﬁ of March 7, 1859.

Renedict Joseph Linbre was born in
Ammettes, France, March 26, 1742
Sought at 16 years of age to oblaio
admittance inte a Lrappist Monastery
but was not accepted. Tried shortly
aftev the Trappists a second time, also
the Carthusians, and Cistercians, but
without avuil, Commenced a series
of pilgrimages, mostly in Italy, though
also in Frunce, Spain and Swijtzerland
to the wvarious ceiebrated shrines of
those ecountries, Died in Rome April
16, 1783, was beatified by Pius IX|
May 20, 1860.

T.awrenco of Brindisi, (ltaly), so
called beeause of his origin, was born
July 23,1559. Took the Capuchin
habit ia 1575. Displayed among the
students of Padua a mind of the high-
est. order. At being raised to the
priesthood, he devoted himself to
preaching, effecting great conversioas,
especially among the Jews among
whom he was specially efficacious be-
cause of his familiarity with their
Seriptures obtaiued throuch his tho-
rough knowledge of Hebrew. Clem-
ent VIII. gave him the charge of
preaching to the Jews in Rome aund
he discharged that duty for three
years, Went with eleven of his order
to Aust:iiain consequonce of a rejuest
of Rudolph IL. for Capuchins to preach
against heresy. Ia 1611 the Turks,
led by Mahommet IIl. invaded Hun-
gary; Lawrence on horseback. in his
Capuchin dress, with the crucifix in
his hand, in the froot rank urged to
combat against the Tarks who were}
defeatod October 11, Three days ai-
ter a secoud defeat obliged Mahomet
to reeross the Daaube. Having re~
turoped to Italy Lawrence was named
General of the Capuchins. ~He was
the soul of the Catholic League,
Amid the Lonors of princes aad the
applause of nations, he showed the
greatest humility. Haviag gooe to
Spain he fell sick in the little- towu of
Belem aond died there Jaly 21, 1619,
invoking to lis last breath the holy
name of Jesus. The ‘processes’ of
his boatification were formed in Spaia.
Germaoy, Rome, Naples, Venice,
Verona, Viceoza, Buassano, Brindisi,
Grenoa, Milao, where there were wit~
nesses of his virtue. Was beatified by
Pius VI Juue 1, 1877. The miracles

for his canonization wers discussed in
January of 1877 and August 1878,
Leo XIIL decreed his eanonization
September 11, 1881,

St. Clara of Montefaleo (Ttaly) was
born ia 1268. In 1275 entered a
hermitage, Soon becawme remarkable
for virtue. The hermitage into which
Clara and a few companions had res
tired to practice virtue, attracted the
attection of the Bishops who in 1299

ngacegateds the house to the rule of 8%

Aucrustine under the title of - Moaase

Archbishops, and Bishops of the Holy|tery «f the Ifoly Cross and Blessed

Jans (sister to Clara) was made the
first abbess but .died shortly after
(November 22, 1291) at the age of

Briacisi, Benedict Joseph Liabee Cons 149, About the close of that year Clara

was chosen, at the age of 23 years, ab-
bess of the Monastery. iler constunt
thonght was of our Saviour and his
Cross. She died Awuzunst 17, 1308,
proclaimed and iovoked as a Saint,
Her name was inserted in the Martyrs

ology which alse tells us-that the signs

of the Passion were stamped upon her
heart. Leo XILUL. in speaking of her
canonization said: “ When we ruled
cur Church of Perugia, we twice visit-
¢d the Sanctuiry of  DBlessed Clara,
twice off:red the uubloody Sacrafice
oun the altar beneath which lie ber res
waing, aad possessed by wonder aad
love looked at the precious and uncore
rupted relics of this great Virgis, and
Wove all the heart so famous on ac--
sount of the 1mpressions it received
f the ¢Puassions of the DBedcewmer.’
As in the case of several other Saints
she body of St. Clara rewmaias as if she
nad died bat yesterday.

Ia these cases, as in all others for
centuries back, the Church has requirs
ed the usual rigid inquiry before can-
onizzdon.  We wrote some time azo
f thut suabiect in these columns,
Not only the dvcumeunts conceruning
the life (drawa up at the time) are
examined buf miracles wiouzht
through the iutercession of the Saint
after death are required in order to ef-
feet -a.canon zalion,

Three of these four Saints were for
a time at least in the Eternal City.
[n the long list ol those who have res
ceived the honors of the altar, this fact
may be frequently ouserved, their at~
traction to the place sacred as the
centre of Catholic unity. Scarcely
any small part of that city but have
been made sacred by the risidence of a
Saint. One reason in itself to believe
that God can never allow a spot so
sanctified and blessed as the abiding
place of -the Head of the Charch to
pass into the hands of avother, with
far different memrries and traditions.
We believe that all impartial persons
vho have visited the Eteraai City, wiil
say too that these numerous examples
of the Saints within the wails have
left a deep impression upon the faiths«
ful there, and that nowhere c¢an be
found a greater spiril of prayer and
trust in God than in the city of the
Popes, The spirit of the place seem; to
seitle upun alla nd to leave a guie’ un-
failing confidence in all circumstances,
howsgever adversa, that God is ever to
mark, as he has for cevturies marked
Rome as sacred to one thing, and it
only the hcma of the Papacy,
SAD ACCIDENT AT POUCH

COVE.
A BEAUTIFUL CHURCI -BURNT [O
THE GROUND.

Last Sunday wa: a sorrowful day for
the Churca of England people al Poucn
Cove. A fire had been about half aum
hour lLit for moiniag serviee, when a
momber of the congregation happeuing
to look out of the window of his house at
the time, saw smoke appareatly cowming
from under the shingies, just below tue
saddle of the roof of the Church, toward
the centre, on the side opposite to where
the funnelling stood. Attention was at
once ealled to it ; but 1L was thought
at first that it might have been caused
by the batfling flyws of wind, vlowing the
smoke downwards over the roof. Hows
ever it soon became sadly too evident
that the Charch was on fire. [n another
few minutes ladders were placed on the
roof, and scores of eager 7oidateers cama
forward to try to extinguish the fire,
Water was difficult to be got, and it was
perilous work raiging the buckets to a
height ot at least fifty reet, upon a roof
that almost stood perpendicular. 'The
