A MADMAN AT THE HELM.
Desperate Struggle With a Maniac on a 

British Ship.

An extraordinary story is told by the 
crew of the British ship “ Albani,” which 
recently arrived in New York from Hong 
Kong. One of the crew taken on at Hong 
Kong was a Russian Finn named Ivan 
Maaton, who grew moody and despond­
ent as the vessel was rounding Cape Horn. 
One day when the Finn was at the wheel,, 
the first mate observed that the “ Albani” 
was deviating from her course, and was 
steering in a most erratic manner. He 
shouted to Mas ton to know what was the 
matter, but the only reply that he got 
from the latter was a blood-curdling ser­
ies of oaths. The first mate now knew 
that something was wrong with the helms­
man, so he told one of the crew to sum­
mon capt Burnett on deck. In the mean­
time Maston was steering all over the 
compass, and the vessel was in danger 
of being capsized. His appearance was en­
ough to strike anybody with terror, as he 
had drawn a huge jack-knife which he 
flourished in his right hand, tending to 
the tiller with his left. His eyes were 
rolling in his head, froth was issuing from 
his lips, and he threatened to cut the 
heart out of anybody that would come 
near him. Matters were now in a terri­
ble position, and captain Burnell saw that 
he had to capture the maniac at once or 
lose hie ship. Four of the men advanced 
cautiously on Maston, who had now 
placed his back against the wheel and 
flourished his deadly weapon in a very 
uninviting manner. The vessel was now 
without a helmsman, as the Russian Finn 
held the road to the wheel. The four 
sailors dashed upon the madman, who 
shrieked aloud and struck out right and 
left with his knife. Fortunately, one of 
the men managed to seize his hand, while 
the other three threw themselves upon 
him. A terrible struggle ensued, the 
four men rolling over and over on the 
deck, the Finn scratching and kicking 
like a demon incarnate. He seized Jim 
Daly, one of the men, by the right cheek 
and buried his teeth savagely in it. Daly 
roared aloud with pain, hut this seemed 
only to infuriate the madman. He sud­
denly released his hold, and, eluding the 
men, rushed to the bow. His eyes were 
flashing fire and the froth that oozed from 
his lips fell over the deck of the vessel. 
When he was running one of the other 
sailors tripped him up and he fell. Five 
or six sailors jumped on him like a flash, 
and before he could make any further re­
sistance, he was pinioned. He was then 
carried below, never ceasing to struggle a 
moment, and put in irons, from which he 
was not released until the “Albani” 
reached New York.

FRADULENT BUTTER.

It would appear that the “ Gilt Edge 
Butter Compound,” to which we made 
reference last week, is invading Canada. 
A recent Ottawa despatch says : “ Mis­
directed letters falling into the hands of 
the Post Office Department reveal the 
latest device for the defrauding of farmers. 
‘Gilt Edged Butter Company’ is the name 
and it consists of three cents worth of 
pepsin sold at a dollar and a half. The 
farmer is directed to take a pint of fresh 
milk and as much of the compound as he 
can heap on a silver dime. These two 
are placed in a churn with one pound of 
soft butter, the mixture is then agitated 
for a short time, when it soon becomes 
transfered into two pounds of apparently 
good butter. In reality this is an emul­
sion which soon grows weak and soft and 
speedily spoils. The postal headquarters 
of the fakers were at Windsor, but they 
belong across the line.”

One of our exchanges, in condemning 
these schemes to increase the yield of so- 
called butter, says : The proper way for 
increasing the yield of butter is to secure 
a breed of cows giving a milk with a high 
content of butter fat, giving the' animals 
proper nourishment, and keeping them in 
a clean and healthy condition. The prop­
er treatment of a herd of cows, together 
with neatness in the dairy, not only will 
give an increased yield of butter, but will 
also enable the producer of it to get an 
increased price.

The best method of making a good and 
sweet butter in large quantity, is careful 
selection of cows and careful feeding and 
care in the dairy. All vessels used in the 
dairy should be subjected every day for 
some time to the temperature of boiling 
water, to absolutely exclude all putrescent 
bodies and fermentative processes from 
the dairy, save those which are necessary 
to the normal ripening of the cream. 
The farmer who attends to these details 
will have no occasion to invest his money 
in fraudulent nostrums for increasing the 
product of his dairy and the magnitude 
of his profits.—P. E. I. Farmer.

HARVEY STATION.

Aug. 10.— Haying in this locality is 
now almost finished, and the weather for 
the past two weeks has been all that can 
be desired for haying and the crop was 
housed in good condition.

The drought is again becoming very 
severe and grain and root crops are being 
much injured by it. Bush fires are begin­
ning to burn in places, but little damage 
has been done so far. Yesterday was the 
hottest day of the season, the thermometer 
being ninety-six in the shade.

A RELIGIOUS CRAZE.
Causes Lucien Legere, of Seoudac, N. B. 

To Mysteriously Disappear.

In Friday week’s Manchester Telegram 
there appeared the following :

“ Lucien Leger, quarry man at East Long 
Meadow, has disappeared, leaving a note 
stating that he intended to kill himself- 
He is alleged to have been insane on re­
ligion.”

The man in question, says the Moncton 
Transcript, was a native of Scoudac, near 
Shediac, where his family now resides, 
but has worked in the above place for the 
last two years. On Monday of last week 
Legere arrived in this city by the after­
noon C. P. R., and was accosted at the 
station by a resident of Barachois, with 
whom he was well acquainted.

During a brief conversation that en­
sued, Legere informed him that he had 
been home visiting his parents and was 
then on his return to East Long Meadows. 
He was to all appearances perfectly sane. 
On Saturday following the day of his dis­
appearance from East Long Meadows a 
telegram was received by his relations at 
Scoudac, informing them of the matter. 
The news soon spread rapidly and during 
Saturday night and Sunday it was the 
chief topic of convesation. On Monday 
evening several of the neighbors of the 
Legere family gathered at the latter’s 
house and the matter was discussed, the 
unanimous opinion being that mental de­
rangement was the cause of the escapade.

On Tuesday morning as one of the mis­
sing man’s brothers was passing through 
the back yard to his work in the fields he 
noticed a piece of paper stuck on the side 
of a poet near the back door. On the in­
side of the paper written in lead pencil 
and signed Lucien Legere, was, “ I am 
home and heard you talking last evening. 
I am not crazy as you suppose but am of 
sound mind ; I am suffering for Christ 
who suffered for me and lor whom you 
will all have to suffer. I will not come 
home, you will never see me again. There 
will be no use in you trying to catch me 
as I am going to end my life.”

A short distance from the place where 
the letter was found a bark was picked 
up which gave indication of having con­
tained cream. Wednesday morning Mr. 
Legere found another manuscript with 
contents of similar import lying in the 
field near a patch of wood some distance 
from the house. On Thursday and Friday 
nights a vigilant watch was kept by some 
of the neighbors and the Legere family, 
but he did not put in an appearance, and 
Saturday morning one of his brothers ar­
rived in this city for the purpose of con­
sulting a clarvoyant. One of their re­
lations, Louis Legere, of Robinson street, 
sought Dr. Carleton, who has race ntly re­
turned to town. The doctor

peculiar to clarvoyancy, during the course 
of which he stated that the man was in 
the immediate neighborhood of Scoudac, 
living on raspberries and cream, that he 
emerges from the wood during the night, 
but in the day time hides himself.

A resident of Barachois, situated some 
seven or eight miles from Scoudac, states 
that he saw a man answering Lucient 
Legere’s description in the woods near 
that place on Friday. He had a beard of 
about three week’s growth and ran when 
any one approached him.

Yesterday afternoon as a man belong­
ing to Dorchester road was walking down 
the railway track he noticed smoke issu­
ing from the chimney of an old and va­
cant log cabin. Upon arriving at Scoudac 
he referred to the matter and several men 
started for the cabin where they found 
Lucien Legere laying asleep near a cozy 
fire that he had built. Upon being 
awakened he made an attempt to escape, 
but was prevented. He refused to talk, 
but after a short time submitted com­
placently to being taken home. His 
brother, who was here over Sunday, went 
home this morning.

SHE POISONEED HER SON-

Because Site Wanted to Obtain the In­
surance on His Life,

Trenton, N. J., August 11.—County 
physician Cantwell, of Trenton, was a 
witness today in the trial of Mrs. Mattie 
Shann for the murder by poison of her 
son in order to obtain the insurance on 
his life. He gave his testimony as soon 
as prof. Wormley, the toxicologist, who 
had been recalled for a moment, left 
the chair. Dr. Cantwell testified that he 
saw young Shann’s body on the day after 
it was mutilated, and he made the post 
mortem examination, which resulted in 
his ordering a coroner’s inquest. It was 
he also, who furnished the parts of the 
body, which were given to the experts 
for chemical analysis. He had had the 
body disinterred, in order to secure cert­
ain parts of it. The body, he said, could 
have been disemboweled in ten minutes, 
and it did not need an expert to do it.

Dr. Cantwell was asked, as an expert on 
the effect of mercurial poisons on the 
human system, what, in his opinion, was 
the cause of young Shann’s death.

The counsel for the defence fought hard 
to have the question stricken out, but the 
court admitted it, and the witness answer­
ed the question by saying that the youth 
came to his death.through inflamation of 
the intestines and stomach, due to the 
presence of mercury in them. The pat­
ient, he thought, had received more mer­
cury than the regulation medicinal dose.

BOMBAY RIOTS.

Assume a More Serions Aspect, Author­
ities Want Reinforcements.

The riots growing out of the religious 
differences between the Mohammedans 
and Hindoos resident in Bombay have 
had more serious results than were at first 
apprehended. Six persons who were in­
jured in the rioting have died in the hos­
pitals and many others are still under the 
doctors’ care.

The bad feeling between the two relig­
ious sects is becoming more bitter and 
when Mohammedan and Hindoo meet 
the slightest taunt from one or the other 
is sufficient to precipitate a row. Though 
there is no general rioting, street fights 
are of general occurrence.

There is a feeling of uneasiness every­
where in the city, and merchants and 
shopkeepers have closed their places of 
business, fearing that another outbreak 
will occur and their places be looted by 
the rioters. The cotton mills, of which 
there are several important ones in the 
city, employing a large number of natives 
have also been closed.

The authorities have been forced to the 
conclusion that the police and military 
now here are not sufficiently strong to 
deal with the native population should 
further rioting occur, and application was 
made yesterday for reinforcements. Two 
squadrons of lancers stationed at Poona

have been ordered to proceed to Bombay 
and they are now on the way here. They 
have only to travel seventy miles by rail.

So desperate was the fighting between 
the rioters on Friday last, that the officers 
commanding the warships in the harbor 
were appealed to, to aid the police and 
military in restoring order. A number of 
sailors armed with cutlassses were landed 
from the ships and they did good service 
in stopping actual hostilities.

Every effort is being made to bring 
about a peaceable settlement of the trouble 
but the fanatics on both sides are beyond 
the reach of reason and it is feared that 
they may cause another outbreak. Both 
the Mohammedans and Hihdoos believe 
their religious beliefs have been grossly 
maligned and it will take considerable 
diplomacy to bring about a peace between 
them.

SUGGESTIONS TO A HOSTESS.

Do not try to be too entertaining.
Allow your guest a little time to herself.
See that your guest room has been well 

aired, that it is sufficiently warm to be 
comfortable, and that the shaues work 
properly.

Have the bed placed well out of 
draughts, and where the morning light 
will not fall directly upon the eyes of the 
occupant. Make provision for extra 
covers ; nothing can be more forlorn than 
to be chilly in a strange bedroom, and 
have to remain so, because no extra cov­
ering has been provided.

On the toilet table place some black 
and white pins, some hair pins, a whisk 
broom and clothes brush, a hand glass 
and button hook. Upon a small table 
have a little basket containing some black 
and white thread, a little box of shoe and 
other buttons, a thimble and a pair of 
scissors that will cut.

Find out whether your guest wishes to 
have a clock or not ; some people cannot 
sleep without its familiar tick, while 
others are disturbed by it ; for this reason 
a stationary clock is not recommended as 
part of the spare room furnishing ; it is 
better to have a small one, which may 
easily be removed.

Apprise your guest of the breakfast 
hour, ascertain at what time she will wish 
to be called, and also whether she wishes 
the maid who awakens her to bring her 
hot water.

Do not urge her at breakfast time, or at 
any other meal, to partake of everything 
upon the table ; nothing is more vulger 
than this insistance upon people eating 
whether they wish to eat or not.

Do not insist upon her spending all her 
time sightseeing ; try and arrange the 
details of her visit so that neither she nor 
you shall be tired out when the time 
comes for her to take her departure.

When that day comes, if it shall hap­
pen that she is to travel upon a train 
which has neither dining or buffet cars, 
prepare her a dainty little lunch and pack 
it in a box, which, after it is emptied, 
may be easily disposed of.

Above all things make your guest feel 
that you have enjoyed her visit, and do 
not let her even for an instant feel that 
she added to your cares — Ladies’ Home 
Journal.

MILLIONS AT STAKE.

A Canadian Family Said to be Heirs to 
An Immense Estate.

A report comes from Kingsville, Ont., 
that the members of the Stuart family 
there are heirs to a vast estate in Scotland 
a large amount of money in the bank of 
England and 1000 acres of land in Penn­
sylvania. James Stuart died in Scotland 
near the end of the last century, leaving 
all of bis wealth to a son James, then in 
Pennsylvania, who was shortly afterwards 
killed by Indians. His widow with two 
sons, Charles and Geo-ge, and a daughter 
Sophia, afterwards came to what is now 
Essex county, and settled near the present 
site of Kingsville. When the widow died 
an iron box containing valuable papers, 
was said to have been placed in her grave. 
A few days ago the grave was opened by 
the descendants of the daughter Sophia. 
It is stated that the iron box was found 
and that it contaned all the necessary 
papers to bring the possessions of James 
Stuart, sr., and James Stuari jr., to Sophia’s 
heirs. Those in possession of the papers 
say that they will have little difficulty in 
establishing their claim to the property, 
which is now worth several million dol­
lars.

DROUGHT IN INDIANA.

It Is Two Months Since Rain Has Fallen.

It is now over two months since rain 
has fallen in northern, central and eastern 
Indiana in any appreciable quantity- 
During that time there have been just 
two showers, neither of them more t han 
enough to lay the dust for a few hours on 
the country roads. The precipitation at 
Indiapolis is the lowest ever recorded, ex­
cept in 1881. Reports from central and 
northern Indiana are extremely unfavor­
able. The corn crop will be short every­
where, and in many sections will be al­
most an entire failure. Pastures are so 
dry that farmers are being compelled to 
feed their cattle. Ploughing for autumn 
wheat will be delayed, as the ground 
breaks up in immense clods. Potato hugs 
and drought have almost ruined late po­
te oes in many counties. All fruit is ex­
tremely scarce, and many trees set out 
during the autumn and the spring of the 
year have succumbed to the drought. All 
the smaller streams have almost entirely 
dried up, and even the Wabash river, the 
largest in the state, is now nothing but a 
small stream with scarcely any current.

OATS TURNED INTO RYE.
Deacon Vanwart of Wickham, Queens 

Co. says, according to the St. John Sun, 
that the people of that place have been 
treated to a genuine surprise. Some time 
ago Dr. M. H. McDonald read in an Amer­
ican book of agriculture that if the tops 
of green oats were cut off several times 
during the season a head of rye would 
appear in place of an oat head. Last April 
the doctor planted a handful of good oats 
in a small box. When they got up sev­
eral inches he cut an inch off the tops. 
This operation was repeated several times 
up to July, when the oats were allowed 
to take their course. A week or so ago 
the doctor was himself surprised to see 
heads of rye appearing on top of the oat 
stalks. Several prominent farmers in 
that locality have examined this curious 
freak of nature and agree that they never 
saw anything like it. Mr. McDonald will 
be pleased to show it to any person who 
will call upon him. Mr. Vanwart will 
testify to the absolute genuiness of the 
whole matter.

SLAVERY STILL LIVES.
Where Convicts are Sold for What Their 

Work Will Bring,

Atlanta, Ga., August 14.— The recent 
revelations of Georgia’s barbaric system 
of farming out female convicts have 
aroused great indignation, even here 
where the methods have come to be 
looked upon as a matter of course. In 
this state the female convict is made to 
work, not as in the north for the gain of 
the State, but for the benefit of the man 
who gets the contract to keep her. A cor­
poration takes charge of all the female 
convicts, for which privilege it pays $25,- 
000 a year. This year there is about 
2,150 female convicts which makes the 
lease price per capita $11.85 or a little less 
than $1 per month. The contract is to 
expire in 1899, and probably will not be 
renewed by the company now controlling 
the convicts, the claim being that even at 
the low rate of hire it is impossible to 
get the required work from them.

Colonel W. H. Mattox, planter, who 
has 5,000 acres in the northern part of 
the state, has the contract. The women 
whom the state has sold to him are as 
much his slaves as ever negroes were in 
ante-bellum days. There are several 
white women among them.

The women, the captain says, are vici­
ous. He gets all the work he can out of 
them, and no questions are asked as to 
his method of bringing this result about. 
He is an ex '■onfederate officer, and he is 
used to having his orders obeyed. Not­
withstanding that the army under him is 
an army of women, he finds ways to make 
them amendable to discipline as strict as 
any ever sustained “ at the front.”

His guards—and he has need of a great 
many — are all men, and a moment’s con­
versation with any of them will prove 
that they are not above the prejudices and 
faults that exist among northern turnkeys, 
while the fact that their charges are all 
women and that they often work in 
lonely parts of an enormous farm offer 
many temptations for imorality and bru­
tality that are impossible in the compara­
tively well regulated prisons of the North.

Many of the women work in the chains 
and all of them wear a striped prison garb 
of short skirt, half sleeved waist and 
something else if they want it. Few of 
them want it.

They are employed at the hardest kind 
of manual labor — plowing and cultivat­
ing cotton fields like men. They rise at 
3.30 in the morning, make their scanty 
toilets and must be counted at 3.50 o’clock. 
The breakfast consists of fried meats, bis­
cuit and syrup. As soon as the meal is 
completed the women form in line, and, 
with guards armed with horse pistols at 
head and rear of column, they march 
away. The plow women go to the stables 
for their mules, which they lead or ride 
from the stable, as they see fit.

Shoes are furnished, but usually are 
not worn in the field. A soft felt hat, an 
old bonnet or a towel completes the cos­
tume.

At 11.30 all hands stop work for dinner. 
If they are within a mile of the quarters 
they go there, but if they are at a greater 
distance their dinner is hauled out in a 
cart. Nearly every day some will eat in 
the field and the rest will be at the quar­
ters. The dinner consists of potatoes» 
beans, meat and black bread.

The lessee always likes to keep free 
labor near his convicts. The wages labor 
gives the alarm in case of an escape. 
They assist the guards by their presence 
and deter attemps to run away. Two or 
three wages men and women are always 
working within sight of the quarters. 
There is also a pack of hounds kept for 
the particular purpose of tracking fleeing 
women.

Since Captain Mattax has worked the 
convicts there has only been half a dozen 
escapes. One woman was suspected by 
her companions of being an informer, and 
was compelled to runaway. Her fellow 
convicts furnished the money to pay her 
fare to Atlanta and provided her with 
clothes. On reaching the capital she ex­
perienced qualms of conscience, and made 
known to the police the fact that she had 
escaped. She was sent back, received a 
whipping and was put at work which 
kept her away from the other women.

Alice, one of the white women, once 
tried to escape. Her room overlooked the 
yard in which the hounds are kept. 
Every day she would carry something to 
her room and call the hounds to her win­
dow and divide with them. She made an 
especial pet of Reed, the best hound in 
the pack. The day Alice slipped away 
the dogs were not in the field. They were 
brought hurriedly and soon on the trail. 
They ran off in the direction the women 
were believed to have taken for Alice had 
a companion. For a mile the trail was 
followed. It led deep into a track of 
woods along the river. Great was the 
surprise of the guards when Reed sud­
denly appeared from the bushes wagging 
his tail. Nothing could induce him to 
resume the search. Two weeks later 
when Alice was captured, she said that 
when Reed came upon her in the bushes 
she just patted him on the head and he 
thought that lie belonged to her as much 
as to any one else so he wagged his tail 
and walked off.

The penalty for running off is a whip­
ping. The blows are administered with a 
strap, sometimes on the bare skin. And 
yet we hold up our hands in horror when 
we hear about Siberia.

Sunday is rest day. The prisoners go 
ont in the lot which is surrounded by a 
barbed wire fence, and there are under 
the watch of a’guard. A preacher comes 
and gives them a sermon, for which he 
gets $3 from the state. In summer the 
convicts are sent to the river for a bath 
and swim.

It was not many years ago that men 
and women convicts were herded indis­
criminately together on the same farms. 
The result was a moral horror. The State 
has at last had the decency to demand 
that the sexes be separated, but the pres­
ent system is enough to turn a civilized 
northern sick at heart.

TORTURED TO DEATH.
Two weeks ago a vessel left St. Pierre 

for the hanks, having as one of its crew a 
Frenchman, who knew nothing about 
fishing or working a vessel. This enraged 
the other members of the crew and they 
set about torturing the unfortunate man 
to death. It is charged that the crew 
would strip him of his garments, and 
then each one would take a turn beat­
ing the victim on the bare back with 
a rope. After the man’s flesh was cut 
and hruisen, the fiendish crew would then 
lift him into a puncheon half filled with 
strong pickle. This was kept up from 
day to day, until death relieved the un­
fortunate man. A few hours after the 
vessel arrived at St. Pierre, the terrible 
crime leaked out, resulting in the arrest 
of the whole crew on the charge of wilful 
murder.
