A very interesting extract is
given from a letter written by Car-
dinal Lavigerie, only u few months
ago, bearing upon this very subject.
He says : “qn spite of the mission-
ers’ seal, their efforts will never pro-
duce sufficient fruit if they are not
aided by female aposties among the
women. Native prejudices prevent
the misei % even ing in di-
rect contact with the women, far
more from maintaining that con-
stant intercourse necessary for their
instruction.” This, he says, is the
case with the Mahommedans of the
Mediterranean provinces and of the
n of the interior. In northern
Africa the Arabe veil their women
while in the street and at home
seclude them within the inner
apartments, into which no man can
enter. In negro lands for & woman
to meet a man suffices to bring on
her the sentence of death. The
Cardinal further remarks that every
ear he baptizes 200 to 300 adults—
t not a single woman. And why ?
Because the customs of the country
forbid their entry into society, even
into public places of worship. Thus

men are baptized, but the women
continue to adore their idols. What
is the consequence ? There women
as mothers are indifferent to their
children's education. There is no
Christian life at home, and religion
is scon lost in indifference or apos-
tasy. Yet foemale missionaries, he
says, oan have free access to them,
as free as that of male missionaries
to the males, and this fact empha-
sizes the vast importance of employ-
ing females to co-operate with the
males in the work of conversion.

THE CHRISTIAN AND TURKISH NAVL

The literary and scientific oonfer-
ences of the French Association for
the Advancement of Science, which
are affiliated with the Scientific
Association of France, have recently
opened at the Sorbonne. Monsieur
Rochard, the President of the Asso-
ciation, who is the Sanitary Ins
tor-General of the French lafi.:;
and & member of. the Academy of’
Medicine, read a paper on the depo-
pulation of France. In view of
pending events and threats of a gen-
eral war in Europe, the importance
of the subject, scieutifically treated
by an eminent French physician, is
apparent,

onsieur Rochard, armed with
maps of France, has demonstrated
the result of the last census. The
regions where the population has
increased of itself, and not hy for-
eign jmmigration, are gonerally
poorest. The wealthy provinces,
such as -Normandy, are to-day de-
cidedly on the decrease. This less-
sning of the population at a time of
national danger is necessarily and
naturslly a matter of the gravest
consideration to the French people
at & time when all the powers of
Europe are arming to the teeth.

Thirty years ago the rural French
population represented three-quar-
ters of the population of France.
To-day it represents only two-thirde,
This change results from the con-
tinuous movement of the people in
the country parts towards the
towns. In France the foreigners
nomber 1.200,000. In England,
according to Monsieur Rochard,
there are only 140000 foreigners,
aod in Germany 270,000,

Among the many and much di-
vided French parties—members of
the old families—the families which
descend lineally from what is called
the old regime, are extremely rare.
The families, for one reason or
another, seem to have dropped out.
At the beginning of the century the
average of children was five to a
family. To-day, sccording to the
most recent researches of Dr. Ber-
tillon, who is an authority, there are
scarcely three children to a French
family. This is taken as a sign that
the population is steadily decnuinq.

A course of sermms in English
began on Sunday, the 16th Jan., in
the Church of St. Andrew, attached
o the Scots Coilege. The first ser-
mons were preached on that day.
The Archbishop of St Andrews’ and
Edinburgh, Mgr., Smith, preached
at half-past ten, on the feast of the
day, that of the Holy Name of Jesus,
4 sermon remarkable for its deep
learning and profound thought. In
the afternoon the Rt. Rev. Dr. Keane
Bishop of Richmond, Virginia,
preached also on the subject of the
day, especially in reference to
Christ as the Prince of Peace. In
a discourse of an hour’s duration the
eloguent Prelate drew a vivid pic-
tare of the stute of the world that
bad willingly and knowingly depart-
od from the Peace of God and dwelt
upon the special influence of Christ
us Peacemaker in the world, which
became Christendom —Christ's King-
dom. The disruption of that king-
dom by the evil will of man, and the
consequences of sach_ di-ruption
were forcibly shown by the Right
Rev. preacher in the condition of the
world to-day, when the nations
beneath the intolerable burden .of
armed men, of material force, in a
vain attempt to bring back the lost
peace.
