[Infact, the trip was tedious and
titesome in the higheat degree, we were 5 monthe
on the road, and with regard to the sceaery, 1
can say but hittle in ite favor, being either vast
plaias, deserts and Roeky Mountains, going over
\he most indesciibable roads thet pever were in-
tendad to be travelled by soy other animal than
\he Pack Mule. However, we went down and
up precipices without hesitation, and only once
without any accident, and that was inerely upset
the waggon without doing any demaye.
