An information waa also laid 
against him for having threatened to do 
bodily harm, and he wee therefore re­
quired to find two sureties of $350 each, 
and give a bond of $500 himself to keep 
the peace, which failing to do he was 
committed to Goderich jsiL This case 
is Another illustration of thé evil effects 
of indulging in intoxicating drinks. The 
family is re»sociable and comfortably 
circumstanced,but their lives are jeopar­
dized when the head of it Is in liquor. On 
Monday he entered his home intoxicat­
ed, and at once commenced the destruc­
tion of everything in it, succeeding to a 
very great extent, and also nearly I ak­
in «the life of his own infant.—New 
Era.

Fir* at 8t. Gao box's Church.— 
Shortly after midnight on Saturday the 
alarm was sounded. A gentleman who 
lives near to the church noticed smoke 
issuing from the building, and on mak­
ing inspection found it full of smoke. 
He immediately gave the alarm, a 
crowd soon gathered e id the fire engine 
was quickly on the spot. The church 
was so full of dense smoke that no 
entrance c mid be obtained 
until a current of air had free 
circulation, which being secured the fire 
was soon controlled. The church was 
securely closed, and the ever thickening 
smoke had the effect of preventing the 
spread of the fire- If there had been a 
free passage of air the flames would 
have had too much headway to be 
quenched easily after assistance arrived. 
The damage done is considerable, the 
beautifully finished walls being com­
pletely spoiled. A hole is burned 
through the floor above the furnace, but 
the fire did not do so mnch dam­
age as the smoke. The beauti­
ful chancel is sadly disfigured, and 
as the rector says “the stars are totally 
eclipsed.” The c lurch ia insured f<»r 
$5,000, and the lose is between $1,000 
and $2,(kX). The fire originated, it is 
supposed, from a spark falling on some 
kindling wood piled near the furnace.
