the grain conference.
The grain Conference which has 

been caHed in Calgary for Wednesday 
ind Thursday of. this week, will un- 
loubtedly prove to be the most impor- 
.ant of its kind that has ever been 
leld in the province of Alberta. Prem- 
er Rutherford has called the confer- 
nce in the hope that the outcome of 
t may be a better understanding be- 
iveen all parties concerned in the 
;rain trade.. It is not proposed to 
make this a big convention, but a 
fathering together of from 50 to 75 
epresentative men to discuss the 

whoie grain situation. This number 
will include farmers, track buyers el- 
vator owners, railway officials, g^ain 
nspectors, bankers and others inter- 
isted in the growing, purchase, sale, 
i .orage and shipment of grain.

The predominating idea that will 
rnn through the convention will lie 
‘he western grain route, but there will 
o? Hie internal situation to be dis­
cussed. The first item on the pro- 
rram deals with the mutual interests 
« the gram men of the province. The 
iext covers the necessary changes m 
he Inspection Act with regard *o 

western shipments. These will "have to 
oe laid before Parliament at Ottawa 
for incorporation an the Grain Act. 
Other subjects deal with the ad van- 
tages to be gained by the western 
route, such as the opening up of the 
market and shipping facilities for 
welve months of the year. It also 

means that the rush to get grain to 
the lake head before navigation closes 
and the consequent shortage of cars 
will gradually be done away with as 
far as this province is concerned.

A great deal of trouble arises in the 
social and business world on account 
of misunderstandings and misconcep­
tions that arise between those whose 
mutual interests are identical to a 
surprising degree. So it is with the 
grain situation in Alberta. There has 
been a certain mistrust and a failure 
to see the common viewpoint on the 
part of the great body of men engaged 
in the intricacies of the grain trade. 
When more harmony exists there 
will be a greater facility of business 
and better business returns. The 
opening of the western grain route has 
prompted the Premier in calling tb£ 
convention, but the possibilities fer 
welding the various factors in the 
grain business into one united whole 
will not likely be overlooked.

The potato situation has remained 
unchanged during the week. Con­
siderable poultry is being offered both 
alive and dressec(. During the pre­
vious week Mr. O. Parminter, of 
Clover Bar, had some live hens for 
sale, and while waiting for a pur­
chaser three hens each laid an egg 
in the sleigh box. As the mercury 
at the time was considerably below 
zero (here is proof for the poultry 
superintendent's contention that hens 
can be made to lay regardless of the 
temperature and of unfavorable cir­
cumstances.

50c per dozen. Good butter is celling at 
30c per lb.

Poultry—Receipts are very light. Chic­
kens are selling at 11c to 12c per lb.

Coal—Demand not so strong. Prices 
are down to $3.50 to $4 per ton.

Potatoes—Supplies light, prices 60c w 
75c per bushel.

The J. Y. Griffin packing 
house handled 1,000 hogs and about 250 
head of cattle during the past week.

The 
whole outfit is in splendid running 
order, and the facilities for demon­
strating the stock are most complete.

Mr. Craig says that about 120 farm­
ers attended the school in Lloydmin- 
ster and about the same number in 
Vermilion

The short course school, which 
will be conducted in Lacombe during 
the first two weeks in March, !s at­
tracting considerable attention 
throughou1 the province. The Leth­
bridge people are agitating for a simi­
lar school, to be conducted at the Do­
minion Experimental Farm at that 
place.

For 1908.—This is Less Than 
Previous High Average.

HUGHES FORCES FIGHTING.

Governor of Empire State Assumes 
a Pugnacious Attitude.

Albany, N.Y., February 1.—Gover­
nor Hughes proposes to force the 
fight for his Direct Nominations 
and Mass Ballot legislation at once. 
Should he be defeated at the regular 
session, he will call the legislature 
back, even should it become neces­
sary to hold it here all summer. 
This information was brought to Al­
bany to dav by friends of the execu­
tive, who listened to his pugnacious 
speech at the Botus Club, New 
York, last night, and consulted with 
him as to the campaign he is wag­
ing to drive through his most de­
sired projects. The Direct Nomina­
tions measures will be probably sub­
mitted this week and the Mass Ballot 
bill will soon follow.

New Light Horse Corps.
Ottawa, Jan. 28.—A militia order, 

issued today, authorizes the formation 
of the sixteenth Light Horse Cadet 
Corps with headquarters at Grenfell.

Regina, Bask., February 1.—The 
Department of Agriculture today pub­
lished the final report dealing with 
the crop of last year. This shows 
the province produced 105,589,543 
bushels of wheat, barley, oats and 
flax.

“Compared with 1907.” says the re­
port, “the returns of last year are 
almost twice as large both in acre­
age and in yield. Tile average 
yield oi each crop, however, was 
smaller and somewhat less than in 
1907, with the exception of barley. 
It is plain, however, that the yields 
of the past two years are much be­
low the possibilities of the province 
and unless it can be demonstrated 
that former seasons were more favor­
able for plant growth than was the 
past summer, it may be assumed 
that the modes of cultivation, parti­
cularly those in vogue in some of 
the newer districts, should be held 
responsible to a certain extent for 
the failure to reach the old-time 
high average yield.”

The report briefly summarises an 
analysis of threshers’ returns, on 
which wheat statistics are based, 
showing how variable are the re­
sults obtained by different farmers 
even in the same locality, and d?" 
ducting therefrom that the low aver­
age of 13.68 bushels of wheat to the 
acre last season was due to bad farm­
ing.

“The logical inference,” says the 
report, “is that for each farmer whose 
crops exceeded the average yield for 
the province, some other farmer or 
farmers must have had crops of 
which the average yield was cor­
respondingly less than the average 
for Saskatchewan.” In a word. 
careful afrating would restore the 
average yield to its old-time supre­
macy. While the report suggests no 
remedy, it makes out the strongest 
kind of case that the enormously rich 
and fertile province of Saskatchewan 
is being retarded and damaged by bad 
and slovenl yfarming. With 3,703,- 
563 acres seeded to wheat last year, 
the total vield might have been near­
ly double the 50,654,629 bushels ac­
tually produced, an average of 13.68 
bushels, as against 13.52 bushels for 
1907, when the acreage of 2,047,724 
produced 27,691,601 bushels. The 
oats average was 27.29 bushels last 
year, against 29.09 the previous year.

SCHOOL DISTRICTS
WOULD BENEFIT

Editor Bulletin -.4-
Sir: The reernti convention of School 

Trustees siuggcsta a matter that might 
well engage the attention of the pro­
vincial governnifint. The thousand 
Odd school districts' in Alberta equip 
themselves with11 school' sites, build­
ings, etc..'by testing debentures rang­
ing in amount frfom a few hundred to 
many thousand dollars. Because these 
debentures are ih small amounts, for 
relatively short terms, and redeem­
able by installments, they do not ap­
peal to the cheaper money markets cl 
the world, whirtv'are, furthermore, 
unacquainted with-our smaller locali 
ties. The result is that the money 
must be secured in a dearer market, 
nearer home, and. at correspondingly 
higher rates of interest. The newly 
organized rural districts, which can 
least afford it, are naturally the great 
est to suffer in this respect.

The suggestion Tvwmld make is that 
the Province furnish the money to the 
respective school districts, at a uni­
form rate of say five per cent, taking 
the equivalent of the present school 
debentures for its security. It would 
then issue its own consolidated school 
debentures for an amount equal to 
the aggregate of the year’s require­
ments, and on these the money could 
be secured at 4 per cent. The extra 
one par cent shrtuld amply cover ex­
penses of management, and it might 
even be found possible to work on a 
smaller margin.

An objection may be raised that 
such state assistance might lead to 
extravagant expenditure. However, 
the legitimate requirements of the 
new school districts can so easily os 
ascertained that proper supervision 
should present no difficulty. The 
statutes already limit the borrowing 
powers and call for the approval of 
the Department of Education. The 
chief alteration required would be to 
have the matter dealt with for the 
whole province at the same time of 
year, so that one annual issue of the 
consolidated debentures could Ds 
made.

Taking the number of school dis­
tricts at the even thousand, their av­
erage outstanding indebtedness at 
$2,000, and the average present rate of 
interest at 7 par cent, the plan pro­
posed would show a saving to the 
school ratepayers of the Province of 
two per cent on two million dollars, 
or $40,006 a year. Whatever the re­
sult of an exhaustive compilation of 
of the exact figures, the principle re­
mains the same.

Much of the money that now goes 
into the present sciiool debentures is 
of a class that, if denied that outlet, 
would tuin to mortgage investment 
and tend to reduce the rates on farm 
loans. It seems of the utmost impor­
tance, while our development de­
mands such large borrowings, that we 
should make every effort to appeal to 
the cheapest possible money. Province 
of Alberta Consolidated School Deben­
tures would effect that purpose so far 
as our elementary educational re­
quirements are concerned.

WHOLE FAMILY BURNED.

Four Occupants of a House Near 
Lynden, Ontario, Overcome by 
Smoke and Lose Their Lives.

Hamilton, Feb. 1—That four occu­
pants of a brick house could be. suf­
focated and burned to death in broad 
daylight, within a stone’s throw of 
relatives and neighbors, is the almost 
unbelievable tragedy enacted on the 
old Indian trail two miles south of 
Leyden, when Phillip Vansidle, a 
iarmer. 79 years of age, his son Mar­
tin, 24 years of age, his son-in-law 
Harry Vansidle, 35 years of age, and 
his daughter, Metilda, 45 years oi age. 
met death in a fire which destroyed 
the ‘farm house completely. The cause 
of the fire is. a mystery. There is no 
suspicion of foul play.

The four people lived in a two 
storey brick house. They retired at 
midnight on Friday and while they 
slept the house caught fire. Clouds 
of smoke went through the house rend­
ering the occupants unconscious. Phil­
lip Vansidle and his son-in-law,Harry, 
endeavored to escape, but were over­
come by the smoke. The fire swept 
through the house and the îloors and 
roof fell in, taking three of the bodies 
to the bottom. The body "of Phillip 
Vansidle was brought out before the 
floors fell in. The fire was not notic­
ed until 10 a.m. Coroner Farmer, of 
Ancaster, will hold an inquest,

CONDEMNED SECRET SOCIETIES.

Archbishoo McEvoy Speaks Before C.
M. B. A. in Toronto.

Toronto, Feb. 1—Condemnation oi 
all secret societies opposed to the 
teachings of the Roman Catholic 
church was expressed by Archbishop 
McEvoy, addressing 1,000 members of 
the Catholic Mutual Benefit associa­
tion in St. Michael’s cathedral yester­
day afternoon. The archbishop said 
the church was the foundation oi so­
ciety and the farther society wander­
ed from the church the worse it be­
came. Freedom from the pope, spok­
en of so much, the speaker did not "re­
cognize. We heard much boasting, 
said the archbishop, of getting away 
from the tyranny of the pope of Rome.

True, his holiness had not the power 
to compel a man to live with his 
wife, nor to stop the social curse, di­
vorce, against which every member 
of the Catholic church should raise 
his voice, and neither could the pope 
give Catholic children a Catholic-edu­
cation. He advised the C. M. B. A. to 
beware “nonsensical, silly retreats, 
frills and secrets.”

City Assessor Resigns.
Regina, Jan. 31—Peter Cooper, city 

assessor and ex-alderman, has handed in 
his resignation. Mr. Cooper has figured 
orcminently in the evidence given bv 
Messrs. Dobson and Fry in the Laird- 
Scott libel case, having been named by 
them as being the alderman with whom 
it was necessary to have an arrangement 
to the extent of shares of $1,0C0 before 
the firm could get their sewerage con­
tract raised $3,500.

Moved to1 Burn Constitution.
Guthrie, Okla, Jan. 31.—Senator 

Blair in the senate yesterday, in all 
seriousness, moved that the body burn 
the constitution adapted by the State 
of Oklahoma. His words created’ a 
decided sensation and were followed 
immediately by adjournment.

Must Not Pledge Credit.
A resolution of especial interest to 

Edmonton, in view of certain appli­
cations at present before the city 
council, was passed by the conven­
tion. This opposed any city or 
town pledging their credit in aid of 
any individual, association or cor­
poration, except in aid of the sick 
and poor. The resolution passed 
was as follows : “Resolved, that this 
Union reaffirm the resolution passed 
two years ago to the effect that in 
their opinion the credit of a city or 
town should not in any manner be 
given or loaned to or in aid of any 
individual, association or corporation, 
except that it may make suitable pro­
vision for the aid and support of its 
siek and poor, and that the atten­
tion of the government be again call­
ed to the necessity of formulating 
such legislation.”

Payment lor Indigent Patients.
Protection for the municipalities from 

the expense of caring for outside patients 
in the hospitals was aimed at in the fol­
lowing resolution passed by the conven­
tion :

“Resolved that the Legislature of the 
province be requested to pass the neces­
sary legislation to enable a municipality 
to collect hospital and burial expenses 
from the municipality or local improve­
ment district from which a pauper pa 
tient comes, along the lines of - the re­
commendations contained on pages 18 
and 19 of the January, 1809 number of 
the Canadian Municipal Journal.”

Increasing the Fees.
In order to carry out the schemes of 

the Union on a large scale it was decided 
in connection to increase the fees of 
municipalities belonging to the Union 
and to ask for a government grant. This 
would permit of the employment Of a 
paid secretary and of extending the work 
of the association. By the new system 
introduced the fees paid by municipali­
ties will be in proportion to its size. Ed­
monton, with a population of 20,000 will 
be required to pay a $200 fee, or $10 for 
each 1,000 inhabitants. The resolution 
dealing with this matter was as follows :
