The essentials of a model agree-
ment for a gas franchise were the
subject of a discussion yesterday ai-
ternoon at the first meeting of the
special committee- appointed by the
counci] to report’ on this matter. The
greater part of the afternoon was
spent in an effort td discover what
was intended by the two resolutiong
embodying the instructions of the
council, one of which was passed on
May 5th and the ether on May 10th,
Finally, however, an understandmv
was reaohed and Cemmissioner -Bou-
ilon, Ald. Lundy and the city solici-
tor were deputed to prepare. a draft
agreement to be presented and dis-
cussed clause by clause by the com-
mittee. C. S. Eaton, of the Interna-
tional Heating and Lighting com-
pany, wag present, together with O.
M. Bbiggar, Wwho . was acting as his
legal adviser,

The discussion centred in the state-
ment of Commissioner Bouillons that
the ‘company receivinz a franchise
should be required by the terms- of
the agrTeement to render an account!
of its finances, “It does not derive
its sustenance from any place but
Edmonton,”  he said. ‘It is simply a
branch of the manicipal  system 'of
utilities. - The city should therefore
be in touch with the investment. We
should -knew -what profit they are
making, and have 'the pewer to en-
force a reduction of the rates when
the pro_its exceed a certain amount.”

Should City Guarantee

Asked Ly . Mr. iggar whether he
thought the city should guarantee the
bonds of the company, Mr. Bouillon
said that . he did mot see the least!
objectivn to the co-operation of -the
city in the operation of a public eer-5
vice in the hands of a private inter-\
est, with a view to resuming control
of the plant after g period of years.
“My idea of a franchise,” he said,’
“is an arrangement on a co-operate
basis, under which the company. se-
cures the advantage of the city's
credit and the city secures the ad-
vantage of the better management
which dis always possible in a private
enterprise run for profit. The idea is
not original with me. In some form
or other it has been the invariable
practice in England for many years
and is recognized in modern agTee-
ments made by municipalities in the
United States. The city would have
to be safeguarded against the issue of
watered stock.

“Let us keep our Iranchxse as near
to municipal ewnership as possible.”"

Under the arrangement suggested
by Commitsicner Bouillen thé com-
pany Would be guaranteed against
loss but would also be limited to-a
reasonable profit.

“if we do nhot gnarantee them
against joss we will certainly have
to pay the guarantee in the rates
which-they imp ' said Mayor Arm-
stronsg.

C. W. Jennings, President of Defunct
Hudson’s Bay Mutual Fire Insur-
ancé Co., Sentenced to 5 Years,

« Vancouver, B.C., May 18—Charles
W. Jennings, president of the defunct
Hudson’s Bay Mutual Fire lnsurance
Company, was s -ntenced to flve years'
in the penitentiary for fraud. The
trial concluded one of the biggest
swindling cases known in the west.
It is -aileged that in the promotion
of the company he defrauded hun-
dreds, .including an "Edmonton man,
who was relieved of $58,000.

T. B. Moore, an alleged accomplice,
was later placed on copspiracy in con-
nection with the promotion of the
bogus company.. Jennings confessed '
his real name was Birr, a French
Canadian and a native of Montreal.
